BULGARIA IS HARD HIT

Children Clamor for Crusts,

While Mothers Search for

Grains of Corn. v

NEW YOBK, Doc. 2S. There is no-

where in. tho world tod3y so much suf-

fering to the square mile as in tho Bal-

kan territories which two wars havo

dflvastatou. War at best is a wanton
destruction of wealth, but in this re-

cent war of annihilation each race suf-

fered in turn, and over some areas the
flood of ruin broke twice.

T saw in my recent journey Moslem
refugees camped in their primitive oxI wagons to tho number of 10,000 around
Saloniki. Thoy had seen their home-stead- s

burned, had abandoned their
lands and were selling the few things
they had saved whilo waiting for ships

to take, them fo Asiatic Turkey.
I saw a part of tho route followed

by tho Greek army in its victorious
northward march through, a region peo-

pled by Bulgarians. Villages to tho
number of 160 Ho in ruins, with noth-

ing but blackened stones to mark their
eites. Everything has been systemati-
cally burned, and tie fugitives who had

soaped to Bulgaria told a tale of plun-

der, massacre and violation.

Devastation and Misrule.
From Thrace, also, when the Turks

reoccupicd it, a stream of horrified, fu-

gitives went northward to Bulgaria. Al-

banians also have experiences to re-

late of Servian devastation and mis-

rule.
Even the Greeks, moTO fortunate than

other races in theso two wars, have seen
the thriving town of Scrres burned to
the ground.

Without generous aid from, abroad it
is certain the recovery of these ruined
popularions will bo slow. ami the se-

verities of winter will bring famine to
tbo peasantry, already decimated by
pcbtilence and massacre.

Bulgaria has the hardest problom to
fae. With an empty treasury and
shaken credit after a year in which war
arrested the whole economic lifo of the
country, she has to provide for 200,000
homeless refugees tomehow. AUIages
must be built up and the inhabitants
kept alive till nert summer's harvest.
Theso primitive peasant? have all their
wealth in land.

Appalling Misery.
The army which burns their granariesI aud seizes their cattle takes all they

possess. The rich are ruined with tho
poor. There is no one who ran givo
or even lend, and the defeated kingdom,
loaded with the debts of war. is in no
position to aid them. Wherever 1

European and American residents
were endeavoring with scanty means- - to
Telievc this appalling misery.

Around all th" missions, both Frot-pstan- t

and Catholic, homeless families,
widowed mothers and orphaned children
were clamoring for crusts-- . Oo tho bat-

tlefields women were gleaing among the
straw which the soldiers had used for

bread.

It is not poverty,-bu- t sheer starvation
which threatens these .victims of war.
They owe nothing to the statesmanship
of the civilized, world. Let them at least
have Teason to bless its charity.

Dynamiters Are Keeping

Their Own Counsel.

SAN FRANCISCO. Xcc. IS. By refus-
ing to say to what purpose they Intended
putting- an Infernal mnohlno, firearms,
poworful oxplosh'cs. dynamite enps and
fuses which were found In a sail l6nt.
three men nrrcsted by the police-- of Rich-
mond, across tho bay from San Fran-
cisco, caused a score of detectives of the'
trans-ba- y cities a sreat deal of work
today and with but few developments.'

The men, Charles King; Joseph Brown
and H. G. Hanlon. were nrrcsted Satur-
day night as they wore about to board
tho boat at Richmond, All wcro armed.
Tho authorities say they found an Indus-
trial "Workers' of tho World card In a
pocket of Hanlon.

Kins Is said to have been the Jeador
of tho trio. The police of Richmond and
Oakland say they have Information which
shows that Kins ia a professional dyna-
miter. Theso officials say King answers
tho description of a man connected with
dyna.mitlnp jobs in Indianapolis and
elsewhere.

Owlrte to the fact that tho men had
an alarm clock fet for 12:30 o'clock,, this
beirtff attached to the infernal mochlno,
the police say that this was intended pos-
sibly to be used In blowing up tho Pa-
cific Gas and Electric company's power
plant In Richmond, either with a view of
committing robbery or as hired agents
of persons seeking revenge. Tho gas and
electric company lias been having trouble
lately with somn of Its workmen. An-
other theory advanced, by the pollco olli-cla- ls

is that the men might have been
planning: a bank robbery, the arms, gun-cotto- n

and nitroglycerin found in the boat
bringing them to this suggestion of. the
purpofe.of the men.

Woolen gloves, to h. worn, say the
pollco. for the elimination of possible
finger prints and rifles with Mlcixccrs
wjre also found.

The men were closely questioned today,
but littlo Information was gained. An
effort Is being made to have tho men
identified and officials of the gas com-
pany and private detectives are to in-
terview the three tomorrow.

Hanlon Fays he was formerly a. line-
man,, and worked in Sacramento. King
says h Is from Chicago. Brown says he
left Chicago several weeks ago and that
that city Is his home.

The boat in widen the explosives were
found has not been . Identified. It is
thought to havo been stolon.

NO LONGER PRISONER

Has Little Monsy, but Declines an Of-

fer to Go on tho
Stage.

AtOITTCELLO, N. Y., Dec. 25. Ade-
laide Bra nee iB no longer a voluntary
prisoner in tho Monticello jail. Under
tho friendly cover o darkness carlj
this morning she was spirited away by
Sheriff .Kiuny and his assistants and
is now somewhere in the west, prob-
ably with her brother. IT. O. Branco.

Miss Brance was taken to Pallsbur?
station, a. distance ol! five miles from
Monticello, at 2:30 this morning hy a
Monticello liveryman and there secreted
in the houso of a friend of the sheriff
until S o'clock. From there, tho 8
o'clock train carried her west.

Miss Branco did not succeed in sell-
ing her mortgages before her departure.
They were returned to hor last night
by hor attorney and she carried them
a.way with her. vn offer to advauco hor
$200 on the mortfrajjes was refused.
Miss Brance was advised to accept the
offer made by a New York theatrical
manager of .$o00 a week to appear in
vaudeville, but she said sho positivolv
Wimld not do so.

' I loved my dead lover too dearly
to make money from tho notoriety his
sad death gave me," she said. "Why",
I could not face the people feeling all
the time that they were pointing to me
as a curiosity because I had loved, a
man too deafly. I cannot understand
why the public is bo much interested in
a middle-age- d woman who loved an old
man."

GUARD IS SHOT TO
DEATH BY STRIKERS

Ernest "W. Farmer Is Killed Noar
Trinidad; Companion Is

Injured.

TRINIDAD, Colo., Doc. 2S. Ono
man was killed and another probably
fatally injured today when strikers at-
tacked guards of an Atchison, Topeka
& Santa. Fe railroad) bridge, connecting
tho mines at Badiant and Eockvale, in
tho strike district near horo, today. One
guard died from a bullet wound and
tho other fell from tho bridge into an
arrnyo below.

Tfie two men, Ernest W. Farmer, who
was killed, and Q. W. Libby, were
guarding the bridgo from incendiaries,
it having been recontly constructed to
replaco one Tazcd by firo two days nft-c- r

the strike began. Armed strikers, it
was reported, approached the structure
carrying a can which later was found
to contain coal oil. Tho guards ordorod
the strikers td stop, and their reply was
a fusillade of bullets.

Fanner was instantly killed, while
Libby, in attempting to run and roturn
the t'iro, fell from the bridge, breaking
an arm and suffering internal injuries.

Tho strikers ran from the bridgo im-
mediately after the shooting, and upon
the approach of a track walker, who
discovered Farmer's body, and aided
Libby.

The mines at Radiant had been
with nonunion miners since the

strike oogan last September.
Governor Amnions has ordored a full

investigation of the incidont by the
civil and- military authorities.

fins. Thoy bore the bodies of their
companions' children and many a
rough sleeve was brushed across down-turne- d

faces, tho eyes of which wore
concealed by peaked caps drawn far for-
ward.

Cornish Miners Sing.
Fifty singers chanted hymns in tho

wako of tho children "a carriers. Most
of these wuro English miners, who had
learned in Cornwall to chant Christmas
carols in tho streets and" years ago
brought this old custom to tho copper
country. "Jesus Lover of My Soul,"
"Bock of Ages," and "Nearor My
God to Thee,'' came from throatts
thick with emotion, but the harmonics
wore full and rich.

As .the singers turned into Piuo
street, which loads to the cemetery
road, the open ranks of marchers
wheeled Into line. Ishpcming and

men camo first, followed hy a
braes band and tho members of the
copper couulry locals.

The lust marcher had scarcely
started from Calumet beforo the head
of the procession had reached the
cemotcrv-- gates, two miles away. All
but halt a"dozeu of the burials were in
common graves dug ve3terday 03-

- mem-
bers of the union. The ground belongs
to the federation and it was stated that
a monument would bo erected there, tho
formal dedication to take place a year
hence.

Brief Addresses Made.
Only brief addresses wero delivered

in the cemetery. Eugene A. MeNally,
a local attorney, eulogized the dead in
English, and George Strczich of St.
Louis, Frank Aaltonen of Xeguancc,
and other federation leaders deliverea
addresses in Austrian, Finnish and
Croatian.

McNally made only passing reference
to tho deportation of President C. H.
Moyer of the federation, predicting
that his absence, whether temporary or
permanent, would result in tho devel-
opment of leadership as effective as his.

All the speakers termed the victims
of the Christmas eve catastrophe mar-
tyrs to tho cause of unionism. They
argued that had the mino managers not
refused to recognize the union the in-

dustrial warfare would have been set-
tled mouths ago and there would have
been no ncod for the celebration in
Italian hall.

Nine Unburied.
2STine of thoso killed have not been

buried. Fathers and husbands who left
the copper country to seek work in
Arizona and Montana havo not yet ar-
rived in Caluniot. but it is expected
that Tuesday will see tho last of tho
funerals. Four were held yesterday.

Tko coroner's inquest into the cir-
cumstances of tho tragedj- - is to con-
vene tomorrow. According to state-
ments of investigators for county of-
ficials, witnesses will be produced to
show that the cry of: "firo" which
started the panic came from near the
center of tho hall instead of from tho
doorway as the first accounts had it.

Search for the man who shouted the
first falso alarm has thus far boon un-

successful. Tt was intimatod, howovcr,
that clows to his identity were working
out and that an arrest is something
more than a remote possibility.

CONGRESS ASKED
TO INVESTIGATE

COPPER STRIKE

CHICAGO, "Dec. 23. An appeal to con-

gress to investigate, conditions .In tho
copper country o Michigan vras made to-

day by the Chicago Federation of. Labor.
In resolutions wlilch directly cviarged
owners oC the mines and their agents
with being responsible lor tho tragedy
of Christmas eve whoa seventy-tw- o chil-

dren and adults lost their lives.
Tho resolutions also charged that

Houghton county Is under a government
of gunmen under orders of the- - mine
owners and that Charles TT. Moyer. presi-
dent of the "Western Federation of Min-
ers, was assa-ulted- . shot and driven out
of Hancock by t'nugs and gunmen.

The announcement that tho Western
Federation otoMlners will concentrate its
Ktrngth on the. copper strike was made
by Yanco Terzlcli. a member of the
executive-- board. Every member of the
board, he fcald, plans to so to the cop-
per mining region next week. "We are
golnj: to win that strike or break ud tho
organization," h.said. "As aoon as Mr.
Moyer Is able ho will be back thero as
the leader."

Charles Hi Tanner, auditor of the
"Western Federation, who. wlrn Moyer,
was escorted from Hancock, stirred the
firo against tho Citizens alliance. "Wo
haxo ample evidence," he said. "Half
a dozen will testify that the man who
called 'fire' in Italian hall woro a Citi-
zens' alliance button."

Tanner's Story.
Tanner said ho wa with Moyer In

their hotfll room when a dozen men
broke In and seized them. One of thorn,
ho said, struck Moyer in tho back of
tlie Mead with the butt of a revolver,
which a moment later was discharged,
Bhooting the federation president. The
two, he said, wens marched, closely
guarded, to tho railroad station, where
tho crowd, which had grown to several
hundred, threatened them with vianglng
should thoy return.

Emmet T. Flood, national organizer of
the American Federation of Labor, waa
tho only speaker, directly counseling vio-
lence. "Meet them with their own
weapons." he urged. "If it Ih known
that tho state and county government
will not givo the protoctlou guaranteed
under tho constitution every man who
goes to tho strike region should '.lave
his own protection with him." ,

Resolutions Adopted.
The resolutions, relating to conditions

of labor of the miners, declared tliat
representatives of both stato and na-
tional governments, after investigation,
had found that the miners had a real
grievance and added that:

Since tho 23rd day of July two of
the striking miners w'.illo peaceably
In their own homes wore cowardly
murdered In cold blood by the Im-
ported murderers, gunmen and thugH
brought there by the copper mlno
owners to drive the atrlklng miners
back to the mlnea like Elaves: and,

"Whereas, thee Imported despera-
does have also shot a part of a little
girl's head off. brutally beaten up the
striking miners, tlielr women and
children, abused and insulted them
as part of fnelr evoryday work; and,

Whereas, as a direct result of the
determination of Shaw, Agasslz and
other owners of the copper mines, to
prevent tho organization of their
slaves for and to per--

sccutft and drive union leaders and
organizers from the copper country,
no many human lives wore lost on
Chrlstma3 cvc. many of tliein being
children of the striking miners, and.

Whereas, the blood of these Inno-
cent children, whoso lives were lost
In that awful panic. Is upon f.10
hands of tho mine owners who tried
to starve the parents Into submission
and slavery and then after the cal-
amity, tried to force upon tho suffer-
ing families their btoody alms; and,

Whereas, citizens of Houghton
county, together with imported thugs
and gunmen, brutally assaulted and
shot Chnrlcs H. Moyer, president, and
Charles IT. Tantier. auditor, of the
Westorn Federation of Minora, and by
force end at the point of guns, drove
bol'h Moyer and Tanner from Hough-
ton county and the state of Michi-
gan:

Resolved, that the assembled
citizens of the United States
appeal, as a last resort, to
tho congress of the United States
to Investigate conditions in the cop-
per country of Michigan to tho end
that the people of this country may
know the truth and that all citizens
may be protected In their rights guar-
anteed by the constitution.

Condition of Moyer.
Tliere Is only tho most remote chance

that tho wound In Charles H. Moycr's
back will prove fatal. Probably within
ten days he will bo back In tho copper
country of Michigan diroctlng tho strlko
of minora in his capacity as president of
tho Western Federation of Miners.

Optimistic news of his condition camo
from Drs. G. V. Hilton and William M.
Harsha at St. Luke's hospital today when
tho skiagraph showod that tho bullet
was Imbedded In the muscles of his left
shoulder. Within forty-eig- ht hours at
tho latest the surgeons will know
whether It is wiser to remove the bullet
or io allow It to remain. Unless blood
poisoning develops it Is probable It will
be allowed to stay whore It Is, unless
the proposed investigation of the' shoot-
ing at Hancock, Mich.. Imperatively de-
mands that the caliber of tho bullet bo
ascertained In order to trace the culprit
who fired tho shot.

Tho patient was In a cheerful frame of
mind, but the physicians Insisted that ho
could nee only those visitors whose busi-
ness Moyer regarded as urgent.

SENATOR MARTINE
DEMANDS INQUIRY

WASHINGTON". Dec. 2S- - Special in-

vestigation by tJie department of Jus-
tice Into conditions in tho copper mlno
strike area In Michigan was called for
In a letter Senator Marline of New
Jersey wrote to Attorney General

Senator Martin has been In-
quiring Into the charges of lawlessness
in that region and has conferred with
Senator Kern and other members of the
senate and Iioufe. The department of
labor already has dispatched Solicitor
John B. Densmore to Calumet and Rep-
resentative MacDonald of Michigan, who
Is pressing for a congressional Investi-
gation, Is on tho scene.

Senator Marline's letter to the attor-
ney general follows:

"In view of the unfortunate- - labor
troubles now and for many months ex-
isting in the copper mining districts of
Michigan: and, whereas, from reliable
advices, I am informed that on Decem-
ber a President Charles H. Moyer of
the Western Federation of Miners, was
forcibly abducted and carried out of the
state, and. It is currently stated that the
abduction was advised, instigated,
prompted and paid for by tho mine
owners or their representatives; and in
view of tho fact that the congress of
Ihe United States Is not now in session
and will not be until January 12, 19U,
therefore,

"As a citizen of the United States,
I most respectfully pray t'.iat' yon ap-
point a special officer or officers to go
to the scene and examine exhaustively
into all conditions ihero now existing
against the peace and order of our
country."

Solicitor Densmore advised Secretary
of Labor Wilson by wire tonight that ha
would attempt to consult with Governor
Ferris al Big Rapids, Mich., beforo pro-
ceeding to Calumet tomorrow.

GOVERNOR DISCUSSED
MOYER "KIDNAPING"

BIG RAPIDS.- Mich.. Dec. 2S. Govern-
or Ferris received a long telegram from
Sheriff Cruse at Calumet today and, ac-
cording to that official, his investigations
so far have fulled to show that General
Manager McNaughton had any part in
the deportation from Calumet of Presi-
dent Moyer of tho Western Federation
of Miners. He was not prepared to say,
however, who were the actual partici-
pants In sending the strike leader from
Calumet.

"There is no occasion for impatience
In the investigation of Moyer's 'kidnap-
ing,' " Governor Ferris said tonight. "The
Houghton county grand jury will give
everyone an Impartial hearing. II. will
resume Its sessions tomorrow and t'.io af-
fair will be sifted to tho bottom."

Mass Meeting at Butte.
BUTTE, Mont.. Dec. 2S. Re.solulions

protesting against the deportation from
the Michigan copper strike zone of
Charles H. Moyer, president of the West-
ern Federation of Miners, and asking for
a federal investigation: condemning the
Citizens' alliance of Calumet as being
either directly or Indirectly responsible
for the Christmas eve tragedv and appro-
priating $2000 toward defraying the fu-
neral expenses of the panic victims, were
adopted hero today at a mass mooting
of miners.

J. C. Lowney, executive board member
of the Western Federation of Miners; H.
Brennan. district president of the United
Mine Workers of America; M, M. Dono-hu- e,

president of the Montana Federa-
tion of Labor, and Adam Wilkinson, ex-
ecutive board member of the United Mine
Workers, addressed the meeting. Wil-
kinson predicted that tho mlno workers
would extend moral and financial sup-
port lo the Federationlsts to win theMichigan strike at the convention In In-
dianapolis next month.

Joint Meeting Called.
DENVER. Colo.. Dec. 2S. A joint

meeting of the national officers present
In Denver" of the United Mine Workers
of America. Western Federation of Min-
ors and the Colorado State Federation
of Labor will be held tomorrow at which
resolutions will be passed condemning tho
action of persons In Calumet for the de-portation and beating of Charles H.
Moyer. president of the Western Federa-
tion of Miners, and offering the local
Caluniot organization financial and "any
other assistance" to further an InvefU-gatio- n

Into tho alleged deportation.
This announcement was made tonight

by President John. McLennan of the
State Federation, who said also, that
resolutions would b forwarded to thecongressmen from Colorado and congress-
men from the states of which every of-
ficial present at the meeting tomorrow Is
l'esident, urging a congressional Investi-
gation of too strike conditions both In
Michigan und Colorado. This will be
tho flrut time the two miners' organiza-
tions will havo united to a common pur-pos- o

of strike investigation. It Is said,
and tho union was Impelled because of
tho treatment accorded tho president of
the Western Federutlon of Miners.

Resolutions will be passed expressingsympathy of the three organizations for
President Moyor.

QUIET ID ORDERLY

cdy of Christmas ovo at Calumet when
sovonty-tw- o persons mostly womon and
children and belonging to minors' fam-
ilies, wore tramplou to death in a panic
in a public hnll.

This incident of itself had no rela-
tionship originally to tho labor troubles,
but has since theu becomo n part of tho
controvoray.

A few hours' stay in tho region is
hardly enough to get a vary clear idea
of tho situation and say who is right
aud who ia wrong or who is mostly
right and. who is mostly, wrong. I came
up here rather expecting to sco signs of
the lawlessness, the news of which, has
reached tho outsido world.

Moro peaceful looking communities
than Houghton, Hancock or Ctilumot I
have never seen, nor quietor, bettor
dressed or gentler inanucrod people. 1
had thought tho striko was still on, but
it seems that only about 250 minors are
out, tho others to tho numbor of at
least 7000 having returned to work. All
tho troops with the exception of 200 nion
have boon withdrawn, while tho ontire
Michigan national guard was in tho re-
gion for weeks during last summer and
tall.

Citizens Blame Moyer.
"With three-fourth- s of the miners

back at work and nothing happening
that warrants tho retaining of the

guardsmon, it woula appear as
though the trouble of tho coppor coun-
try ought to bo over. Tho citizens here
say it would havo been over long ago
except for ACoyor and the other agent3
of tho Western Federation of Miners,
Moyor and tho members of the Westorn
Federation, retort that thoy are work
ing to prevent tho enslaving of the
miners of the copper region and. the
cruel treatment ot them by tho ad-

mitted thugs that tho mino companies
have imported from New York.

I arrived today in Calumet just as
the hells were tolling the knell- of tho
victims of tho panic in Italian hall on
Christmas eve. The littlo town was
crowded with miners and their families
who had' come in from all over tho cop-
per country. There wmo over 30,000 of
them, and most of them marched in tho
long, silent, column that followed tha
bodies to the cemetery. Tho funeral of
fifty-nin- e of the victims of the panic
was" held, and of these forty-fou- r wero
children.

I never sa.w a sadder or a more im-
pressive 6ight. The day was dark and
cold and the ground covered with
snow. Through, tho snow and winding
over the roadTtwo miles to tho cemetery
marched the miners and their wonion
folk, Eilent and sad.

Sorrow and Sadness.
At the head of the parade were car-

ried tho dead. There were not onough
hearses in Calumet to carry tho coffins,
and the forty-fou-r bodies of children,
in white caslcots, woro carried, by sturdy
miners, I heir heads bared in spito of
the snow-lade- winds. Tho thing that
struck mo as remarkable was that,
in spito of tho sadness on the faces of
tho mon andi women who marched in
that mournful parade. X heard no hys-
terical sobbing, I saw no tears, fcut
greater sadness T have novor seen

on human faces.
That this terrible catastrophe has

become a part of the that has
existed in the copper country, has been
demonstrated by the fact that the min-
ers whose homes were desolated by the
accident have refused to accept tho
$25,000 raiscf by the citizens of the
copper country for their relief.

Nor would "thoy in a single iustance
accept, money in any sum or any assist-
ance whatever from th townspeople.
This attitude on the part of tho be-

reaved miners is said to be tho one that
aroused the groatest feeling against
Moyer in the regiou, because he is re-

ported to havo said that the cry of
Firo" which causod the panic wa3

raised "by a member of the Citizens ' al-

liance, and also that tho Western Fed- -

oration of Minora would caro for the
families beroft by tho catastrophe by a
fund of its own to tho amount of
$25,000.

Tho charge mado by Moyor and his
nttitudc forbidding the miners to

aid from the citizens of tho
created tho greatest excitement

and indignation on tlio part of tho citi-zon- s

and was undoubtedly the cause of
his boing sent out of town, although, it
cannot bo discovered that anyone
knows of any violcnco offered to him.

The groat crowd that stood nround the
four deep trenches In which the bodies
of tho panic victims wcro buried today
stood In tho snow and listened to an ad-

dress by 3i A. McXally, attorney for tho
Westorn Federation of Miners, who de-

clared that the seventy-tw- o vlcllms of
the panic had, "died for tho cause or
unionism." Tie said that Moyer was a
modern Peter tho Hermit loading a great
crusade, the greatest In history. "And
even though they killed our leader," de-
clared the orator, referring to tho beat-
ing and deportation of Moyer. "the cause
would still go marcvilng on."

There Is no doUbt but what Moyor has
been tho central figure of the discord
that has raged In the eppper country tho
last few months, Tho citizens Insist
they will have none of him or the
Western Federation of Miners. Tho strik-
ing miners Insist that Moyor is the man
and tho Western Federation of Miners
the organization that Is attmdlng be-
tween them and industrial slavery.

Won't Have Moyer.
A business man of tho copper country,

who was on tho trnln with mo today,
said: "Ono thing Is certain, we won't
havo Moyer or tho Western Federation
of Minora In this region. Now that's all
there Is to it; there is no power on earth
that will be ablo to force thein down
our fliroats. We won't have thorn: we
simply can't. We feol tliat It would be
ruin if we did. Moyer Is tho man who
was tried with Pottlbono and Haywood
for the rnurdcr of tho governor of Idaho.
Thoy were mixed up with various big
dynamite outrages in Colorado and the
west. Do you suppose we want that
condition of things in the Copper Indus-
try? We are the miners' friends. Why,
our prosperity dependa on theirs.

"Business has been losing $20,000 a
day during this troublo. Wo want peace
at any prico. But we will not have
Moyer. He is leading the miners for his
own personal benefit. There Is no place
In tho copper country for the Western
Federation of Miners. Moyer has done
nothing but stir up hatred and strife
during the last few months ho has been
up horo. He must stay away. The whole
trouble would be settled very quickly
If ho would keep out ot tho copper
country,"

A striking minor said:
"They half killed. Moyor and ran him

out because he is tho best friend we
miners have. He was bringing tho mlna
agents to time. He known how to fight
them, wo don't. They had to get rid
of him so they mobbed hlrn. But he'll
come back and this thing is going to keep
on until we win."

I haven't had a change to Investigate
the contentions made by the miners who
are still on striko or the working con-
ditions which now prevail in tho mines
whero the men have gone back to work
T hope to do that tomorrow or at least
as much of it as can be dono in a day.
Meanwhile 1 have failed to notice, the
slightest atmosphere of violence ?nd law-
lessness. For the present, at least, it
looks as though tho Moyer Incident must
bo regarded as an isolated case and what-
ever treatment ho received. If It was
given him with the hands of citizens. Is
due to his reflections upon their manhood
In Tcgard. to the heart-breaki- tragedy
of Christmas eve instead of having its
roots In the labor troubles But deeper
probing may brlru? out othor results.

"Don't forget." the mon on the train
told mc, "that Moyer was branded by
President Roosevelt as an 'undesirable
citizen.' Well, he's just as undesirable
a citizen In tho copper country as he was
out west."

But tho raerils of the caso will have to
depond on somothlng more than a, phrase.
