REACTION IN WALL STREET

OWING TO HEAVY SELLING

Movement Regarded as Normal Pause in the
x Upward Swing; Tendency to Take

Large Profits.

NKW TORK. Jan. 24. Selling for both
accounts weukoned tho stock markot to-

day. The tone was heavy throughout the
half-da- y session, and most of tho active
shares were forced down a point or so.
The rise of tho week had extended to a
point which madt) a reaction probable,
and today's movement was regarded us
merely a normal pause In the upward
swing. That the market still possessed
underlying strength was Indicated by the
euso with which offerings at the lower
level wore absorbed. Tho list grew
steadier after the sharp setback at the
opening, and trnding contracted as quo-
tations declined.

Tho tendency to take tho large profits
shown on long stock was the moro pro-
nounced because of "Washington reports
that Important developments regarding
the Mexican situation might soon occur.
Traders preferred to close out their hold-
ings rather than run tho risk of unfa-
vorable happenings over the week-en- d.

The effect of this selling was increased
by renewed operations on the short side.
It was apparent that extensive covering
recently had reduced the short Interest
to a considerable extent, depriving the
market of support from that source such
as it has had during the last few days.

Investment Buying.
Despite tho reaction of tho leaders, In-

vestment buying continued and some of
the high-gra- stocks made largo gains.
National Biscuit was bid up over five,
points, to the accompaniment of reports

of an extra dividend. Consolidated Gas
and American Sugar also moved up
strongly.

While the expected largo gain In cash,
amounting to $1G. 000,000, was shown In
the bank statement, It was more than
offset by tho Increase In reserve require-
ments, due to an expansion of 5S5.000.00O
In actual deposits, fo that there was a
decrease In surplus of more than $5,000.-00- 0.

This change wan due, primarily, to
a 173,000,000 Increase in loans, the result
In large part of financing Xew York
state's 551,000.000 bond lssuo put out this
week.

In tho bond market realizing stopped
the advance, although strength shown In
spot made the movement Irregular. To- -
tal sales (par value). S3,475,000.

Weekly Review.
The week's buoyant rise in the stock

market pointed to definite improvement
of the Investment position. Foreign finan-
cial markets were swept decisively Into
tho movement, after having hesitated In
doubt as to the adequacy of relief ob-
tained from tho January reflux of cash
Into bank reserves. New York's ship-
ments of gold to Paris proved to be the
key to the situation, as the greatest
capital requirements converged on the
French financial center.

Authoritative estimates of short-ter-m

obligations of various governments wait-
ing to bo funded In the French market
wcro of a total from $1,000,000,000 to

In New York there wijU ma-
ture In the present year S500.000.000 of
short-ter- m notes of railroad and. other
corporations. The action of financial
markets recently gives promise of suc-
cess for this huge problem. Accumula-
tion of capital apparently has overtaken
requirements once more. Trade contrac-
tion plays Its part In cutting down re-
quirements.

Success of the sale of 551.000,000 New
York stato 4i per cent bonds gavo clear
Indication of the trend In the Invest-
ment market. It was felt that once
the tide was turned capital held out to
procure best terms would flow into the
Investment markot.

Tho week's heavy demand for low-prlc-

bonds was an example.
President Wilson's message to congress
