Called at His Office.

Took Charge of Him.

"“Artiving in the Tobby, Mrs. Bond ap-
proached and sald, ‘I wlll take charga of
the sanator.” She told me she would take
ma to a parlor and, knowing nothing of
the architecture of the hotel, 1 accepted
her word and followed her

“Arriving on thea sscand flopr. she told
me the parior was crowded snd she
would take me to her room. She placed
me in a rockinr chair. Wa talked a

President Wilson foday expressad the
bellef that Chairman Frank P. Walsh had
beged his estimate of 25.000 men out of
work, In New York City alone, on current
reports and not on any Investigation by
the commlittee.
