He was after-
ward taken into custody by tho authori-
ties and was today formally charged with
assault With Intent to murdor. Ho was
released upon bond of $2000 this after-
noon. Scolari Is In a local hospital and
his recovery is uncertain.

A warrant charging Gallea and Scolari
with assault to murder Meola has been
Issued, and Gallea was taken Into cus-tod-

today and remanded to Jail in
default of ball. .

Moola said that Galloa enticed him to
tho place where ho was assaulted under
the protonse of taking Meola to Euvoral
Italians who desired employment.

Meola also alleges that Gallea gave
him a fictitious naino when ho intro-
duced himself.

Meola has been a rcsldont of Hancock
for many years, and Is well known In
business 'circles there.

At tho February term of the iron
county circuit court Gallea was arraigned
upon a chargo of threatening to dyna-
mite the homo of a mine manager. His
case was then continued and he was re-

leased on recognizance.

membership in the system. Such in-
stitutions enter in tho usual way by
becoming national banks, or they can
apply as state institutions under cer-
tain' conditions. Tho principal condi-
tions are that applicant banks must cer-
tify their assets and liabilities aud
that none are carried at an excessive
value; that they shall file copies of
their charters with a digest of powers
granted.

Tho organization committee may re-
quire an examination of an applicant
bank by a national bank examiner to
confirm statements made in the appli-
cation or may accept a certificate ironi
a state examiner and only banks which
havo unimpaired capital sufficient Lo

entitlo admission to tho national bank-
ing system shall be considered eligible.
State Institutions applying shall be
given "a reasonable time" in which to
adjust loans and investments so as to
conform tb tho laws of the United
States.
