WAS POTENT FAGTOR

Dean S. R. Colladay Dis-
cusses Its Effect Upon
Civilization.

PAYS IT HIGH TRIBUTE

Expresses Belief That It will
Soon Be Infused With
New Life.

“‘The Greek chursh has been a po-
tent factor in the brondening and lib-
eralizing of our eivilizatiom,"’ declared
Dean 8. B Colladay, of St. Mark’s ca-
thedral, in n forceful address at St
Paul's church lust evening. u

Dean Colladay’s address was  Lhe
third iu & series of Jostures by men and
ministers of prominence 1n the state
upon the contribution of the various
ehurchos to ecivilization. Previously
givan were the expositions of the influ-
ence exerted by the Catholie and Jew-
ish ¢burches, .

In begioning hi= address, Moan l'nT;
Inday briefly outlived the formsation of
the Greek church, pointing out thnt it
had 100,000,000 adhorents, of whom
80,000,000 are in Bussia, ]n_uuu.flr)u in
Austria-Hungury, 2,000,000 in Gresce,
and the remainder widely scattered
through different countries. )

“*Technically known as the Holy Or-
thodox Eastern Chorch, it stands today
and has stood for centuries ss n__'mn
mondous faetor in our civilization.”' he
said, ** 1t represents that branch of the
hristian church that has aver refusnd
to bow or accopt the rule of apy pa-
triareh. '’

Split Is Explained.

Dean Colladsy then explained how in
thi second ventury the shureh split into
three branches, oach hesded by pa
trigrehs, those of Rome, Antioch and
AMexandria Rome and Alexandns
claimed the precedence, but at no time
in that eentnry was thers ovident the
idea that the patriarch’s  aothority
shoull bhe extended Then eame the
estahlishment of patriarchs at Conpstan-
tinople und Jernsalem wn followed the
separation of the west from the vast,
ithe full of Itome wad the long strife
of eenturies through the dark ngos.

But the Greek chuyrch elung to  ats
early idexls of equality and remained
unchanged In viewpoint aad doctrines,
while the patrinrehate of Rome was
rent with Jdissension, )

1 think we will all agree.'" said
Nean Colladay, ‘“that onr modem av
lization dates froms the reformation,
the aeccptunee of the principle that the

imdividunl has the right to think, When
Vonstantinople fell, it §s doe to the
Gireek cliorel that the wesl roccived

its lusting henetits, for those who wore
driven ont, the scholars and priests,
brought with them the pew |-h‘h_--. the
new intelligence 1o the west, prieoless
manuscripts of scholars and’ philosa
phers and & konowisdge of Greck that
Naw

really meant the opening of the
Testament to the western Christian-
itw,*"

View on Civilization.

Dean Colladay further showed that it
was not for ns to regard the Anglo-
Saxon people ss constituting al| of the
“ivilization of the world; that Russin
and Greeee weype a part of it, He as
serted that in the middle ages, when the
hittere=t and bloodiest religous strife
raged in Europe, when both Protestant
anid Cntholie slew nnd Lurned st the
stunke, Russin, even then. through the
influence of the Greek church, had en-
foreed ita adiet of religinue toleration.

Why the fireek ehurch had oot boon
ahle to do as much for Russin as the
wastern Christian hranch had done for
other sactions_of the ecivilis warld,
was explained by Deun Colladuy ns he-
ing due to, doring the past eentory,
too close & union of church and state,

““There are many strong men in FEng
land todas,'* he said, **who wish that
the Fpiscopal church was oot the es

tablished church Eugland, **

ing the convietion that the time would
soon come when the (Greak echureh,
naw standing still, waonld be infused
with new life and woull greatly uplift
ils worshipers,

worst snd cansed more damage than
any other he had ever soen or beard of.
1,05 _\h;_'t‘ll"- poapie, he said. feel the
injury to their vountry keenly and it
is for this reason that they are alroady
begitining to take drastic means of im-
buildiog up  the destroved
sections of the eity.

Tells of His Trip.

Mr. Hewlett told of hi= trip as fol-
lows:

We left Salt Lake an Fobroary 1,
expocting to enjoy and be henofit-
ed by California’s reputed climate,
but instead wa went through the
experienca of witnessing one of the
most disnstrous floods recorded on
the coust for many vears. Tha
flood wus tha worst which has
swopt ovar Loz Angelos for thirty-
soven years. The raios enme sud
denly and very hittle time remained
in which to avert property disas.
ter.

Perhaps the most remarkahle
easne of a washout during the [londs
wns nt the time the Los Angeles
pigeon farm, comprising many hun-
dred aeres, and on which more than
200,000 pi.ivun;-. are raised, was ul
mast completely washed away. Tha

maediately

birds were all lost by drowning
and a verntahle rivey now flows
through the farm, The business

men of Los Angeles are to e com
mended for their efforts to take
immediate steps to_rebuild the eity
nuid s indostries, Money, howevor,
is vory tight in Lox Angeles; in
faet, 3t i& perhaps harder to ebtuin
than aver hefore in the history of
the oity. Tleal estate ix  salling
lowar than for some time, although
the demand for it is slight.

Precautions Taken.

Wa left lins Angelos on one of
the first Salt Lake Route trains to
he dispatched from thera, Evan
thoagh the tracks had heen re-
paired mnd appareontly travel waa
perfectly safeé, wa had a slow trip
and arrived in Salt Laka seven or
vight hours Inte. Necessary pre-
caution was taken which was de-
manded in the faca of further sud-
don washouts,

It is proposad to hond the eity
so that cement walls may be built
where ths banks of the Los Angales
rivar have broken. Tmmediately
after the floods had ceased  the
tmsiness men gathered and formed
an_industry committes which will
endedvor to procure additianal fae
tories and entarprises for the city
in an affort to retain the prestige
of tho cily as a manufacturing
center.
