FAMOUS SIMMER

DIES OFjXIISTION

Strain of Attempt to Cross

Seattle Harbor Proves

Fatal.

SEATTLE. March i. Arthur Cavlll,
the Australian swimmer, who was the
first man to swim the Golden Gato at
San Francisco and who was recognized as
the champion swimmer of the world from
1S95 to 1000. died of exhaustion' today
soon after he had been taken from the
water after an unsuccessful attempt to
swim across the Seattle harbor, a dis-

tance of thrco miles.
Cavill started from tho west side of

the bay and was swimming toward a
pier on the central water front. The
water was cold and a strong wJnd and
adverse currents took him out of his
course, so that he swam fully four miles
during tho hour and ten minutes ho was
In tho water. He was followed by a
launch and a rowboat which stood by to
give assistance. When he was only 500
yards front the finish those in tho row-bo- at

saw hint quit the powerful stroke
with which he was swimming, and lapse
into a gentle paddle as if resting. "When
the boatmen rowed to him Cavlll grasped
the gunwale and then became uncon-
scious, lie was picked up and taken
to the launch, whero medical attention
was given, but he died without regaining
consciousness.

The physician who attended him paid
the swimmer virtually froze to death.
"Ills skin waH like Ice," said tho phy-
sician, "and his circulation became so
retarded that his heart stopped."

The temperature of the water was 4G
degrees above zero.

Arthur K. Cavlll was 31 years old. He
was born in London, and during the last
five years had made his homo at Port-
land, Ore. Ho held flfty-ai- x medals for

g, and had established many
swimming records. One of his noted fcots
on the Pacific coast was swimming the
Tillamook (Oregon) bar with his hands
and feel tied. Ho claimed to bo theoriginator of the "crawl" stroke In swim-
ming.
