History of Contest.
The premium of a world tour was of-

fered in several cities to the boy who
would measure highest ou an "achieve-
ment" basis. This basis was: Char-

acter, 20 per cent; scholarship, 20 per
cent; musical ability, 20 per cont; ath-

letics, 20 per cent; general achieve-
ment, 20 per cent.

Special committees of prominent men
were appointed to test the youths. In
Chicago tho contest was uuuor tho aus-
pices of the Cook couuty schools; in
Lansing, Mich., it was a stato proposi-
tion, with Governor Ferris presenting
tho boys' credentials; in Trenton, N.
J., under me Chamber of Commerce;
iu Gary, Ind., under the school system;
in Boston, under the Settlement Work-
ers' union, and in Toledo, Ohio, in
charge of a special Commercial club

committee, headed by Mayor Brand
Whitlock.
Many Requirements.

Among tho various boy achievements
recognized by these committees were
raising pigs, growing prize vegetables,
building a successful model aeroplane,
ability to cook, press work, inventing
furnace regulator, acting as school
bauk cashier, ruuning a 100-acr- c farm,
basketball and baseball championship
and stenographic ability.

A nuclous of thirty-fiv- e California
boys, trainod in a San Francisco club,
where all boys have to bo musicians,
athletes and d achievement
spocimons to retain momborship, was
organized undor tho leadership or Ma-
jor Sidney S. Pcisotto. N. G. C. This
group, financed partially by the Pana-
ma exposition promoters and partially
by California citizens, started eastward
on their world tour, and as thoy crossod
tho states the achievement "contest
cities mentioned presented their boy
representatives with credentials and
medals and turned them ovor to Major
Peixotto's care for a year's tour of
the world.
