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Pncehii3 Opera Delights a
Washington Audience

AMEBICAl PRODUCTION

A CHHcnl Assemblage Suspcmled-
JndsiMcnt in the jSarHcr Scenes
but finally Became Bnthuslnaiic
The Work Has a Place of Its Own
Apart front Grand Opern

A Washington audience had the pleasure
and distinction last night at the Columbia
Theater of witnessing th neat production
in America of Gtacomo Puccinis music
drama on a Japanese theme entitled

English dresa Madam Butterfly It
is pleasant to be able to reoord that the
event was no less suoeessfnl artistically
than it was notable in the annals oC

local theater It wes the first time in
Washingtofi history that a musical
work of the Importance of Madam But-
terfly received its introduction to Amer-
ica in this city and It said that
the audience which gathered to do honor
to the occasion was thoroughly repre-

sentative of the intelligence culture and
fashion of the town The Columbia Thea-
ter was well filled in every part and the
critical character of the assemblage was
demonstrated by the evident suspension
of judgment discernible in the earlier
scenes until the development of the work
by the excellent company of vocal and In
strumental artists gradually brought con
vietioa of unusual merit in opera and in-
terpreters

Audience Shows Enthusiasm
Then the audience gave way to unrate-

takable enthusiasm and Ute success o-
r3aager Henry W Savages ambitious
and highly meritorious enterprise seemed
reasonably assured granting that the ver
diet of a Washington gathering is as de-
cisive as managers appear by their se-
lection of this city as the scene of nrst
presentations to think It is The flue
climax at the end of the first act brought

pleasant triumph to leading ar-
tists of the company Mme Szamosy and
Mr Sheehan which they shared deserT
Ingiy with the masterful conductor of the
exceptionally fine orchestra Mr Walter
H Rothwell to whose skillful work the
success of the evening was in no small
part due Thereafter the production pro-
ceeded with frequent manifestations of
the satisfaction and even delight of the
audience Steady improvement in the
work of the entire ensemble of artists was
notable and altogether the premier of

Butterfly may be set down 4
notable for smoothness spirit

and finish The work of the orchestra oc-
casioned general remark and the young
conductor heartily congratulated

the acts by his friends and shared
with the leading vocalists the honors of
the evening

A Experiment
Tho story of Madam Butterfly is fa

ntffiar to most readers It was a daring
experiment on the part of Puccini to at-
tempt constructing on It an opera of pre
tensions But he baa done his work ad
mirably and daintily and there is little
doubt it will win its way to a very large
measure of affection among the musto
Jovers of America In its operatic dress
it is a delicate rosevine of simple beauty
Intertwined about a lovely trellis of rich
and glowing music The story has not
been smothered in a luxuriant opulence
of harmonic bloom and eclipses its rather
slight dramatic interest the danger thatwas to be feared in turning ft to operatic
uses It has been thrown into a charming
and pathetic relief by the deft and de
lightful work of the composer and comes
forth as a work of rare musical and dra
matic interest and attractiveness It will
not take rank with the grand operas of
the great Italian or German school but it
will have its own honorable place in
distinctly modern form of
which Mascagni Leon Cavelto and

are developing with such success
The music is light airy graceful but of
high merit At times it has the exotic
and fascinating flavor of the Japanese
bet there is much less of this than might
have been anticipated considering the
locals of tho work How boldly modern
Puccini is was brought home with a little
shook of pleasure to the audience by the
use of a faw opening notes of The Star
Spaagled Banner in the motif of the
American here And the librettist has not
been lose boldly modern in the introduc-
tion of the highball into the scene in
which Lieut Pinkerton welcomes his
friend Sberptesa the American consul to
tbe new house he baa purchased for his
poor little Japanese bride on the hill
overlooking the beautiful roadstead of
Nagasaki

Mme Ssamesy as ChoChoSan the
Japanese bride showed herself to be a
delightful artist Her voice while nota greet one is of good compass and qual-
ity and she used it after overcoming
the nervousness of the opening scenes
with convincing effectiveness She has
the dramatic quality and her acting was
intelligent vivacious and captivating in
the lighter scenes and emo-
tional in those where feeling was called
for Altogether her Madam Butterfly Is
a most engaging and pathetic portrayal
and there can be little doubt she win
speedily establish herself as a favorite
on the American operatic stage Mr
Sheehan as the unworthy hero sang WIthspirit and effectiveness but he was noieasy in his part There was a certain
constraint and hesitation in his acting
that will no doubt wear away as he be-
comes better fitted into It Mr Richardsas Sharpleas gave a markedly rood in
terpretation of the role Miss Harriett
Douses was satisfactory as Suzuki thenurse and Jungman as Gore themarriage broker injected some quiet Jap
anesie comedy in an artistic manner The
minor rotes were adequately filled and
the performance as a whole went off
with fnfte unusual smoothness and brisK-
ness tar a first night

The setting that has been given to theOpera by Manager Savage leaves ttblug to be desired The stage pictures
are In every detail artistic and charm
lug The audience is prepared for the
Oriental locale of the story by the grad-
ual rising of curtains revealing Japanese
scenes rich in color and shifting
effects Then the scene is disclosed of
the hillside overlooking the bay of Ka-
gfcaaW dotted with vessels Madam
Butterfly will be repeated each evening
sad at two matinees at the Columbia
Theater this wek

to carry him so continuously to populari-
ty The farce which Is by Messrs Kraatz

Land Neal who were responsible for
original You a Mason so pal-
pably belongs to that school of foreign
comedy in which the deceived wife and
the lying but everready husband play
conspicuous parts that it would scarcely
bo more than mildly amusing were it not
for the many unmistakable Wilaonesque
touches that are evident to the exper-
ienced playgoer The quips and joke
with which Mr Wilson Has interlarded
the lines particularly his own are

what make the part possible for
him to play and his manner of delivering
the most telling of his speeches by ad-
vancing to the front of the stage and be-
coming confidential with the audience
loudly smacks of the field wherein he
achieved his undying fame In such mo-
ments one cannot help wishing The
Mountain Climber were Indeed a comic
opera and that Mr Wilson woujd short
oblige with a topical verse or two The
wish however does not hold in view of
the swift and dramatic action of the
piece which more than compensates for
any slight absence of the usual Wilson
surroundings

In The Mountain Climber the spirit
of burlesque prevails and In Mr Wilson
and MM May Robson it linda apt Inter
pneutuon Mr Wilsons comedy uys W
claim to quiet dignity or subtle epigram
neither does delicate satire veil Ms ef-

forts yet in his broadest momenu h
never offends Last night responding to
the clamor be made a characorigtic
speech which caught the fancy of the au
dtaac and put them in even a better
huu or than his acting were such a thing
possible

In May Robson Mr Wilson has the
support of one of the most eminent char-
acter actresses of our Indeed it
times Miss Robsons acting to emoUftnsJ
and convincing t an extent not reached
by may actresses who enjoy far wider
repute As the wife who believrs her
husband to be a great Alpin climhfr
when he Is nothing of the sort Miss Rob
son is quite in her element and in her
gestures and her extravagances of speech
wWfc extremely funny kept rigidly within
the bounds of probability

At least four mediums who profess the
power to deliver their bodies into the care
of spirits will speak Alter they have
passed into the trance state and the
ghosts begin to talk the phonographs will
be set going

When the medium awakens the phono-
graphic record will be reproduced for his
benefit In this way it is hoped that some
memory of his doings in the spirit world
may be recalled to the mediums mind

PREDICT WEATHER BY CABLE

Sew System for Long Distance Re
ports Will Start November I

A system of long distance weather re-
ports by cable with Eastern Siberia on
the west and Iceland on the will be
