to be Fluctuations in the prices of the
active stocks previous to this promulga
tion vnere therefore for the most part
within a range of seen than 1 per cent

in the market after the
news regarding the Amalgamated divi-
dend became public were as great nearly
as in the entire preceding portion of the
day and of the total volume of 65MOO
shares of stock traded in nearly onethird
were of Amalgamated Copper

Not Enough to Stir Market
The prevailing opinion appeared to be

after close of business that the ad
vance in the Amalgamated dividend rate
had not proved sufncient to stir the mar-
ket out of the rut in which it has so long
been traveling

EIGETHOTJE LAW YIOJ ATED

Government Contractor Guilty Case
Will Go to Supreme Court

Boston Mass Oct 1SA Jury hi the
United States District Court today re-

turned a verdict of guilty on two counts
against William H Ellis the government
contractor for violation of the national
eighthour labor law during the progrei-
on the work at the navy yard pier The
court granted counsel for Ellis twenty
days with the privilege of an extension
of this time to Ills exceptions to the ease

Judge Dodge instructed the members
that extraordinary emergency did not
enter into the work done by Ellis at the
aavy yard so that the contention of the
defense for the necessity of employing
the men more than eight hours on this
ground was not to be considered Judge
Dodge said further that both sides had
reached an agreement that the men were
working nine hours a day

The instructions to the Jury were such
that it left practically no other course to
pursue than bring fax a verdict of guilty
An appeal win be taken and the cte
carried to the Supreme Court for ruling
The law has not been interpreted yet by
the highest court at Washington and
the progress of this case through its legal
course will Interest the whole country
