letters as Bmanuel Kant the critical
philosopher and as Schiller the ideal
poetdescribed the Confessions as a

masterpiece of sincerity and courage

and affirmed that Bonsseaus virtuous
character tent authority to Ida writings

View of Modern Critic
Today as everyone knows modern cri-

tics take the opposite view TIle author
of the Confessions because he ac-

cuses his elfstyled old friend Grimm
and DMeret of a plot to create for him
a false reputation is held to be proved by
the extravagance of this assertion either
a base eaJununator or a suspicious ma-

niac On the other hand all the charts
brought against Rousseau of hypocrisy
and imposture are supposed to be proved
true by the force of the plausible argu-

ment urged originally by DWerot Too
many honest men would be hi the wrong
if Jean Jacques were right

Mrs Macdonald establishes that the
starting point of this change and the
turning of the tide of public favor against
Rousseau were the publication 18C and
1818 of two works Grimms Secret Cor-
respondence and the posthumous book
incorrectly described as Maw dEpinays
Memoirs The last book especially
given by Its publishers as the authentic
journal of the benefactress who built
the ungrateful lean Jacques his hermi-
tage produced a huge Impression on
literary critics who fascinated by Mme
dEptoays vivid pictures of eighteenth
century society took It for granted that
all her portraits of contemporaries were
painted from the life

Now the portrait of Rousseau as it ap-
pears in Mme dEpinays book has all the
odious features of the hypocrite and Im-
postor painted elsewhere by Diderot and
Grimm The agreement between these
different pictures proves then either that
Rousseau was a hypocrite or else that
these different artists must have con-
spired together to lend this abominable
appearance to an innocent man But the
supposition of apiy such conspiracy Is re-
jected by these literary as too ex-
travagant to deserve serious considera-
tion Jean Jacques remains the repulsive
personage of Mme dEpinays portrait

Mrot Macdonaldf Discoveries
Mrs Macdonald does not deny that this

conclusion has many arguments la its fa-
vor but she baa made it her task to prove
that it Is contradicted by the evidence of
historical facts In the Paris archives
and m the Arsenal Library she has dis-
covered a collection of documents that
pieced together reconstitute the original
manuscript of the work published under
the title of Mme dEpraays Memoirs

This manuscript reveals that the whole
story of Rene Rousseau as Mme
dEphtay first related it has been sup-
pressed and replaced by an interpellated
history and that this altered history has
been arranged in accordance with a list
of notes drawn up by Grimm and Diderot
which also accompanies the manuscript
These statements Mrs Macdonald sub-
stantiates by photographs which repro-
duce certain passages of the manuscript
Amongst these photographs is one giv-
ing a note where the author is told to
rewrite her story of Rose from the
beginning

The sensational history of this extraor-
dinary fraud te not only important in
connection with Its rectification of the

judgment passed upon Rousseau by
distinguished modern critics but it also
proves how dangerous are conclusions In
connection with historical facts hosed
upon arguments and assumptions instead
of upon evidence
