ders on the domestic basis could not have
been arranged with the Orange River
Colony and in tact a convention of that
kind with all EngllshspeaKlng colonies

objection to the domestic bests of ex-
change and as the reduction of the fees

GIANT WBIGHED 2000 POIJOTDS

Army Surgeon Tells of Bioltiuff Bx-

licrJcnccs with Immvnse Ray ot
Tarpon Tex HarpooHK and
Used in Capture Great Fish
Measures Over 1 Feet Long

8 A retired tells this story of tho cap-
ture of a giant Tarpon Tn
last summer at which he says
the Chattanooga Ttmes

There is some diversity of opinion
Con Clear as to what constitutes

the devttfhm some contending that the
huge octopus is the devflnsh and I be-
lieve ft bi so understood in Europe but
in the United States and especially along
the Gulf Coast the devilfish is an entirely
different creature Around on the Gulf
Count what is known as the devilfish
Itelnngs to the ray family and attains
enormous proportions and very few of
them have been caught

Their appearance in the water would
readily suggest the name of devilfish for
they swim near the surface with mouth
wide open and extending across en-

tire width of the head A large mouth
will easily measure from two to three
feet across and bring open and feeding
gives the creature a tonnldable appear
ance Moreover he has a large flipper
on either side of his mouth which fo in-

constant motion and is intended no
doubt to bring food into his mouth

One of these monsters was caught
recently at Tarpon which Is on Mu tantc
Island oi the coast of Texas about fif-

teen miles from Itockport A party of
men wa out fishing at Arkansas pass
where the government Jetty extends
nearly two miles out Into the gulf awl
ala or eight of these immense fish
swimming out beyond the end of tile
Jetty Some of us tried to hook tbin
and one or two succeeded but of ctwae
