The government has begun at St Louis-

a legal warfare against predatory wealth
fraught with momentous consequences
to national industry and commerce and
of epochmaking importance to popular
welfare For It is there to be determined
whether there be power in a government
by the people to bring before the bar of
justice and to convict of wrongdoing the
most powerful combination of organised
capital the world has ever known
whether there be remedy by legal process
for the monopoly of a natural product
of universal use and whether it be pos-
sible by court injunction to restrain cor
poration managers from using underhand
and illegal methods to suppress competi-
tion and to build up a vast industrial
monopoly upon the wreck of ruined
rivals Not since Andrew Jackson forced
out of existence the powerful Bank of
the United States has so important an
Issue been joined between the people
and the power of wealth

The petition In equity filed by Attorney
Gneral Moody in the United States Cir-
cuit Court Is an extraordinary indictment
of Standard Oil practices Those have
ixcome sufficiently familiar through
public and private investigations but
never before have they been so effectively
presented and with so strong a backing
The impression which the Standard Oil
people have been sedulously socking to
create that their monopoly ia much
abused Institution will we think be
effectually dissipated by a reading of the
government petition The description there
given of the growth and methods of the
Standard Oil Company shows that by the
favoritism of railroads by extortion from
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consumers uy wrecK
ing of Independent producers in order to
kill off competition this great corpora
lion was able In fourteen years to pay
dividends amounting to over 612000000 on
a capital of JHOQflOOO and to accumulate
a surplus of nearly 580 00000 besides in-

creasing its actual capital to 300000000
These figures are a startling Illustration
of the power and value of monopoly unre
strained by law and operated by un
scrupulous men That the enormous

capacity of Standard OH capital is
due largely to railway rebates and to
contracts and combinations in restraint-
of trade Is the gravamen of the charges
which the Standard is now called upon
to answer in court

The government seos not only to
the parent corporation into Its con

stituent elements but also to restrain the
subsidiary corporations from entering into
agreements with each other in contraven-
tion of public policy We have hereto-
fore expressed some doubt as to the efflcay of breaking up a corporation
nto small ones as a means of preventing

the abuses of monopoly inasmuch as the
Tvnnopoly may easily resume some other
rxtemal form but the government Is
E lng beyond that by caking for injunc-
tions forbidding the various practices in
restraint of trade complained of In the

begun at St Louis we shall have-
n severe test of both methods oC attack-
ing corporate wrongdoing If that test
shall tall in any particular there is every
reason to sure that adequate remedy
wilt be sought through drastic legislation
