She was found later by her stepson
Charles Geldmacher with a huge gag
of newspapers tied over her mouth Dr
Wiittam Grant who was summoned
found that Mrs Qeldmacher was not dan-
gerously injured although her throat was
badly by the fingers of her as-

sailant and so badly bruised that she was
compelled to whisper her story to her
relatives and the police

The police are mystified with regard-
to the assault although they are of the
opinion it was not the work of a profes-
sional crook

DECIDES AGAINST RATE LAW

Act Requiring Sale of Mileage Books
Conflicts with Constitution

Sped to The WMhtacton U raU
Richmond Va Nov 25 The Supreme

Court today declared the twocent rate
law was unconstitutional Judge Cardwell
delivering the opinion

The court sustains the corporation com-
mission in its contention that the act re-

quiring the railroad companies to keep
on sale mileage books of lef mite and-
over at two cents a mile is in conflict
with the Fourteenth Amendment of the
Constitution of the United States

The court adopts a large part of the
opinion of the corporation commission ss
its own

The court declares the Michigan case
and this practically the same the domi
nant idea in both being to the effect that
the statute was class legislation and not
for the benefit of the whole people

the same judgment would have
been rendered had the Michigan fegleia
ture not fixed a maximum seals of pas-
senger rates

Democrat Are Skeptical
Prominent negro politicians and fn fact

Republican leaders assert that a division
of the negro vote between the two parties
is impending owing to action oL the
President in dismissing the negro troops
Democrats are skeptical over the outlook
Many of them believe that the negro will
continue to vote regularly regardless-
Of the Presidents action At the same
time Republican are fearful that the
time his arrived when a considerable
number of negroes cannot be placed safe-
ly in the Republican column Should this
turn out to be true the political effect
would be farreaching It would mean
that the Democratic party would almost
certainly elect its Presidential candidate
and a House of Representatives and
eventually Senate

Since the negro has been given the bal-
lot in tile doubtful States there have been
very few elections where he has not been
practically the controlling factor With
the possible exception of the Roosevelt
landslide of two years ago there are
many Instances where the negro
subtracted from the Republican column
and added to that of the Democrats
would have carried States for the latter
In 1 S Mr Bryan would have been very
close to election bad it not been for the
negro vote and in MOO the race also would
have been uncomfortably dole for the
Republicans

Figures Are Interesting
A few figures in this connection are in-

teresting
For instance take the socalled doubt-

ful States of Indiana Illinois Ohio West
Virginia Maryland Kentucky and New
York According to the Census Bureau
there are in Indiana lUll negro voters
In 191 Bryan lost Indiana by only 1MG9
majority and la ISO by but MOC4 In both
elections the negro vote it is fair to as-
sume held the State in the Republican
column West Virginia gave McKinley a
majority of about llOW in UM and 21009
in ISM The State of West Virginia has
M78I negro votes enough to have placed
the State in the Democratic column In
Ohio there are 31236 negro voters In UK
McKinley carried the State by little more
than 51000 and in UOO he increased this to

OW The negro vote in Ohio taken
from the Republicans in and given to
the Democrats would have carried the
State for Bryan Illinois has 297tt negro
voters In ISM the State gave McKinley
98900 majority Maryland and Kentucky
which were carried by the Republicans in
18K owed it to the negro vote Maryland
has over 10000 negro voters Kentucky
has nearly 75000-

In New York State there were In Utt
nearly 32000 negroes Had they with the
natural proportionate increase voted for
Hearst Instead of Hushes the latter and

Herkimor N Y Nov 22 The prosecu-
tion in the case of Chester Gillette made-
a hard problom for those who are defend-
ing him today in bringing up very forci-
bly the question of how it happened that
the suit case he had with him in the
was dry whon it was found and the stuff
in it showed no signs of having been in
the water in the first place the prosecu-
tion proved that when Gillette was arrest
od he said that Grace Brown was drowned
after the boat which they were in had ao

upset
When asked to account for the fact that

the suit case was dry he replied that he
and the Brown girl had gone ashore to
get their lunch at 3 oclock in the after
noon and had left it there at that time
On the crossexamination of Sheriffelect
Klock who testified to these facts the de-

fense spent a long time in impressing on
the jury this explanation of Gillette

Then the district attorney sprung his
surprise In the last few minutes of the
afternoon session he called Thomas Bar
rott to the witness stand Barrett is a
guide at Camp Craig on Big Moose Lake

Remembers the Hour
At S oclock on the afternoon of July

11 he said I had taken the two boys
whom I had In charge from Camp Craig
to a swimming float off South Bay I
w s keeping does watch of the time so I
would not let the older boy stay in too
long At just ill oclock I saw the
boat corns out of the far Inside of South
Bay and turn into Ute branch known-
as Pttnkle Bay In ft was a man and a
women and between them was a suit
caseThe man was in the bow seat of
the boat rowing and the woman was in
the stern I noticed that they were young
people At i oclock I saw Bernard
Fosters boat come out of South Bay
and few minutes afterward the boat
with the young man and woman came
from Punkie Bay and went toward the
south shore of South Bay The man
was loaning forward in the bow
apparently talking to the woman in
stern and was rowing slowly stroke
at a time

Nearly the whole day was spent by
Prosecutor Ward in showing the actions
of Gillette after the death of Grace Brown
had occurred and tracing Mm from that
time until the time of his arrest by Un-
der Sheriff Klock at the Arrowhead Inn
on July 14

Mr Klock was called to the stand early
in the afternoon With him he said
was Charles Gross of Cortland who
worked in the Gillette shirt factory and
who identified Gillette for him The un
der sheriff attempted to refresh his mem-
ory from notes he had takes of the con-

versations be had with Gillette after the
but this was strenuously objected-

to by the defense and finally not allowed

lege student The fifth bullet went wild
Of tbe men Injured young Sheehan was

hurt the worst The bullet struck him in
the middle of the back He was removed
from the Presbyterian Hospital to St
Lukes tonight and the doctors were try
ing to find the bullet Both he and
Droege were shot because they happened-
to be in the crowd on the corner when
the woman opened her fusillade on the
doctor Droege escaped with a flesh
wound in the arm j

The woman who did the shooting is
Ottailia Schneider who has been living
for the last three weeks at 2196 Anthony
avenue In the Bronx From the fact that
she wore bonnet fashioned somewhat
after those worn by Salvation Army las-
sies she was at first taken for a member-
of that organization She told the police
that she belonged to the Sisters of Mercy
and had been a Sister in Germany In
the Supreme Court she has a suit
against Dr Bierhoff for 2600 damages for
malpractice The State Medical Associa-
tion is defending it for the doctor

The woman told H rambling story to the
police of having been operated upon by
the doctor According to Dr Bierhoff
the woman is a paranoiac lias boon

The design and plans for the Negr Ex-
hibition Building at the Jamestown Ex-
position executed by W Sidney Pittraan
434 Louisiana avenue have been accepted
and will be used in the erection of tlis
structure They were first passed upon by
J Knox Taylor supervising architect cf
the Treasury and were then accepted by
the officials of the Negro Development
Exposition Company of Richmond
for the erection of the building will be
opened In Richmond next week

Tho Negro Building will cover 116

feet It is planned in the colonial styli
finished in pebble dash staff with gal-
vanized iron trimmings It will have four
entrances surmounted by ornamented
porches It is to have two stories sur-
mounted by a high roof and ornamental
akyllghts It will cost M Oft and
form a part of the government exhibit
The building is to be detail UM
structures on the United States reserva-
tion

Only Negro Architect
W Sidney Pittman the designer of this

building is the only negro architect to
have plans accepted by the United States
government He is also tbe only arch
tect of his race to maintain an office and
to make his living in that profession in
the entire world He is an interesting
man personally and has come up to the
position which he now occupies altar
long study and application-

Mr Pittman was born in Montgomery
Ala in lS7i He attended the public
schools there and in Birmingham Ala
where he completed his high school edu-
cation From Birmingham he entered the
Tuskegee school and studied there five
years He first took a course as-
a wheelwright lasting two years
His success in mechanical draw
ing and his ability to make accurate es-
tlmates upon the cost of work connected
with that trade attracted the attention-
or his teachers among whom was an
architect from the Boston School of Tech-
nology and ho was advised to undertake
the study of architecture in a course lesting three years

His success was so great that be be-
came the assistant of the chief instructor
and after graduation was sent to the
Drexel School in Philadelphia where bo
graduated two years later His entrance
there was contingent to an agreement
with Booker T Washington to return to
Tuskegee as rofeseor of arehlteetwre
He kept his agreement and was thief
instructor In architecture for five years
after graduation at Philadelphia

Successful In Washington
One year ago Mr Pittman came to

Washington and opened aa silica a a
professional architect While at Ttwke
gee he planned and supervised the con-
struction of buildings worth almost H-
Ow which now form part of the structure
at the institute

Since coming to Washington fee has en
gaged in all kinds of professional work
and Is the regular architect of two prom
inent local builders He has planned a
number of school buildings for negro
cational corporations in the South
has entered into comoetition with archi-
tects of the white race sometimes win-
ning profitable jobs from them
