London Nov 54 Dr Karl Bloibtrous
discovery of the true Shakespeare does
not impress British literary critics who
on analyzing the German professors

for his new faith find them entirely
unconvincing Dr Bleibtreu declares that
the low comedian William Shakespeare
who regularly got drunk at the Mermaid
Tavern could not possibly have the wide
learning and knowledge of other countries
which the author of the Shakespearean
works evidently possessed-

On the contrary Roger the Earl of
Rutland who Dr Bleibtreu claims was
the real Shakespeare Is known to have
spent considerable time In France and
Italy to have studied law at Padua

have visited other parts of the world
whoro he would have gained the experi-
ence necessary to enable him to write the
famous plays

His mission to Denmark in 1603 to repre-
sent James I at the baptism of the Dan
ish crown prince would have enabled him
to obtain local color for Hamlet and he
actually met Guildenstern and Rosen
cranz at the Danish court Two mem-
bers ofthe latter family were fellowstu
dents of his at Padua
Circumstantial Evidence Supports

The of Rutland was Imprisoned
for political reasons from 1001 to 1603 dur
ing which period no Shakespearean drama
appeared white Coriolanus and Tho
Tempest the last of the Shakespearean
plays appeared in 1512 the year the Earl
of Rutland died

The foregoing are amcjig some of the
most striking coincidences witch have
convinced Dr Bleibtreu whose proofs
are perhaps at least as strong as those
of other Shakespearean dethroners They
are considered irresistible by Dr Tursain
sky the eminent German literary critic
who hails Dr Blelbtreus discovery as
being as important to the realm of litera
ture as Columbus discovery of America
was geographically and politically

On the other hand Prof Dowden who
fills the chair of English literature at the
University of Dublin and who Is one of
the geratest livingShakespearean author
ities sees absolutely no evidence to Justi
fy Dr Bleibtreus theory He has not seen

has been received The position of Cuba
will be the same as that of Korea which
is under domination of Japan

The British government appointed

Grant Duff minister to Cuba He will

hot assume his office and the legation at
Havana will be controlled by the consul
general The German government will
leave her affairs In the hands of the con
sul general These governments hold that
all diplomatic questions relating to Cuba
will be decided by this nation and

can be conducted by their repre-

sentatives here Representations regard
ing matters in Cuba will be made direct
ly to the State Department here

No other European power has yet indi
cated Its Intention of recalling its minis
ter from Cuba The administration has
already requested all Cuban representa-
tives abroad to at their posts dur-
ing the provisional government

The State Department officials are In-

different to the action of Great Britain
and Germany and will not notice their
determination to leave the diplomatic po
sitions vacant until Cuban control of the
government Is resumed

New Element nt Oxford Mingles with
the Old Keen Rivalry Is
Shown in Scholarship and In Ath
letlctt Reports on the Scheme Are
ton Ready for the Public

London Nov on the oper
ation of the Rhodes scholarship scheme
which it is Intended to issue annually
hereafter are now available There are
at Ifl Rhodes scholars at Oxford
of whom seventyone are from the British
colonies seventynine from the United
States and eleven from Germany

On the whole so far as they have been
tested they have achieved a very high
degree of academical success Rose of
Quebec and Behan of Melbourne are
among the most distinguished of the
scholars Behan won nearly 1000
worth of scholarships in the past year

Tho report shows that a great majority-
of the academic distinctions have been
achieved the colonial students who In
this respect leave the Americans no-
ticeably behind It Is suggested that this
is because the prospect of coming to Ox
ford to study appeals less to Americans
and consequently the competition Is less
keen

From an athletic viewpoint however
the Americans mere than hold their own
Sutton Young Schutt and Stevens have
all won prominent events In the various
sports The colonial students have not
taken a prominent part In the sports ex
cept the South Africans who have won-
derfully strengthened the university foot
ball team

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TIMIDITY IS A CRIME

So Decides a London Justice
and Alienists Agree

TWO SLAIN BY RANDOM SHOTS

Prisoner in Paroxysm of Fear Flres
and Unoffending Persons Standing
at a Distance Are
Inologlsts Discuss Case and Say
Victim of Fear Should Be Confined

London Nov 3L Is timidity a crime
Justice Grantham so decided this weelc
in sentencing a man who committed

under paroxysm of fear The
prisoner was so alarmed at threats of
violence from lodgers who refused his
demands for rent that he fired at random
from a pistol which it seems he always
carried In fear of unknown terrors Two
unoffending persons who were standing at
a distance were killed The judge admit
ting that there was no criminal Intent
sentenced the man to serve a year at
hard labor saying he had no right to
give way to timidity and that there were
too many deaths from the crime of
timidity

Sociologists and ethologists have been
discussing the aptness of the judges

Dr Forbes Winslow the well
known specialist on mental diseases says
ho is convinced that the judge is right
Timidity ought to be treated as a crime
It is never characteristic of insane peo-

ple who are invariably courageous and
cannot be appealed to by fear of conse-
quences when they ara determined on
desperate act Timidity he says cannot
be regarded as a disease

Thomas Holmes an criminolo
gist says timidity leads to crime mucli
more frequently than is generally

There is a large class of neurotic
persons haunted by fear of some im-
pending evil to such an extent that they
become entirely irresponsible for their ac-
tions and are liable to commit deeds of
violence usually against themselves

Nevertheless he believes that such per
sons certainly should not be sent to
prison They ought to be confined in a
home for the unfit He is certain that
Justice Granthams convict wHl leave
prison much more of a menace to the
safety of the public than he is now in
asmuch as the ruthless monotony of the
prison will be sure to make his condition
mentally worse

Secretary Brady of the Ethological
Society considers timidity the natural re
sult of mental incapacity which is prob
ably hereditary but much more of a dis-
ease than a crime Timidity besides

innumerable tragedies often leads
to drunkenness
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
