Special Provisions Are Seeded Say
Commissioners for Tuberculosis
PutlentH Lunatics Chronic
Convalescent Gases Poor Mothers
the Indigent Aged nnd Infirm

In the rooort of the Board of Charities
submitted to the Commissioners yester
day It Is recommended that a more suita
ble provision be made for the care of al
coholic and Insane cases recourse to
the police station and jail for such cases
being termed Inhuman and unjustifiable

Thq board reiterates the pressing needs
of hospital accommodations for persons
who may be nrrostod or who may fall
Into the custody of the police pending
their examination and legal disposition-
It is requested that until more suitable
provisions bo made patients of this class
be cared for at the Emergency Hospital
under the contract system

An estimate of 3000 has been Inserted in
the budget for the Washington Asylum
which if granted will provide temporary
accommodation for such patients In a
year or two the board will urge an appro
priation for the erection of suitable de
tention wards in connection with the site
on which the present tuberculosis build
ings are being constructed
