of Missouri have not been violated

day He could not remember that he had
ever assisted in the organization of any
other subsidiary company of the trust

Assistant District Attorney Garvin read
in part the testimony taken at the lisp
good trial but when he came to the tes-
timony just prior to the introduction of
the Count Ward letter which forms the
basis of the perjury trial against Col
Mann Martin W Littleton counsel for
the defendant raised a storm of objec
tions Recorder Goff said he would give
his decision tomorrow morning-

In his opening address Attorney Gar
vin said that Col Mann deliberately com-
mitted perjury when he said that he did
not write the initials O K W D M-

on the Count Reginald Ward letter
This defendant heard counsel for the

defense at the Hapgood trial said Mr
Garvin state in open court that he had
published a scandalous article in his
paper Town Topics about a man until
he had gotten his price and that he had
then published articles in praise of the
same man

He heard the court say that if that
could be shown it would be material to
the issue at the trial He knew that he
had published in Town Topics on May
at 1893 an article about one Reginald
Ward of London He knew that he had
subsequently published other articles at
tacking Wards character and that after
Ward had paid him his price after Ward
had made a peace offering in the shape
of Rico mining stock he bad published
articles commendatory Count Ward
That was the state of mind of Col Mann
when he was shown the letter from Count
Ward which he had 0 Kd for the
purpose of putting Count Ward on the

of And why did

free list of Town Topics So that the
count could see the pleasant articles About
Ward and the mining stock

Mr Littleton objected to Mr Garvin
going into a history of the Hapgood trial
and the recorder suggested to Mr Garvin
that he keep from touching on facts out-

FAVOR CANADIAN SHIPPERS

Interstate Commerce Commission
hears About Car Shortage

Minneapolis Minn Dec 18 At the
second days public hearing of the Inter
state Commerce Commissions Investiga-
tion of the car shortage in the Northwest
and more especially into the charges that
American wheat growers had been dis-

criminated against in favor of Canadian
shippers whole train loads of empty cars
being rushed across the border into the
dominion and returned later filled with
Canadian wheat for export much inter-
esting but by no means aqnvatlonal testi-
mony was brought out

Incidentally it was made plain from the
attitude of the railroad officials and also
by Interviews given out by several of
them that the railroads are now putting
forth every effort to relieve the car situa-
tion

While the present hearing of the Inter-
state Commerce Commission is in part
responsible for the investigation it Is
said that several governors in the North
west have been asked to deal with the
situation

Minnesota Nebraska Colorado and Wy
oming today tell of the passage of coal
trains and if the weather holds good
until the end of the week the famine will
have been broken
