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Southern Immigration-

It will afford gratification to alt good
Americans to know that the South Caro-
lina plan of securing desirable

is not la conflict with the Federal
immigration law That law it appears
from the opinion of Solicitor Earl of the
Department of Commerce and Labor does
not forbid the procurement of immigra-
tion by State agencies The action of the
State immigration agent of South Caro
lina was IB fleet entirely within the
bounds of the law and no legal ground of
complaint lies against him

As a number of Southern States are
about to follow the example of South
Carolina Ute decision of Solicitor Karl is
of great importance to the South where
the need of labor Is great and where the
social purposes which may be subserved
by inducing a high grade of white Imm-
igration are of vital consequence It I

curious that the law should not have been
more fully understood not only by the
Southern immigration agents but also by
those who made formal complaint that
their action was in contravention of the
statute But alls welt that ends well and
the SoutAera people may now so ahead
with their immigration schemes without
fear of the Federal big stick There are
still some State rights left

A little figuring might demonstrate te
Congress how it could increase the par
chasing power of its present salary by a

Downfall of the Cuban Government
That portion of Secretary Tafts

dealing with Cuba Is an ithtmhuitins
exposition of the causes leading to the
scuttle of the Paima government and of
the methods employed by the Moderate
party to bring abo6t the Intervention of
the United States Mr mission to
Cuba was one of conciliation He was
an almoner of peace not an agent of
intervention President Roosevelt policy

to the very last moment was the
avoidance of intervention Both the Presi-
dent and the Secretary of War labored
unceasingly to bring tne waning Cuban
factions together so that the Cuban gov-

ernment might continue its existence un
der the provisions of its constitution A
strong attempt was made to keep Pfesi
dent Palma in office and induce the Mod
erates to agree to the electoral reforms
demanded by the Liberals then under-
arms against the government The nego-
tiations conducted by Secretary Taft with
those ends In view came to nothing
President Palma resigned the Cuban
Congress refused to meet to accept his
resignation and provide his succeaser ac-
cording to constitutional methods the
fabric of the government fell to pieces
and nothing remained but Interventie
and the Institution of the provisional gov-
ernment which now exists

Why was it Impossible for Secretary
Taft to carry out his original policy of
mediation anti peaceful termination of the
differences between the government and
the revolutionists The answer is that
the mission undertaken by Mr Taft un-
der the instructions of President Roose-
velt was not the form of intervention an-
ticipated and desired by President Palma
and the Moderate party That party had
carried the election of 1906 by fraud and
coercion for the purpose of Insuring unan-
imous support in the Cuban Congress of
the Palms regime under which Cuba
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the Palma party endeavored to maintain
what they considered a stable government
capable of upholding the continuity of
national policy Such a government they

to think would be entitled to the
support of the United States should any
forcible attempt be made to overturn it
Should an uprising follow their coercion
of the electorate it was thought as Mr
Taft says there was reason to suspect

that the Platt amendment and the in-

tervention of the United States would
supply the force needed to supnress any
such uprising

Neither President Roosevelt nor
Secretary of War fell into the trap

laid by the Palma government It became
evident very soon after Mr Tafts arrival
that the plan of Palma government
was to force armed intervention Palma
and his cabinet advised Mr Taft that the
only course to pursue was to make war
on the insurgents The Moderates

wanted intervention for the pur
pose among other things of placing the
revolutionists In an attitude of revolt
against the United States and shifting to
our shoulders the responsibility of sup-
pressing the insurrection Palmas war
like advice fortunately was disregarded
Mr Taft clearly saw that the Liberals
had a reasonable grievance He quickly
found that they were willing to assent to
a compromise and to lay down their
arms urdsr promise of general amnesty
The compromise proposed that new coo
rrewkHMl elections l e held under a fair
electoral law and that Palms out
his terni as President It was Mr
bolief that such tin election would have
returned i Congress composed of a fairly
balanced representation of the two par
tiesBut

President PRima and his friends
would have nothing to do with the com-
promise plan They declared it Impracti-
cable and useless Palma accused Taft of
harboring prejudice against the Moder
ates Then the pc licv of scuttle was ex-
ecuted The Moderates to use Mr Taffs
humorous phrase towk away their dcs
and refused to r lay They deliberately
set about to wreck the government so as
to secure our intervention Palma sent
his resignation to Congress but that body
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dW not accept It Palma was aekod to
withdrew it and adjournment was taken
to a later date When that date arrived
there was no quorum Congress refused-
to perform its functions the Proeldent
had abdicated and the government was at
an end Intervention then came but not
In the manner hoped for by the Moder-
ates They had courted it in order to se-
cure the suppression of the Insurrection
and the maintenance of their party in
power Failing that they sunk the ship
of state and skedaddled

The desertion of the Cuban government
by tbe Moderates placed the United States
in f position with respect to the Liberals
that was not to the liking of either the
resident or Mr Tart It gave us the
appearance of encouraging violent meth-
ods of redressing political wrongs and es-

tablished what Mr Taft regards as the
dangerous precedent of temporizing and

compromising with rebels but the pusil-
lanimous conduct of the Palma govern-
ment made no course possible save
that of making war on the insurgents a
course which the President was anxious
to avoid It may be observed however
that the precedent established by the
United States is no more dangerous than
that set by the Moderate party which
went to the extreme length of wrecking
the government in order to checkmate
the opposition In both these precedents
lies the germ of future trouble in Cuba
should a now government be set up under
the Cuban constitution though Secretary
Taft hopes for better things

pay corps of tile navy for a 91 per cent
Increase in the pay of oiHcerg and en-

listed men ef the army the navy and
the Marine Corps It is hoped that the
Military Committees of both Houses of
Congress will include ia their estimate
for the support of the military estab-
lishment the proposed increase The
present pay of both officers and men
was fixed soon after the close of the
civil war when a dollar went nearly
twice as far as it does now The general
wage scale of the country has been great-
ly raised In the forty years that have
passed since the schedule of compensa-
tion of the nations defenders was

The reason of its remaining
stationary belongs to that category
things controlled by Congress that can
neither be explained nor defended
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pay of our soldiers sailors and marines
is discussed the stock argument Is pre-
sented that our rate of compensation ex-

ceeds greatly that of Europe So does
our general wage scale But the condi
tions of military service in Europe and
the United States are entirely different
Officers in the European armies or navies
must be independently rich or they are
practically barred by the established cus-
toms of those countries from holding
commissions But although their pay is
less than that of the military officers In
the United the European omcers
have allowances which make up m large
part for the smallness of their regular
salaries The allowances to our officers
are virtually nil In the case of the

men they are little better In point
of fact the enlisted man In our army na-
vy or Marine Corps receives allowances-
in lieu of money which to his brother in
Europe seem big But even this does not
afford a proper and adequate compensation
for his services to the country The basic
pay of the enlisted man in this country
is 3 a month As things go in
United States that amount of monthly
pay is too small to attract to the mili-
tary service the right sort of men It
represents to the average American fit
for military duty very little of enjoyment

of the streets of Washington afford an
excellent playground to thousands of
children especially those who are the
happy possessors of roller skates

the number of those skators has so
increased during the punt year or two
that it is now a serious question whether
roller skating on the public highways
ought not to be forbidden by police regu-
lation The Interest in the question Is
radicated by the letters which the au-

thorities have received and especially
by the space which Is devoted to the sub-
ject in MaJ Sylvesters roport-

It is the opinon of MaJ Sylvester
that roller skating ought to bo prohibited
and he cites a number of accidents to
children In the streets in support of his
position Other people want the children
banished from the sidewalks claiming
that many persons are Injured by collid-
ing with the fastmoving skaters On the
other hand the claim is made that roller
skates afford a medium of innocent and
healthy exercise and that to suppress
them would be to deprive the children
of proper recreation It is difficult there-
fore to determine just what course ought
to be pursued Generally speaking

the authorities ought to go slow In
the adoption of regulations of the char-
acter now proposed If roller skating in
the streets is dangerous it Is the duty
of parents to look after their children
and keep them frost Indulging In sport
that may result In Injury The authori-
ties can hardly be expected to exercise
paternal care over all the children in the
District nor does It seem necessary to
place a but upon all these children sim-

ply because an accident infrequently
happens

It is a pity that there are not play-
grounds enough to provide planes where
the children can have their necessary
mount of recreation If these play-
grounds could be provided the number of
children in the streets would materially
decrease In the meantime however
there does not seem to be a pressing need
to regulate roller skating unless indeed
we are to extend the caretaking of the
