F Iterson Slain at Na-

tional Musenin

FIRES FOUR RIFLE BULLETS

Victim Dies Almost Instantly
Ills Assailant Otto Scelliorst In

Placed tinder Arrest The Prisoner
Makes Riimbliiic Statement De-

claring He Revenged Wrong

In revenge for wit he claims to have
boon a terrible wrong done him In his
boyhood Otto Seeihorst of Philadelphia
shot and killed F YOM Iterson at the
National Museum yesterday morning Von
Iterson was at his desk working on some
scientific drawings of mannate for which
he bad been recently employed by the
museum authorities when Seeihorst en
tered and shortly afterward sent four
bullets into the artists body from a small
caliber repeating rifle

Von Iterson died almost Immediately
There were no eyewitnesses to the shoot
ing but hearing the shots the employes
in the bujldlng rushed Into the room
found Seeihorst standing quietly near the
prostrate form of the dead man Seal
horst made no effort to escape and when
the police arrived went quietly to the
Fourth precinct station where he gave
Capt Matthews written statement
which the prisoner said would explain his
motive for killing Von Iterson

The statement was rambling and inco-
herent and was apparently the work of
an unbalanced brain In his statement
Seeihorst referred to the teachings of his
mother when he was a boy and Inti
mated that his life had been ruined by
gome man When questioned Seeihorst
told the police that Von Iterson was the
man referred to

Wronged Years AKO-

Seelhorat stated that Von Iterson had
wronged him fifteen years ago and that
the memory of the incident had so preyed
upon his mind that he determined to find
Von Iterson and kill him Learning that
Von Iterson had left Philadelphia and
come to Washington Seeihorst came to
this city Tuesday and made in
quiry regarding the whereabouts of his
former friend He traced him to the
museum where he went with his rile
taken apart and wrapped in paper

In answer to his inquiries at the mu-
seum Seeihorst was directed to the di-

vision of mammals where be found Von
Iterson at work Just what lappened in
the room no one knows but a few mo-

ments after the four shots from the
rifle were beard

Von Iterson had been In Washington-
a little over a year and at the time
of his death was living at iXK H street
northwest His landlord told the police
that he had known the man for some-
time and that he had appeared to be a
man of model character This opinion
was coincided In by the museum authori-
ties and Andrew B Graham at whose
lithographing establishment Von Iterson
had been previously employed

Clever Artist
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Von Hereon is said to have been an
artist of exceptional ability in his par
ticular line and among his effects were
some cards bearing his name and stating
that he was an artist to the Wtetar In
stitute of Anatomy in Philadelphia A
printed list of patrons consisting of
the principal museums universities and
scientific societies in this country and
Europe is also on the card

Otto was always very popular she
said and I did not know he ever had an
enemy How he got into trouble with this
man is more than I can imagine but I am
sure that von Iteson must have done
something terrible before Otto would
shoot him My brother has worked for
an engraving firm at Fourth and Arch
streets for the past eighteen years as an
artist and they have always found Isbn
reliable When he left home on Tuesday-
he said he was going to Washington to
deliver some pictures for the and
that is all we know of his trip

As for this man von Iteson I have
never heard of him and my brother has
never spoken of having trouble with nay
one Sometime ago he had nervous pros-
tration and he was in a sanatorium nine
months last year under treatment until
October He has never seemed quite so
Jolly since and has often been down-
hearted From this we supposed he had
had trouble with some one but he never
mentioned it to us

Otto Seeihorst lived with his mother
Hnd sister at 2K7 Poplar street He will
DC thirtythree years tomorrow and
has never married Mis Seeihorst noti
lied her brother Julius Seeihorst of
Alberta street Camden and he will so to
Washington tomorrow to look into his
brothers trouble
