The great memorial wae under the
auspices of the Sons and the Daughters-
of the Confederacy and the veterans of
the lost cause The formal exercises
were held in the Lee Memorial Chapel at
Washington and Lee University over
which Gen Lee presided after the close
of the war

Charles Francis Adams of Massachu-
setts a lineal descendant of two Presi
dents of the United States was the prin-
cipal speaker for the occasion He was
introduced by President George H Denny
of the university as a son of Virginia
by reason of a degree conferred upon
him by the university

Tribute from Abroad
The exercises of this morning were held

in the Lee chapel which wa erected
during the presidency of Gen Lee It
was beautifully decorated for the occa-
sion the Stars and Stripes sad Ute Stars
and Bars having prominent place ia the
decoration scheme The heavy curtains
behind the rostrum were drawn beck
exposing to view the celebrated Valen-
tine recumbent statue of Lee A beau-
tiful floral tribute was brought by C C
Pinkney of Richmond who was present
as representative of the Lee family An
other decoration was an exquisite laurel
wreath in bronse sent from England
and bearing the inscription To the
glorious and immortal memory of Gen
Robert E Lee born January 19 131 Un
surpassed as a warrior he was no less
conspicuous as a complete and perfect
model of a true gentleman His name
will endure forever in the memory of all
who respect and admire true nobility of
character This wreath is placed here
on the centenary of his birthday in

and respectful homage to the mem-
ory of a true good and great man by
Gerald Smuythe Putney England

House Well Filled
The body of the house was nearly filled

by the students seats in front being re-

served for the Confederate Veterans in
the South along with the members of the
Daughters and Sons of the Confederacy
and opposite them visitors and friends

On the platform besides the trustees
and faculty were the old alumni who
were students during the period when
Gen Lee was president

Promptly at 11 oclock the academic pro-
cession moved from Newcomb Hall across
the campus to the chapel President
Denny leading with Hon Charles Francis
Adams of Boston the orator of the day
followed by trustees faculty alumni of
1S65 to 1S71 and students Faculty and
senior classes were hi full academic cos-
tume

exercises with prayer by
the rector Dr G R trickier of Rich
mond who was captain of the Liberty
Hall Volunteers the college company
which fought through the entire war
The glee club then sang How Firm a
Foundation one of Gen Lees two fa-

vorite hymns

Mr Adams began by referring to the
importance of character as the basis of
national greatness and enumerated some
conspicuous examples of the influence of
character as distinct from genius or abil
ity upon the drift of affairs in American
public life Among men who exerted
such an Influence he referred to John
WInthrop John Jay George Washington
John Marshall and Gen Lee Omitting
any attempt to review the work or posi-
tion of Gen Lee in history he commented-
in brief terms upon the circumstance
which had brought himself the head of
the Massachusetts Historical Society and
a persistent salUtary antagonist of Lee
throughout the war to pass judgment
upon his opponent adding the situation
is thus to a degree dramatic

Hastily passing in review the charges
against the secessionists of the war that
they acted treacherously and admitting
the charges as technically true Mr Ad
ams added Coming directly to the
point I maintain that every man In the
eleven States seceding from the Union
had in ISO whether he would or not to
decide for himself whether to adhere to
his State or to the nation and I finally
assert that whichever way he decided if
only he decided honestly putting selfin
terest behind him he decided right

It was a question of sovereignty
State or national and from a decision of
that question there was in a seceded
State escape for n man Yet when the
national Constitution was framed and
adopted that question was confessedly
left undecided and intentionally so left
More than this even the Federal Consti-
tution was theoretically and avowedly
based on the idea of a divided sover-
eignty in utter disregard of the fact that
when a Anal issue to presented sover-
eignty does not admit of division
May Have Been Technical Treason

Mr Adams then reviewed the career of
Gen Lee burned with brief biographical
comment and pointed to the fact that
In throwing his part with Virginia he
practically consented to sacrifice all that
he had and his whole future career Con-
trasting Lees decision with that of Win
fleld Scott and George H Thomas he re
marked-

It may have been treason for him
to take this position Ute man who took
it may been technically a renegade
to his flag but he stands awaiting sen-

tence at the bar of history in very re
spectable company Associated with him
are for Instance William of Orange
John Hampden Oliver Cromwell Sir
Harry Vane and George Washington
As to Robert E Lee individually I can
only repeat what I have already said
that If In all respects similarly circum-
stanced I hope I should have been nnal
and unselfish enough to have done as Le
did Such an utterance on my part
be traitorous but I here render that
homage

Mr Adanw penned rapidly over the
campaign of Lee from a military stand-
point and while justifying the concep-
tion and plan of the Gettysburg
pointed out that it was based on a funda-
mental misconception of the situation
and an undervaluation of his opponents
On the more general aspect of the war
Mr Adams argued that the fall of the
Confederacy was not due to military
losses but to the fact that absolute re-

President Denny In introducing Mr

Adams said
To the alumni and friends of Washing-

ton and Lee this ceremony brings to
memory something more than a mighty
name and a mighty drama In the nations
history To some of us it brings te
memory a groat and wonderful

moving among us daily and becom-

ing so much a part of our lives as to
make us feel that we know him just a
little better and loved him Just a little
more than did those wtyo were farther

from him than we during those
years of simple devotion and of vmr
passed dignity when he was writing that
splendid closing chapter of his career To
all of us it brings to memory our great
president the greatest man who has ever
adorned the presidency of an institution-
of learning not merely within Virginia
not merely within the South but I dare
also to say within the limits of the
American republic We believe that
whatever immortality to destined to at
tend his great career as commander of
armies this work which engaged the last
energy of his life and upon which he
pronounced isis heal benediction will rest
like a capital upon the solid shaft of hta
civic and military renown

I know of no more splendid spectacle-
in human history no surer evidence that
Virginia i loyal to the national flag than
the spectacle that we behold today I
know of no greater expression of human
sympathy of human courage of heart
and of human sincerity of spirit than
coming of a man distinguished in Ute
service of his country and no longer
young In years from the capital of New
England in midwinter a thousand miles
to the tomb of Robert E Lee in order t
strew fresh flowers upon his grave

President Denny also announced that
the degree of doctor of laws has bass
conferred upon Mr Adams by the trus-

Lee niitT the University
The early history of Washington and

Lee University dates from the first half
of the eighteenth century when an acad-
emy was organised near the present site
by Robert Alexander This school came
under the favorable notice of George
Washington when after the Revolution
ary war he was in search of a beneficiary
for the gift of I5WO which he had been
voted by the legislature of Virginia but
had refused to accept save on the con-

dition that it be transferred to some ob-

ject of a public nature The bestowal of
the M6M upon the academy led to its
transformation into a log college bear-
ing the name of Washington which it
retained as its only designation until
the death of General Lee

Gen Lee did not become associated with
the college In any capacity until after tile
war when he was invited by the trustees
to become its president

Terrible though destruction of th-

elvll war was awful though It was that
srfch a conflict should occur between
brothers It is yet a matter for gratitude-
on the part of all Americans that this
alone among contests of like magnitude
should have left to both sides as priceless
heritage the memory of the mighty men
and the glorious deeds that the Iron days
brought forth

The courage and steadfast endurance
the lofty fealty to the right as it was
given to each man to see the right
whether he wore the gray or whether he
wore the blue now makes the memories
of the valiant feats alike of those who
served under Grant and of those who
served under Lee previous to all good
Americans Gen Lee has left us th
memory not merely of his extraordinary
skill as a general his dpuntless courage
and high leadership in campaign and
battle but also of that serene greatness
of soul characteristic of those who most
readily recognize the obligations of dvto
duty Once the war was over he instantly
undertook the task of healing and bind-
ing up the wounds of his countrymen i

the true spirit of those who feel malice
toward none and charity toward all in
that spirit which from the throes of the
civil war brought forth the real and in-

dissoluble Union of today-
It was eminently fitting that this great

man this warworn veteran of a mighty
struggle who at its close simply and
quietly undertook duty as a plain
everyday citizen bent only upon helping
his people In the paths of peace and tran-

quillity should turn his attention toward
educational work toward bringing up in
fit fashion the younger generation the
sons of those who had proved their faith
by their endeavor In the heroic days

In Foremost Rank
There Is no need to dwell on Gen Lees

record as a soldier The son of Light
Horse Harry of the Revolution he
came naturally by his aptitude for arms

command His campaigns put him
in the foremost rank of the great cap-

tains of all time But his signal valor and
address in war are no more remarkable
than spirit in which be turned to the
work of peace once the war was over
The circumstances were such that most
men even of high character felt bitter
and vindictive or depressed and Spiritless
lint Gen Lees heroic was not
warped nor his great soul c it down

lie stood that hardest of all strains
the strain of hearing himself well through
the gray evening of failure and there-
fore out of what seemed failure be
helped to build wonderful and mighty
triumph of our national life in which all
his courtrymen North and Sooth share
Immediately after the close of hostili-

ties he announced with a clearsighted
ness which at that time few Indeed of
any section possessed that the interests-
of the Southern States were the same a
those of the United States that tbe pros-

perity of the South would rise or fall with
welfare of the whole country and

that the duty of the citizens appeared too
plain to admit of doubt He urged that
all should unite In honest effort to

the effects of war and restore the
blessings of peace that they should re-

main in the country strive fcr harmony
and good feeling and devote their

Gives Ills Services
This statement brought hint the otter

of the presidency of Washington College
A little Institution in Lexington Va
which had grown out of a modest founda-

tion known as Liberty Hall Academy
Washington had endowed this academy
with 1 shares of stock that had been
given to him by the State of Virginia
which he had accepted only on condition
that he might with them endow some
educational institution To the institution
which Washington helped to found In

such a spirit Lee in the same Sue spirit
gave his services He accepted the posi-

tion of president at a salary of S60 a
year in order as he stated that he might
do some good to the youth of the South
He applied himself to his new work with
the same singleness of mind which he
bad shown in leading tbe Army of
Northern Virginia All the time by word
and by deed he was striving for the
restoration f real peace of real harmony
never uttering a word of bitterness nor
allowing a word of bitterness uttered in
his presence to go unchecked From the
close of the war to the time of his death
all his great powers were devoted to two
objects to the reconciliation of all his

Berry Cheered Wildly
Senator Berry who was the next

speaker hew his listeners spellbound
Gradually he worked his way until alter
comparing the perfect confidence the men
of the Confederate army placed in their
leaders with the distrust shown by armies
of other countries he said that tins
spirit was so instilled in the breasts of
the men in gray that when Jefferson
Davis was arrested after the war ad
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charged with treason every man in
Confederate army worthy to be called
such came forward and declared thai if
Mr Davis were guilty of treason then
they too were traitors

This brought the greater part of the
assemblage to its feet and the battle cry
of the South hurled its challenge the
length of the hall Continuing the Sena-

tor told of Lees disinclination for war
and his protest against secession of the
call of his native State that when war
was inevitable sounded stronger in his
ears than the call of the Union and of
his message at that time to his son in
which he said I am going South Vir
ginia has seceded I owe my greatest
allegiance to her and I am going South

Eloquently the Senator told of the tri
and sufferings of the Confederate

the courage and heroism of the
Southern women to whom he paid rich
tribute At the close of Senator Berrys
speech the Marine Bnd played the stir
ring strains of Dixie The two tfiou
sand or more representative men and
women of Washington and the South rose
in a body cheering madly and remained
standing until the music stopped

Justice Brewer Heard
Justice Brewer spoke next He paid a

glowing tribute to Gen Lees character
and roused the enthusiasm of his audi-
ence by reading extracts from some of

the leaders letters one of which written
in answer to the offer of a New York
life insurance company to Gen Lee
