tent reliable welltrained servant It
ia just another way of sounding the old
Macedonlan cry Come over and help

There are 10100004 American women do-

ing their own work in their own homes
without pay while l50AIQi servants and
Walters look alter the wants f the re-

maining tW W families in this country
This ia an arithmetical problem that can
not possibly work out to the satisfaction
of all and m a goodly percentage of the
6009010 families are driven into hotels and
boardinghouses With only one servant
to every four families conditions cannot
be Idyllic because the heads of three of
these families must be ever on the strain
to find capture and domesticate that rara
avis a good plain cook

Take up say daily paper and see Just
how many weary housewives are beseech-
ing the cooks mat and laundresses of
the land to look with favor upon them
This Is not a new question ia this country-
it began with the making of history on
this side of the pond Even the Win
thropg the powerful family of Massachu-
setts colonial governor had their trou
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bles Whenever ships tended servants in
New England the governor naturally had
the pick of the lot yet In the early days
or Boston history we find Jolla Winthrou
writing despairingly to father of the
lying ungrateful servants he had In

those days It was a tossup whether a
housewife be she New Englander or Vir-
ginian should buy a black savage from-
a slave ship and train him get an Indian
fresh from the forest who might toma
hawk her any minute or go to work and
do the job herself

No wonder a slave ship was seton re-
ceived with tours of thaakftittteefi The
old elders of Newport were wont to gather
themselves together after the arrival of a
Dutch or Sftgitsh slaver and piously ex-
press gratitude that a gracious Provi
dence has been pleased to bring to this
land of freedom another cargo of be-
nighted heathens to enjoy the blessings of
gospel dispensation At such times there
were also som very strong thoughts in
their minds about flrebtriWing and other
domestic chores that the benighted
heathens might conveniently lift from
their shoulders In exchange tot the said
gospel dtepeneatloit

In the South where the slaves used to
be pastmasters in the different branches
of domestic art one would hardly expect-
to tied a dearth of servants yet the
housewives of Memphis which is located
near the heart of the black are writ-
ing to Ireland for servant girls In reply
u priest wrote that England had already
drawn upon Ms ml gunwhtdiBgr parfebes
for all girls and that those who
had the best Interests of his people at
heart were unwilling to see them go into
service In foreign

And where Is the fault What te the
reason for this lack of hands to do honor-
able toll which so sorely needs to be done
Is It because in this country one whom
you employ today may be your equal to
morrow Have we used the right kind
of hired girl so badly that she wont
have anything more to do with us Or
is it due to the fact that women generally
lack the executive ability to
their houses In a widespread investiga-
tion of the Question the chief reasons
given by employee for leaving their places
were Hours too long hours too Irreg
ular too many restrictions placed on

liberty too much isolation from
friends too little time allowed for visit-
ing poor sleeping accommodations poor
food often the cold and unpalatable re-

mains of the family meal the Illegal
withholding of wages and the tendency
of most housewives to have all thIngs
done after their own way when the way
of a welltrained domestic might be just
as good and much easier

the help they get is untrained that ser-

vants demand too kick wages that they
cannot allow liberties for If an inch is
given an ell will be denfcVnded that If too
nuch liberty outside the house is gives
it i likely to encourage a tendency to-

ward Immorality that a great many ser-
vants are dishonest and will speedily de-

plete the family larder if not watched
and the universal finality Is I cant get
the right sort of girl the best members-
of the working will not enter do
mestic service at all preferring the mills
and factories Instead

factory hand a ari looses no social caste
She is always entitled to the distinction

tion says It is Inevitable that eventu-
ally all articles of food will he prepare
outside the house except those requiring
the last application of heat and that
scientific skill will reduce to a minimum
the labor and expense of this final stage
of preparation
