NEW TRIAL FOR WIFE SLAYER.

State Erred in Manner of Selecting
Jury in Paviimie Case.

Richmond, Va., Jan. 28.—Joseph Pavli-
mie, of Warwick County, who killed his
wife several months ago, in accordance
with & promise made her, rather than see
her returned to the Eastern State Hospil-
tal, at Willlamsburg, is to have a new
trial.

The attorney general to-day confessed
error on the part of the State in the man-
ner of selecting the jury venire in the
trial, and the case was remanded.

Paviimie went to Newport News after
the tragedy, telling all the details of his
awful crime, coolly saying that his wife
had once been an inmate of the hospital,
and that on her return from the institu-
tion she exacted a promise from him that
he would kill her rather than see her re-
turned there again.

Pavlimic said his wife told him that she
felt that she would soon have to return
unless he kept his promise. He fired all
the ghots ot a revolver into the woman's
body as she lay In bed. He then got out
the best clothes of the dead woman nad
carefully prepared the body for burial.
The man was apparently comforted by
the faet that he had prevented the re-
turn of his wife to the asylum, aecording
to his promise to her.

In what was said to be an authentic
list of the white people killed in the dis-
aster, which appeared in the New York
Herald this morning, was “Miss Hender-
son, New York, sister of Dr, Henderson.”
In the account which accompanied tha
list was the statement that Miss Hen-
derson had recently arrived at Kingston
from Philadelphla to visit her brother,
Dr. Henderson. She was described as a
woman about forty vears old. It stated

that she was killed in Hurcomb's Hren
store. From the position of her body, ii
sald, it was thought that the entangied

goods of the store had tripped her and
prevented her escape.
