FAVORS BIG GLOVES

Torn ORourke BellevcM That Larger
3IittJ AVonJd Help Boxing

New York Feb Speaking of the
objections to boxing from those who
urc opposed to it Tom ORourke thinks
that the friends of the manly art should
tater as much as possible to these men

try to remove their objections
far as possible While modern boxing
i not brutal yet those who are not
familiar with it claim that it is and-
O Rourke says that this objection in
preat part can be removed by the use
of larger boxing gIves for public con
tests

There has been a tendency to
small gloves for several years back in
these affairs In ordinary bouts years
ago eightounce gloves were the favor-
ites Various sizes of gloves were used
down to skintight gloves which were
in reality worse than bare knuckles
New Orleans probably the first
place to odlcially recognize the weight-
of the gloves used in public bouts Five
ounces was the weight adopted and the
official weighing of the gloves by the
chief of police was part of every big
contest there After that fiveounce
gloves was generally adopted
the country In order to make the
covering of the knuckles as light as
possible the bulk of the horse hair with
which the gloves are tatted was often
packed in around the wrist guards so
that while the gloves weighed the full
five ounces they were equal to about
twoounce hand coverings as far as
hurting power was concerned

The adoption of eightounce gloves
would nqt lessen the Interest in boxing
any and it would as ORovrke claims
give the clever boxer a better chance
against the mere slugger and make
many of the rough and tumble alley
fighters who are now prominent owing-
to their hitting ability give way to men
who are boxers and not mere sluggers
ORourke also wants a rule adopted
that the referee shall not wait till
man is down and practically helpless
before he shall be declared to have lost

He wants the bout stopped while the
men are still on their feet if one of
the men is clearly outclassed Several
fatalities have occurred where this rule
has not been observed by referees
