Sidelights on Ship Subsidy
From Boston cornea the mournful an-

nouncement that three American steam-
ers will be withdrawn from the Orients
trade on account of the competition of
Japanese subsidised ships Before this
unhappy incident Is magnified into an
argument for ship subsidies it would be
well to examine into the facts regarding
the withdrawal of the Bostonowned
steamers from the Oriental route and
their entrance into the coastwise trade
When the news was given out at Seattle
that these steamers would abandon the
transPacific route it was accompanied
with the intimation that their owners
acted in the belief that Congress would
not pass the shipsubsidy bill

The real motive however was a purely
financial onenamely that the steamers
could make more money in the coastwise
trade than by carrying goods to the
Orient In competition with British and
Japanese steamers This competition has
reduced freight rates from 96 a ton to
SLM and 4 a too whereas the coastwise
rate te KSO a ton As it took one of the
American steamers sixty or seventy days
to make the round trip to the Orient and
they cast make flee coastwise trips ia the
same time they can earn to quote the
Portland Oregonian from which these
facts are takes Ut a ton in onefifth the
time they have been using in 4

ton
Commenting on the reduction of freight

rates by reason of Japanese competition
the Oregonian says tnat it gives the
produce from 1 to L50 a ton snore for
hte shipments than he received before the
rates were cut so that it is quite dear
that he will not suffer by the retirement
of the American steamers It would

the Oregonian thinks a subsidy of
at least M a ton to induce the American
steamers to remain on the Oriental Ute
under these circumstances If a subsidy
were given them sufficient to enable them
to meet existing competition it would
amount to a payment out of the pockets
of the American people to shipowners
of ah equivalent of the sum which nowsues to Western producers and shippers
by reason of competition la other words
It wutt be an artificial attempt to nul-
lify the operation of the laws of competi-
tion so tar M they affect aMpying More
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over as the Oregonian points out sub-
sidies to Oriental shipping cannot insure
the carriage of our products to Japanese
ports ia American steamers for the
Japanese have a habit of buying cargoes
