First Prize Awarded to WHInnl I

Itlcfcalf of lloNtoji Many Xotaltlc-
InlutlngS Purchased by the Gal
Icry The Sarsreitt and Chase Por
trnlt Arc Features of the Exhibit

With the opening of the first annual ex-

hibition of oil painting by contemporary
American artists at the Corcoran Gallery
of Art last night Washington has started
a movement which should and probably
will remit ht the establishment of a great
national salon which will prove an in-

spiration and an Impetus to American ar-
tists everywhere

It wag a great artistic as well as a great
social occasion Yesterday was press
view andaft day and gallery
WitS dosed to the public At I oclock last
night came the opening private view and
reception which was a card affair en-

tirely The invitations for last night in-

cluded all exhibitors the President of
United States and Mrs Roosevelt the
members of the the heads of
governmental departments members of
the diplomatic corps the members of
both Houses of Congress ninny of
the leaders of Washington society

The doors were opened promptly at 9

and at that hour the string of
carriages extended from the New York
avenue entrance of the gallery clear
around in front of the War Department in
Pennsylvania avenue

President Roosevelt There
President and Mrs Roosevelt arrived

early and entered by the Seventeenth
street entrance They were unaccom-
panied and after shaking hands with the
directors who were waiting to receive
them they were shown around the ex-

hibit by the president of the gallery
Chance C Glover The President seemed
to tae a great interest in the pictures
and admired especially Sargents portrait-
of John Hay The gallery was crowded

after the President arrived but it
was understood that his visit was in a
Hay informal and he only stopped his
fxaminatton of the pictures to shake
hands occasionally with personal friends

Many members of the Senate and House
of Representatives also visited the ex-

hibition nat Washington society was out
in force The place was brilliantly light-
ed though this did not enhance the values-

f some of the pIctures and this with
the music and the brilliant costumes of
the ladles made the scene an inspiring
oneThe Corcoran Gallery was beautifully
decorated for the event The staircases
were lined with palms and the orchestra
behind a bank of foliage played not so
loudly aa to make conversation a trial
The diplomatic corps was largely repre-
sented and more than one brilliant uni-

form added color to the scene

It may he said that generally speaking
the hanging committee accomplished a
difficult task well though It must be con-

fessed that it was a bit hard on the hn
massing together the bright

purples yellows reds and greens of this
school in gallery F so that they make
H riot of color and seem to light with
each other for notice It perhaps
unfortunate too that these

pictures were o placed the small-
est gallery that it ws hard to get far
enough away from them There are some
artists however who think that the far
ther away one get from these pictures
the better

At any rate the impressionistic school
is represented by some striking exam-
ples one might almost say exaggerated
xuaiples The most extravagant of these

pictures is Newman Carls Woman in
Gr en No Ml a picture that might be
described as something that never was
on sa and tend Here is a lady with a
bright dress seated on a magenta
sofa her yellow arm resting on a purple
cushion and whose naked shoulders make
her look as if she seriously ill Some
Irreverent youngster pointing this picture
out night to the lady accompanying
him was unkind enough to quote Gei
lette Bargees-

I never saw a purple cow
I never want to see one

which while a trifle unkind really
seemed to express the general opinion
about the picture

artists Not that the pictures some four
hundred of them rag be said to be typ
leally American If there ia a distinctive
American school it would be hard to dis-
tinguish hi this exhibition though of
course the work of John S Sargent
John W Alexander William M Chase
George Wharton Edwards Henry B Fil-
ler Albert Herter Spencer Baird Nichols
and Frederic Remington qualities
which are unmistakable

But of the subjects not even the land-
scapes are altogether American The
Fencing Master by George L Vesper

The First Snow a landscape of unusual
quality Willanl L Metealfs A May
Night which took the first prize This
shows the moonlight falling on the tall
and stately pillars of a colonial mansion
and picking It out from the shadows of
the great The grass of the sloping
lawn is bathed in a tender haze and in
the foreground but dimly outlined stands
the figure of the mistress of the mansion
The effect is a wonderful one and one
that i elsewhere in the exhibition
with marked effect notably the Ves-
pers of H Hobart Nicole the young
Washington painter whose technique is
admirable His picture shows the same
kind of moonlight as May Night hat
it has more action in it It shows the old
dames of Katwyx entering an ancient
church for vespers

landscape rugged and strong on which it
seems as if the color had been laid on
with a pallette knife Peonies by Wil

The Iloni Desert
One of the most distinctively American

landscapes in the whole collection and
this also was secured by the Gallery is
Albert L Grails The Land of the HOpI
Indian It shows what seems at first
to be a masH stretch of the Hopi desert
arched over with a wonderful sky But a
one takes in the view it seems that the
desert stretches out interminably lone

cheek rosy her graceful arm plump and
welt rounded has taken away his grim
scythe and seems to stand upon the brink
of time bidding our ancient enemy stand
back It is a fine allegory finely con-

ceived and the drawing is very firm the
coloring exquisite

But one could spend hours picking out
the gems of this exhibition one of the
most remarkable exhibitions of the work
of contemporary American painters that

ever been gathered together It is an
exhibition of which any country might
be proud and which to visit is a liberal
education in art It is highly probable
that the great success of this the first
national exhibit in the Nations Capital
will result in the establishment of an art
salon that will prove a great Incentive to
American art

faculty of Columbia University to the
capitals of South America next summer
under the of Bureau of
American Republics and with the indorse
meat of the President u d Secretary of
State is meant It developed yesterday a
the pn liminary step looking to the most
extensive and progressive scheme for
PanAmerican education ever hitherto
contemplated between any of the nations
of the worW-

Ac an outgrowth of Dr Shepherds
visit it Is expected that within few
years a plan of exchange of professors
between the leading universities of the
LatinAmerican countries and of the
United States similar to the plan that
was adopted between the United States
and Germany but on a far more exten-

sive scale wilt have been put in effect
While American universities are sending
professors at the present time to two or
three of the leading German educational
institutions a large number of them
rltuatetl in all parts of the United
will be engaged in exchanging
for courses of lectures with each of the
Central and South American republics
that may enter upon the scheme

According to the present plan fully a
score of the leading universities and col-

leges will be enlisted In the great work
of International education as it hi

that not more than one professor-
be spared at a time from each The sys-
tem will probably Be rotary each pro-
fessor delivering a series of lectures on
American affairs before one university in
each country Each LatinAmerican edu-

cator would in turn address each of the
American universities

This plan may not be carried out for
some time but it is known to have the
approval of both President Roosevelt and
Secretary Boot both of whom doubtless
win strongly endeavor to have k in force
before the close of the present adminis-
tration
