truth or untruth is material but because
she swore that she had tokl them all to
Harry Thaw and because it will be the
contention of the defense that they con-

tributed largely to the circumstances that
drove him to insanity

To this end therefore Evelyn Nesbit
Thaw was allowed to tell how much m
love with her Harry Thaw became how
he took her and her mother abroad
when abe waa to too weak to walk how
lie showered upon her every attention
that lover may offer the woman he
loves And having built up this picture-
of devfted affsction Mr Delmas con-

tinued fo yet other touches by
reading letters written to Evelyn Nesbit
Thaw i he continually calls her
a angel and leminds her
that hefrjharaH tys been respectful to
ward her and that no matter what hap-
pens he will always be her true friend

They are odd tetters badly spelled
sometimes fragmentarily written always
with pnrases of apparently sincere affec-
tion interspersed with snatches of words
that art entirely unintelligible but creat
ing indubitably the impression that the
writer was still devotedly attached to the
girl to whom he wnjte them denpite past
sorrowful happenings lo which he contin
ually obscurely refers

Turns Asrniii to White
The picture being vividly shown to the

jury Mr Delmas again turned to Stan-
ford and drew from the young
wife her story of how after she had

the strained downcast look gone
from face and his bearing was less
anxious and shamefaced

As fur her if she ever looked at him
it was not apparent For the most part
she lad her black eyes on those of Mr
Delmas only when the long legal dis-
cussions were going on she looked stead
ily at whomsoever was talking the court
Mr Jerome and Mr in turn a
if trying td understand what it was all
about

Adjourn Until Monday
Then Mr Jerome began an examination

When Evelyn Nesbit Thaw resumed her

testimony at the afternoon session there
was practically no change in her appear-
ance SIte faced a room more crowded
than at any time since the trial began
But the crowd inside was nothing to the
crowd that bad been turned away from
the building Owing to the difficulties at
the morning session Inspector McClusky

on hand to superintend the police ar-
rangements First the courtroom was
filled up with those who had friends at
court literally and after that only those
who had credentials that they were there-
on business were admitted Yet the court
officers had their troubles The women
or roost of them had to take back seats
and were not grouped up near the judge

The seats that had been occupied by the

Jerome had looked over the two

he suggested that Mrs Thaw be

The letter which in places was blurred

for the good of the country so that It will
be possible to make a treaty with Japan
in the event of the settlement of the
school question It is more than proba
ble that the Californians also will take
this view Just what the adjustment will
be is of course undetermined but it is
considered likely that the school board
once it hears what President Roosevelt
has to say will recede from the stand It
ha taken

Mayor Schmitz said last night an hour
or so after his arrival that be could not
discuss the pending questions This was
because he had been invited to come here
by the President for a conference and it
would not be proper to enter into a ibis
cusskm of the dispute until after he and
his colleagues had seen the President
The mayor said enough however to show
that he was in a receptive attitude and
ready to listen with attention to anything
President Roosevelt might have to say
His attitude Is not belligerent Among
other things be said

All this talk that we have taken a firm
stand on this question and are not ready
to listen to any one is without foundation
If it were true that we are not prepared-
to consider any proposition or arguments
laid before us concerning the action the
school board has taken what would be the
use of our coming down here to attend the
conference If we were so firm in our
convictions that we could not see the
other side there nothing to

I have not said at any time that I
intended to stand pat or that any one
would lave to show me

Xot Proper to TaU
I am willing to my that no Califor-

nian will stand on technicalities if It is
shown that the welfare of the whole
country will be affected by any attitude
that been taken

Instead or wanting to Impede the ef-

fort of the Japanese to acquire learning
we took the very best mode of

their ambition and that was by seg-
regation But few of theta could speak
English at all well and by separating
them from the white children we put
them where a teacher would be able to
devote to them special attention and far
more time than could have ordinarily
been granted This clearly for their
benefit if they really desired rapid ad-

vancement In their studies The truth
hi that at the bottom of the controversy
lies the question of pride of race The
Japanese consider themselves very great
ly the superiors of the Chinese and did
not like to be classed with the Chinese
a Mongolians Though it was in their
interest to be separated from the whites
Inasmuch as that would involve a sup-
posed lowering to Chinese level the
Japanese pride was touched and hence
the difficulty

As far as rewards the legal question
of the right of the San Francisco school
board to make the order of exclusion
there is scarcely room for argument Ex
Secretary Richard Olney stated the
ease precisely and logic 1 unsur
mountable

Schmitz in Control
Mayor Schmitz appears to be the man

who is running things The school board
was appointed by him and Is strictly
under control He has the power to
remove any member at any time and
of course any suggestions of policy he
may make wilt be carried out by the
board

President Roosevelt will explain to the
mayor and the school board the feelings
of the government here on the matter of
exclusion of Japanese children from the
public schools of San Francisco He will
point out that It is a source of irritation
to the Japanese people which should be
removed because if it te not removed-
it win be practically Impossible to nego-
tiate any sort of a treaty tending toward
exclusion of Japanese from the United

Some days ago President Roosevelt was
quoted as referring to Mayor Schmitz a
the bassoonplaying mayor Mayor
Schmitz said that he doesnt know how
to play a bassoon It te a violin with
which be te proficient

Japanese Agent Arrives
The Japanese will be represented by

Dr Mijakawa who arrived in Washing-
ton last evening He accompanied the
San Francisco school board and is the
representative of or more Jap-

anese residents of that city It was
he who drafted the resolution adopted
by the Japanese mass meeting last Oc-

tober which upon being sent to Japan
caused the first Japanese government
protest to be made to the United States

He is also the attorney who flied
the injunction case against the board
of education in the United States Cir-
cuit Court of San Francisco Several
of the large publications of the Pacific
Coast and Japan will use his reports of
the coming conference He carries
with hint resolutions of the Commercial
Manufacturers Association of San
Francisco which consists of IS leading
manufacturers employing over 25004
American laborers and the output of
which represents over 5 mW
These resolutions are in favor of the
Japanese against the board of educa
tion They will be submitted to the au-
thorities today
