and sold a band of hardy adventurers
spread out over the land to find the
ouree of the famed riches These hardy
soldiers of fortune with sword Jn hand
left their trail of blood and ashes wher-
ever thvy found opposition and caring
naught for hardships penetrated every
corner of the wilderness It was by one
of these expeditions that for the first
lime Butopilas was entered by the
stranger It was in 1633 almost three

that one of these parties
descending into the ravine where now
lies the city of Batoplias was astonished
to see the brilliant reflection In the river
uf stone along the bank On inspection
these were found to contain almost pure
tilver in its native state Immediately
the news spread throughout the country
and many flocked to this Eldorado where
iii many cases all that was jfacessary

was to give the metal the rounded
form and to stamp It with the bust of
tin reigning sovereign to make it money
Mines bad been found in great number
hut the ores were extracted only after
laborious processes and the expenditure

worked the Carmen mine It Is said that
he took out 14 ta000 some say more
Another a poor boy Cristobal Pares
while working for lead in the San Antonio
vein discovered a bonanza Up to the
tirm of expulsion of th Spaniards
following the revolution of 1S18 and the
succeeding years Batopilae was a flow
is hi ng and productive place At this time
it languished and industries died so that
in IMO there remained only ten families
in the place that had been the wonder
of viceroyal rlde the pride of the
Spanish kings and which had drawn par-
ticular attention from Humboldt and
Jamboa At that date It was of no more
importance than any Indian village in the
Slfrras

than two miles long which furnishes
litwer to move the mill of 100 stamps and
drives the dynamos for the lighting of

hc works and for tilt transmission of
Ifctric power to the mines The

th n carried from this Hacienda San
Antonio under the river through a five
lot pipe to the Hacienda San Miguel
where it is used to move twentyfive more
stamps and eight amalgamating pans

great Porflrio DIaz tunnel was pro
j cted and driven This tunnel 8 00 feet
long the longest Mexico and one of
the longest mining tunnels in the world
opens up a great area for exploration
cf veins at a depth and through it hun-
dreds of tons of ore are out weekly-
in ears drawn by gasoline engines and

ore dumped into the mill which is
nt the mouth of the tunnel All of the
machinery had to be brought upon the
backs of mules or burros for many days
When in 1880 the trip was taken to Batopl
115 the railroad reached only as far as
San Tex and there was a
fortyday stage trip to Chihuahua from
there an additional eight day staging
and then the six to eJght day mule trip
across the Sierras

At the present tiny the trip from the
railroad may be made in about three
days on muleback As time went on it
was found necessary for the economical
repair of the mills to have a foundry and
large castings are now made on the spot

replace wornnut parts There is a com-
plete machine shop and a complete sys-
tem for the reduction of ores and their
transform U ion into the silver
which i transported in the form of bars
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on muleback two bars to a mule to the
railroad and from there to New York
One million dollars has been paid in

but when the Improvements were
begun all the products of the mines were
put back into exploration work and per
manent Improvements When the busi-
ness was taken up In silver was on
a par with gold and often silver dollars
were sold at a premium for shipment to
China Then came the decrease in the
value of silver which a great blow
to all silver producers And caused many
mines in the United States to shut down
It has been possible however to work
the Batoplias mines on account of the
hit grade of the ores and because of
the favorable labor conditions the best
miners not making more than 2J to
J Mexican money which is half the
value of American money JJnskllled
labor receives from to 2 Mexican
money a day The work Is done mostly
by contract

The principal mines that are beinG
worked are those of the Sari Miguel group
which include the Carmen and San An-

tonio which were worked by the ancients
and the Veta Grande which was unknown-
to the Spaniards being a blind vein that
is one that did not show on the surface
but which was cut by a tunnel and on
which much of the work In recent years
has been done It has been worked 1600

feet below the level of the river and good
silver ore has been taken from that depth
thus disproving the old theory that the
rich silver was found only at the grass-
roots Its lowest working is about 2 W

feet below the level of ground Since
the present organization has had charge
of the business there have been taken
out about tfOX000 and it is impossible-
to tell the value of the ore taken out be-

fore that but many millions ex
tracted

With the methods of working
the unlimited depths to which these veins
can be worked large number of veins
which hive had simply exploration
work done on them to prove them and
the great amount of ground that has
been opened up by the Porftrio Diaz tun-
nel It would seem that this will be one
of the worlds producers of silver for the
next 260 years as it has been In the past
All of the equipment the foundation walls
and haciendas have been built with the
idea that they shall last for centuries

SHOOTS WOMAN AND HIMSELF

Denier Kills Sweetheart
and Then Commits Suicide in the
Rear of Store on Fourteenth
Street leaves Wife and One Child
Posed n n Single Man

Leonard T Brown a harness donler
shot and killed Margaret Straub an om
ploy of the Bureau of Engraving and
Printing and then committed suicide by
shooting in store 2134 Fourteenth
street some time Monday night The
bodies were found yesterday moftilng
When the store was opened by two clerks

Brown was a niarried man He and
the women had been friends for more
than a year Owing to his infatuation
for her Brown left his home shortly
after the first of the year and had been
sleeping in the rear of the harness store
About five weeks ago ha attempted sui-

cide by inhaling illuminating gas
Browns friends believe that the mUl

der and suicide were planned Brothors
of the dead woman assert that she was
killed because site had been remonstrated
with for her behavior and that as a re
suit she had told Brown she intended
giving him up

Brown and Miss Stranb attended the
maUiwas at Chases Theater Monday-
A box ef partly eaten candy was found
In the room The woman was fully
dressed Drown wa in his shirt sleeves
and had removed his shoes It is not
known at what hour the deed was com-
mitted Four shots in all were tired
Three of the bullets entered the head of
Miss Straub The fourth ended the life
of Drown The body of the woman was
found lying on a cot which had formerly
been used by Brown as a bed On the
floor beside her lay the body of the
man He had shot himself in the mouth
His neck was broken by the bullet Both
evidently tIed instantly

Death Compact
The position of the body of the woman

led the friends of Brown to believe that
the tragedy was planned by both From
appearances she had made no effort to1

escape after the first shot was tired
The right hand of the girl had bees
pierced by a bullet evidently done when
she placed it to the side of her head after
tbe first shot

The discovery was made by H
Smith aad Claude C Gardner The police
of the Eighth precinct were notified and
made an Investigation Coroner Novitt
viewed the bodies and decided that the
case was one of murder and suicide The
bodies were taken to the

Brown formerly lived at lllfl Colum-
bia road He leaves H wife and a
sevenyearold child He was thirty
years of age Mrs Brown resides with
her mother Browns parents live near
Anacostla His father its a watchman
for the Washington Loan and Trust
Company He has two brothers Tintr
man Brown of Washington a tlnnerr
and Sherman Brown who Is now in
Slew York The funeral will take place
Thursday from the home of Mrs Brown
in Columbia road

Brown was well known among the
horsemen of this city He made a spe-
cialty of articles for fast horses

Posed as SIngle Man
Miss Stranb was twentyaeren years

old and lived with her parents at 1711
T street She leaves a fa-

ther and three brothers Her father is
Rudolph Straub The brothers claim
that Brown until only a few weeks
ago had been caning at the girls home
and posing as a single man Frequently-
he took her out riding The brothers
took her to task about a month ago for-
going with Brown and she promised
to break off their relations They be
lieve that the woman told Brown of
her intentions and that the shooting
was the result She formerly worked
in the Treasury Department

According to Browns friends he was
successful in business and they can
offer no explanation for his act further
than that he was Infatuated with the
woman and she with him and that
they agreed to die together
