MOTHER OF ACCUSED HEARD

1rs Mary Copley Thaw Testifies in
Sons Belmlf hut Not Permitted to
Tell ns She Evidently Expected
anti Wished About Hereditary
Tendency to Insanity in Family

New York March 8 All the testimony
that will be offered to save Harry K
Thaw from the electric chair save tbe
opinions of two experts as to his sanfty
on the night he killed Stanford White
went to the jury today with the story

f Mrs Mary Copley Tfeaw his white
mired mother

in brief she told of tbe events that led
up to her sons marriage to Evelyn
NesMt from the time he returned from
Europe the young woman in the fall
if 1808 Summed up by those who heard

it her description of her sons manner of
acting during that period was not a pic-

ture of the way a madman would be
expected to act

Contrary to general expectations and
seemingly against her own wishes or
what she had been led to believe she
was not asked to tell anything about a
hereditary tendency to insanity in the
Thaw family It caused her great sur-
prise when her examination ended before
she had told anything of the Thaw fam-
ily history and when she showed a dis
position to go into this phase of the
case hinted at many times during the
trial she was taken off the stand gently
hut thinly by Lawyer Delmas captain
uf Thaws legal forces

ThnwH Mother Tetifle
Mrs Thaw is a substantial motherly

looking of perhaps sixty Her
hair lg somewhat silvery she was dressed
wholly in black She said when her son
got Mack from Europe in 12W this was
after Evelyn Xesbit Thaw had told him
in Parts about Stanford White he went
to his home in She noticed
that he was distracted and emotional

She was not of a prying disposition as
she it so she didnt Ibid out
much about what was worrying her son
At last he told her about what tin
wickedest man in York had done
He did not tell her the name of the girt
at first and she did not ask But her
son told her that this girt had been
wronged by this wicked man and be
never could be happy As she told of
these things Mrs Thaw tilled up once
or twice she was on the verge of tears
but she controlled herself

Question of Lunacy Commission
In the middle of Mrs Thaws star

i up the question of a lunacy com-
mission for Thaw the first time it has

spoken of in court Detains wanted
front Mrs Thaw a conversation she had
with her son In June 18W but Jerome
Vrotested In substance Jerome declared
that there was nothing to show that
Thaw was not insane now and it that
was the ease it was the courts duty to
ppoint a commission hi lunacy There
was no such contention Detams said
and Justice Fitzgerald said that he could
nut pass upon the question of the ap-
pointment of a lunacy commission unless
there was an appifeaUpn from the district
iittorney

Everything by Justice Fitzgerald
indicated he will not appoint a com-
mission on his own initiative It now
appears that alt hope that Jerome may
have had of a lunacy commission has
been swept away and that the jury will
decide Thaws fate

AVIclccilettt Man In Xew York
As Justice Fitsajeraid ruled that Mrs

Thaw could tell of these conversations-
she went on with her story She told
her son referring to the wickedest man
in New York that that sort of
was happening in a city like New York
all the time and why should he feel his
life was ruined Furthermore it was not
altogether his business to see that this
girl was not dragged down

It was shortly before her son sailed for
Europe the second time with Evelyn Nes
bit in 1M that she learned the name of
the girl who was causing him so much
worry She spoke to him about the

comment about his returning on
the same steamer with Evelyn but he
explained that there was nothing unusual

the young woman his wife He talked of
marrying her as early as 1SB and he
kept on insisting that he would marry
her At her sons solicitation she came
to New York met the young woman and
save her approval to the marriage on
Condition that Evelyns mother shouM
never enter their home and that the past
life of the girl should be a sealed book

The day of the marriage the defendant
sat at his desk writing out the will and
the codicil

ISxnminatioit Abruptly
Mrs Thaws direct examination ended

Jerome fought hard to get in some
deuce about the time Thaws income
was raised to HMM but it was excluded
Ijy Justice FUxgeraid on the ground that
it was before June IMS when Thaw first
heard the story about White from Evelyn

She told Jerome that her son did not tell
her that his relations with Evelyn Nesbit
were meretricious before he married her

When Jerome announced that he had
nothing more to ask her and Delmas in
his usual gallant manner motion that
lie had nothing more to ask her Mrs
Thaw was confused She looked at Jus-
tice Pitscerald and appealingly-

Is that all I may say I want with
your permteton to say something about
hereditary But Delmas did not want
to hear more and said so Jerome
made no effort to conceal ME pleasure at
Delmas embarrassment

Hurried Off Stand
I wanted to correct some false impres-

sions added Mrs Thaw But she was
not granted that privilege

Delmas announced that the rest of the
witnesses for the defense would be ex-

perts The trial was then adjourned until
Friday morning in order that Justice Fitx
gerald may attend the funeral of a rela-
tive It is not expected that the experts
who will be called will be asked to testify
t anything except a hypothetical ques
tion covering everything In the case

Before Dr Wagners testimony was fin-
ished today Jerome got him to admiftbat
from the time Evelyn Nesbit is said to
have told the story to Thaw about White
and up to the time Thaw killed Stanford
White there were intervals when he was
sane Jerome apparently put some impor-
tance on this testimony

Eliot of Harvard University takes
another tall out of football in the annual
report which he has just submitted to the
universitys board of overseers Presi-
dent Eliot asserts that the new rules have
not yet made football a desirable game
for gentlemen Ho also places basket
ball and hockey In the same class

In his report Dr Eliot says
The game of football was somewhat

Improved by the new rules extorted lust
year from its creators and managers by
th pressure of public opinion Under
tilt new rules the game is livelier and
therefore more interesting to watch It
gives appropriate opportunities to several
kinds of natural athletes and it affords
fewer opportunities for foul play and

whether deliberate and planned-
or sudden and accidental than the game
under the former rules afforded

Puic opinion also compelled the cm

though in respect to the number of
the new rules were violated at most

of the principal gameji by consent of
coaches and captains

SaDIe Injuries Result
The injuries inflicted on the Harvard

players ere of the same character as
were suffered under the former rules but
they were much fewer In number
spirit of the game however remains es-

sentially the same It therefore remains
an undesirable game for gentlemen to
play or for multitudes of spectators to
watch

I No game Is fit for college uses in
which men are often so knocked or cVush
ed Into Insensibility or immobility that it
is a question whether by the application
of water and stimulants they can be
brought to and enabled to go on playing
No game is lit for xollege uses in which
recklessness ia causing or suffering
serious bodily injuries promotes efficiency
and so is taught and held up for admira-
tion An extreme recklessness remains a
grave objection to the game of football
and it also mUM basketball and hockey
as developed in recent years undesirable
games

Football is properly described by the
adjective nerc a term which is com-
monly applied to the game by its advo-
cates

The grosK exaggeration of an competi-
tive sports is ROW working incalculable
harm to schools colleges and universi-
ties

Wn te of Money
As to the waste of money involved in

Intercollegiate sports Dr Eliot says
The fact that it is not the universitys

money which is wasted does not how-

ever Invalidate the statement that the
exaggeration of athletic spirts leads to
a great waste of money

The report concludes It is high time
that the whole profession of teaching lr
school college and university unite to
protest against present exaggeratiop
of athletic sports during the whole period
of education and especially to bring com-

petitive sports between schools and be-

tween colleges within reasonable limits
and establish the supremacy of intellec-
tual and moral Interests over physical in-

terests in all institutions of education
