The transportation worm isis turned
The railrOAd managers have threatened
reprisals en the government for what
they allege to be oppressive Executive
orders and legislation The source of
complaint is not so much Against the rail
roadrate Jaw as against the limitations
put upon the contracts for carrying the
malls and the penalties and forfeitures
imposed for Irregularities

The chief source of complain Is against
the legislation in last years postofflee
appropriation bill authorizing a reduction-
in the malt pay of the roads that fail to
keep to their time schedules in the ar-

rival and departure of the malls This
law has recently been put into perfect
operation The result has been that there
is hardly a railroad hi the country that
has not forfeited something from its
stipulated contract price for carrying the
mails under the law during current
quarter

In some case the forfeitures fall very
heavily and render the contracts
