hattan as early as the Dutch and it is
an interesting fact that the burial ground
about Trinity Church overlooking Wall
street won dedicated as Gods acre
in HM when the Danes haUL a little
church there which was presided over by
t nab from Denmark The first
Lutheran minister to hold a service in
America was Master Aarhus who ac
compented the illfated expedition to
Hudson Bay in l W and met his death
amid the snows of his flrst winter in
what he called NOVa DulL The con-

siderable Danish settlements in the
United States today are hi Idaho and
Utah Many of them are intersperse
with other Scandinavians throughout the
great Northwest Jacob fits journalist
author and educator hi perhaps the most
eminent American who is a native of
Denmark

The early connection of the Norwegians
with America goes hack to th time of
Leif Erikson and Erik the Red It was
the latter who discovered the icebound
land of Greenland In after years when
pressed for a reason for giving this cold
barren country such a misleading name
he saM it was because he hoped such a
nice name might attract settlers Erik
may safely be called the flrst progenitor-
of the common species now known as the
real estate boomer and naming of
Greenland the tint attempt at a real
estate boom on this hemisphere

One of the bravest sailors In the Con-

tinental navy In our war for independence
was Thomas Johnson a Norwegian He
helped Jen Paul Jones lash the Bon
Homme Richard to the Seraph and was
the last survivor of that memorable bat-

tle He died hi Philadelphia in Ml at
the age ef ninetythree proud with his
last breath of the memory that he had
been personally thanked by George
Washington for his bravery Knute Nel-
son one of the United States Senators
from Minnesota was born in Norway

in 1800 The Welsh have a legendary
claim of early settlement of
dating back as far as 1176 one
Madawg ap Owain Gwynedd crossed the
ocean with ten ships The authenticity-
of the claim Is shaken however by the
fact that nothing was ever heard of the
adventurer and hit colony after they left
the shores of Wales

to save enough to return horn the Poles
though often illiterate and with only mod-

erate ambition have several prosperous
settlements One of the largest of these
is in Buffalo where the people have
proved so sturdy and dependable that
their mortgages are always considered
good Investments

Of the Levantine countries Syria Ar
menia and Turkey have all mada contri-

butions to Americas making though as
a rule they have not been so welcome as
other races The Armenian massacre
however was responsible for our receiv-
ing a very superior class of Immigrants
many of them being people of education
and training capable of speaking from
three to six languages Maiiy Armenians
and Syrians are employed in the manu-

facture of silk and cotton usually on a
small scale Until fifteen years ago
Syrians were almost unknown here
Among the Itrst corners were those who
came to the Chicago Pair In ISM They
liked the country and advertised It so
much that many of their countrymen
came over to take up the manufacture of

Machinists Hope to Extend
Eighthour Law

OPPOSE ATTORNEY GENERAL

Columbia Lo l re Regulation
Should Apply to Work t n nnrt
Ordnance Made lap Private Con

cern for the Nnvy Deny Pur
eliiiNCK Arc Made in Open Market

Columbia Lodge of Machinists has de-

termined to make a hard fight to have
the eighthour law apply to all work
on and ordnance made by private
concerns for United States navy

a recent decision of the Attorney
General all bought In the open
market is net subject to the eighthour
law applying to all government work It
is claimed by the machinists that guns
armament c are not bought In the
open market but of one or two concerns
component parts of the steel trust

We are encouraged to believe
ISmmett I Adams by reason or export
advice that s guns and ordnance for the
use of the navy are not anti cannot be
purchased in the open market they logi-

cally come wader the operation of the
eighthour law At any rate as long a
any doubt exisU in our minds we are
having the subject carefully Investigated
by eminent authority and the result of this
investigation will be placed before
proper government mctaJ at an early

MJt has been pointed out by Attorney
that ships even battle ships do

not come under the operation of the eight
hw by reason of the fact that for

sign nations to this country on occa-
sion sad have their ships built in our pri-

vate yarns but it is considered significant
that those ships are required to leave our
shore before they are equipped with
guns and no instance to known of guns
or naval ordnance being purchased in the

market
No Open Market

At any rate Columbia Lodge is deter
mined to know what is the law relative to
the building of these In private
plant and to lend its assIstance to the
enforcement of the eighthour law as ap-

The letter was received with enthusiasm
and was particularly interesting in view
of the present situation and fact that
this concern is running In direct compe-

tition with the local naval gun factory
The committee in charge of the matter

reported the securing of an Increase in
wages for the machinists employed at the
Bureau of Engraving and Printing This
increase was from per diem to 4

per diem and places the machinists at
the bureau on an equal footing on the
wage scale with the members of Columbia
Lodge practically all of whom are em
ployed at the naval gun factory and
who were but recently granted an In-

crease to this amount after H long and
bitter campaign The new scale at the
bureau to to become effective at the bo
ginning of the next fiscal year or on
July 1 next The negotiations were con
ducted by Samuel EWer and Emmett L
Adams

Action was also taken looking to the
securing of the Presidents executive or-
der for the Saturday half holiday during
the summer months Congress failed to
make provision for the navy yards in
this respect and as was the case last
year It was tacitly understood that the
President would make provision for them
In an executive order An effort will be
made the machinists to have the ex-
ecutive order include all government em
ployes in the District of Columbia

the subject of hours of labor on govern
meat contracts

B J Keefe of Detroit third vice presi-
dent of the American Federation of
Labor Thomas OConnor president of the
Licensed Tugmens Protective Associa
than Daniel J Keefe of the Longshore
mens Association Thomas J Dolan of
the International Brotherhood of Steam
Shoveler and Dredgemen and W B
Jones of the Brotherhood of Dredge
Workers comprised the representatives-
of labor They brought with them a
number of documents to prove that the
eighthour law is being violated frequent-
ly by contractors upon government work

A number of convictions have boon so
cured in the lower Federal courts against
contractors in Buffalo Norfolk Cincin-
nati and Cleveland and these cases
have been carried higher up

Until the highest court passes upon them
the government cannot tell with accuracy
the eventual outcome of the eighthour
law but the President assured his callers
that the Jaw would be enforced to the
letter until a decision Is reached

Attorney General Rules Against Im-

migration Representatives

olilw South Carolina Did Not Vio-

late J atut Aevr Law Prevents
Inducements to Foreigners

The State of South Carolina did not
violate the alien contract labor laws ex
istmg prior to February 9 last when its
agents brought over from Europe uom
months ago HO or more immigrants for
employment in various lines of industry
This Is the gist of an opinion handed
down by the Attorney General of the
United States who also holds however
that under law approved by the
President February M aliens entering
this country under tbe circumstances of
those Introduced into South Carolina
would unquestionably be liable to exclu-
sion

The effect of the Attorney Generals
opinion unless overruled by the courts
will be to estop States from Inducing im-
migration to their borders The ques-
tion is of vital dbncern hi the South
whose prsepertty depends t a consld-
erabie extent upon the influx of desira-
ble immigrants from Europe-

It te brought out tbe opinion of the
Attorney General that Commissioner E
J Watson representing tbe State of
South Carolina went shroud and by ad
vertisements in various European coun-
tries collected a considerable number of
laborers or artisans and prepaid their
passage under agreement that they would
be provided with employment on their
arrival on this side of the water As
such agreement or contract was not en
forciMe and in fact was canceled by
a number of the immigrants the Attor-
ney General holds that the law is not
violated In support of his position be
ekes a number of rulings by Federal
judges The Attorney General snakes It
dear that Congress has the power to pass
laws relating to Immigration that shall
apply to States as well as to persons and
corporations

James B Connolly the author of sea

stories who enlisted In the navy as a
yeoman second class about the ftrst of
the year so that he might get material
for stories of the American navy has
been discharged There was an under
standing between Mr Connolly and the
Navy Department that he might leave
the service before his two years enlist-
ment period had expired He went Into
the navy at the suggestion of President
Roosevelt who thought that the author
might do for the American navy what
Rudyard Kipling had done for the
British

The reason of the failure of Mr Con
nolly was that his identity became
to his shipmates on the battle ship
bama They refused to fraternize with
him and it was Impossible for him to
go ahead with his work under such
circumstances Mr Connolly intended to
remain unknown to the jacktes with
