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PIG SAVES SIX LIVES

Swims Ashore with Lifeline
When Bark Is Wrecked.

ACCIDENT ON HOGSTYE REEF

Time-honored Idea that Porker Can-
not Swim Exploded When Anfmal
on Weish Bark Gets Rope to Na-

" tives on Shore of Fortune Island,
Capt. Hughes Vouches for Story.

New York, March 19.—Bringing the six
members of the crew of the wrecked
Welsh bark Annie Lloyd, the Hamburg-
American line steamer Prinz Eltel Fried-
rich reached port to-day from Inagua.

The men pwe their preservation from the
deep to a pig, and their experience ex-
plodes the time-honored saying that a pig
can't swim. A pig that was on the vessel
was used in & rough sea for getting a line
to the shore.

The Lloyd was bound for Hamburg
|when she was wrecked. On February 22,
at night, in a half-gale, the bark was
tumbled on & coral reef about twenty
miles from Fortune Island. She began to
leak almost immediately.

Capt. Wilham tried to get a2 lifeboat
away from the lee side, but it was
smashed into kindling.

The sea threw the bark down on her
port side until she had a slant of fifteen
degrees,

The waves broke over the ship so
hieavily that the crew had to batten
themselves below., The mate, boatswaln,
and carpenter finally lashed lifelines
about their waists and made thelr way
forward to where a water cask was se-
cured.

Cask Tried First.

They emptied the cask, and, making a
line fast to it, threw the cask overboard.
It was hoped to get the line ashore in
that way, but the project faiied.

The lines and cask were hauled back on
board and the mate suggested that the
pig be tried as a lifesaver. The plg was
big, noisy, and strong as an ox, The end
of the heaving line was placed about the
pig’'s midship section, and with angry
