the surface and was rescued the last ve

Bob In Valparaiso Harbor Chile
years ago He bad been sent there al
most direct Irma Bering Sea because
of soma diplomatic difficulty The Chit
eans were rather nasty but Evans quiet-
ed them In short order not diplomatical-
ly but by threatening to make hell
smell of garlic unless Chile came down

He once practically duplicated his Val-
paraiso experience at Tunis The

consul reported some difficulty and
Evans was sent with his shut to straight-
en ott the trouble He told the Bey that
unless he apologized Tunis should be
blown away back into the inland moun-
tains by the Yankee guns but agreed V

settle the trouble for an apology and a
salute of a hundred gone in Americas
honor The African potentate couldn t
do this because he hadnt enough powder-
in his magazines Evans finally accept-
ed a gala banquet Instead and survived
it with unimpaired digestion

Evans was a captain when the Sran
ish war broke out and this gave him a
chance to help destroy Cerveras fleet at
Santiago and so round out an active na-
val life which had already contained
its share of sea fighting most satisfac-
tory to him When he to HI his
life story in a book he got into trouble
with the dtn rtment hy siMNikiiu of a
former Secretary of the Navy us an in

sectHe te almost as famous for his report-
ed desire to make Spanish the most popu
lar tongue in Gehenna just before the
battle of Santiago and for his entertain-
ment on board his ship of the German
Kmperor at Kiel when the North German
ship canal was t opened as for any of
his stunts ss a fighter

Iloch Der Knitter Joe
Rear Admiral Coghlan has been called
Fighting Joe but his nickname was

never so adhesive as Evans Coghlan-
te better known as Hoch der Kaiser
because he sang a few verses of doggerel
bearing that title one night in New York
that referred somewhat lightly to the
German Kmperor and had been current
In the Orient years before the trouble
in Manila Harbor where Admiral Dewey
had a run to or two with the Kaisers ad-
miral VOH Diederich

Coghlans indiscretion was committed
lata in April eight years ago at

J ague Club In New York He had
only recently returned from Manila
where Ms vessel the Raleigh tired the

Condor Charlie Bercaford
Lord Charles Beresford British mem-

ber of the quartet Is as famous for his
deviltry when a youngster as for his
admirable conduct at the bombardment
of Alexandria twentyfive years ago when
his little gunboat Condor did what the
bigger ships couldnt do silenced the

forts and hastened If not won
for British

He Is now alxtyona well set up well
colored and sturdy but when lie en-

tered the navy as midshipman a puny
lad of thirteen he overheard one old
salt toll another as he stepped upon
the deck

Before he was twtenty the boy became
famous for his skill with his lists One
morning a corporal of marines wise had
to get the midshipmen out of bed at a
certain hour Beresford fail-
ed to hint

gested that the two should light It out
right then on deck The corporal was
much older than the midshipman and
decidedly burly but he could not
the challenge Beresford

Beresford has three medals for saying
drowning sailors but he has saved the
lives of at least a doxea ss isis admirers
say At Port Staptey Falkland Islands

oldest officer In theBrttah navy to help
him steal the swinging parts of a toll
gate which they carried to London

His historic theft of tin eagle that
the American consulate at Hon-

olulu was committed In UK He came
near losing his place in tIM navy then
but kept It by nailing the eagle back In
its place There to another atery that he
and the Marquis of Qneettefeerry once
tore the eagle from shove the entrance
to another United States consulate burn-
ed H and danced a New Zealand war
dance about the fire but the story some-
times places this consulate at Kingston
Jamaica and sometime m Saato Domin

Beresford te as good a horseman as he
is a sailor and used often to play the
part of a gentleman jockey Two or
three times he has been thrown and has
broken two or three ribs each tint Once
he fell twenty feet into the hold of s
ship and smashed himself all to pieces so
that he Is a muchmended man Curi-
ously enough although always in the
thick of the fray when present at a bUt
tie he has never been wounded

In 1884 at Abu Klan in the Sudan
where Sir Herbert Stewarts forces en
countered an overwhelming force of
Arabs Beresford and his men bad tiiarge
of the machine gun which mowed down
the Arabs in heaps When the fight was
finished and the butchers bill wis tken account of Beresford was the only
survivor of the machine gun squad He
was not even scratched and marvelous
stories of his charmed life we circu-
lated

This fight took place in Lod W lse
leys unsuccessful campaign for the rs
cue of Chinese Gordon at Khartum Th it
campaign followed close upon the bom-
bardment of Alexandria In ISC when lie
wan the title of Condor Charlie and
was 1onored by the signal well don
Condo from the flag ship He was re
warded by a promotion to a captaincy
while the commanding admiral was made
a peer and received a huge money grant
Beresford and his friends have always
claimed that he was not treated fairly

Lord Charles Beresford ass served sev-
eral terms in Parliament he was First
Lord of the Admiralty under Salisbury
and h has written several books oil of
them on practical and business tcplcs
It is greatly to his regret that he has
had no fighting to do since war ship and
guns have reached their present high
state of development

Beresford was an intimate friend of the
Prince of Wales now King Edward un-
til Lady Beresford wrote a letter which
became famous about Lady Brooke now
the Countess of Warwick when scandal
was busy with Lady Brookes name Br

telegram to the prince declining
a dinner invitation which most peraena
would have considered a command Sor-
ry I cant come lie follows by post Is
famous

So is the signal which be hoisted on his
ship in 1887 during a naval review at tithead when the Queen was present
Lady Beresford to go on board the yacht
where I will join her at once Beresford
meant no harm by thit signal but it was

der the equator between Lakes Albert
Edward and Victoria Nycnza and

sovereign are twelve m number in RoMe
the Cardinal Vicar who since tt takes
the place of the Pontiff In the matter
invariably washes toe feet of thirteen
men The custom of having thirteen
Instead of twelve poor men to repre-
sent the apostles on this occasion dates
from the reign of GregOry the Great Ac
cording to sacred legend and popular tra-
dition one Holy Thursday when Gregory
the Great was engaged in washing the
feet of the twelve poor seen whom he
always assembled on that day at a
bounteously spread table he suddenly
found a thirteenth before him on whose
feet were the stigma of the wounds of
the cross and who bad mysteriously van-
ished before the kneeling Pontiff com-
pletely overcome by the sight had risen
to big feet From that time thir-
teen instead of being considered unlucky
has always been looked upon as a sacred
number by the Roman Catholic Church
and more especially at Rome and no
where is the prejudice against the num-
ber thirteen regarded with more intoler
ance today than at the Vatican

At the Vienna Hofbwrg the venerable
Emperor in spite of his advanced age
never tails on Holy Thursday to perform-
in person the ceremony of washing the
feet of twelve poor men who arrayed in
new clothes furnished by him for the
occasion sit In a line on a raised dies
After a brief religious ceremony the
monarch kneels before each one In turn
and pours on to the extended foot some
tepid rosescented water from a golden
ewer which Is carried for him by the
cardinal archbishop of Vienna while
senior archduke present bears the golden
basin Another high dignitary extends to
him the embroidered towel with which
he dries each foot When the foot wash-
Ing is complete and the men have re
sinned their footwear they take their
place at a bountifully spread table where
they are waited upon by the Emperor and
the archdukes and afterward roof to their
respective homes In court each
furnished with a wellfilled and a
large basket containing dishes prepared
by the imperial chef and wines from the
imperial cellar

At Madrid Alfonso If sufficiently
recovered from Ills severe attack of lade
ease will undertake the same ceremony
but It is a question whether the young
Queen in her present delicate condition
of health wilt be able te undergo the fa-

The aspect of Madrid and in fact oC

all other Spanish cities during Holy Week
te of a nature which carries one back
to the Middle Ages From Thursday
evening until Sunday morning no car
riage cart tramcar or omnibus Is al-

lowed in the streets All the sentinels
and troops when on duty have crepe on
their sword hilts and epaulettes Women
of all classes are dressed In sable hues
and wear the national mantilla Music
and the sound of bells are forbidden dur-
ing the whole of the week On Thursday
Friday and Saturday a strict fast Is ob-

served from one end of the country to
the other and during these three
more than two thousand men dressed in
long white linen robes and white linen
veils pierced with three holes for the
mouth and eyes thrown over their faces
patrol the streets of Madrid and Seville
carrying crosses and lighted wax tapers
In their bands and thanting psalms
Among the many processions to be met
In the chief thoroughfares of the metrop-
olis Is that in which the Archbishop of

releasing a prisoner at the Passover in
remembrance of their delivery from

Their most Catholic majes-
ties for that is the correct title of the
rulers of Spain adopted a similar cus-
tom for the celebration of Good Friday
Until the reign of Isabella II only one
sentence was remitted Several papers

one contaIning the name of a condemned
prisoner These were placed promise
ously in a large silver salver and that
criminal was reprieved on whose neper
the royal hand rested the others obtain-
ing no benefit The anxiety of all those
whose names were given in for this pur-
pose and the bitter disappointment of the
unsuccessful may be better imagined
than described Soon after Isabella II
came to the throne Good Friday came
round The court was assembled hi the
palace chapel The time tot adora-
tion of the cross had come The young
queen knelt before the crucifix the sal-
ver with three papers was presented and
all watched for her majesty to touch
one and to repeat the traditional words

May God pardon me as I pardon thee
But with tears in her eyes and a heart
full of pity regardless of tradition she
stretched forth both her hands brought
all three papecs together and in a broken
voice exclaimed Yo os perdono a todos
yasi Bios me perdone May God pardon
me as I pardon you all Since that time
the sovereign has invariably been accus-
tomed to commute the penalty of three
criminals under sentence of death Instead
of one

In England the custom of washing the
fet on Holy or Maundy Thursday was
retained until the close of the reign of
King James II the last Roman Catholics
sovereign of Great Britain Since that
time the washing of the feet has been
abandoned but sixtysix poor men and
sixtysix poor women their number cor-
responding to the number of years of the
sovereign will assemble in Westminster
Abbey on Thursday to receive gifts of

notes of their trumpets resound far be-
yond the precincts of the royal abode
On thtt day the Emperor and Empress
attend divine service at the Cathedral
and at Its close the Kaiser as on New
Years Day walks accompanied by all
the princes of his house and the chief

of the army to the main guard
in order to give the watchword for the
day Fulldress uniform to da rigueur
not only for every officer but likewise
for every soldier who shows himself In
public on this day In the afternoon Bast-

Until lg Easter wag celebrated in too
most impressive manner at the court of
the Vatican Shortly after midnight the
entire square In front of St Peters would
be thronged by people of every clue oC
society from the grandest patricians
down to the humblest contadinl or peas
ants The greater part of the papal army
all its members arrayed in fulldress uni
form were drawn up in the center and
along the colonnade on either and
then every one would patiently wait for
daybreak Just before the sun appeared-
on the horixon a deep and solemn silence
would settle over the Immense assembly
and then the Pope folio wed by a great
retinue of gorgeously attired prelates
would appear In the loggia or open gal-
lery above the huge gates of the

Stretching his hands in a sweep
Jag gesture the pontiff crowned for the
occasion with hisjeweled tiara would
just as the sun rose pronounce in a loud
and resonant tone of voice the blessing

Bendlcat vos and a moment later the
cannon of the castle of St Angelo would
boom forth the Easter morn salute while
the various military bands in the square
would strike up the Te Deum the
music being almost drowned by the ac-

clamations of the crowd This impres-
sive ceremony has been abandoned ever
sino the establishment of the capital of
the kingdom of Italy at Rome Both the
late and the present King of Italy have
repeatedly endeavored to persuade the
court of the Vatican to revive it aeeur
ing the Pontiff all the manifestations of
respect due to a fullfledged sovereign
With the Improvement of the friendly re-

lations between the Vatican and the Qolr
inal which has been progressing without
interruption since the succession to the
throne of the present Pontiff Pius X
there is a prospect that the church may
eventually yield to the wishes of the
crown and of the nation In the matter
and that the Pontiff may once more show
himself from the loggu above the great
doors of St Peter to bless the people as
the sun rises on Easter morn
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
