CLERKS PAY NOT AFFECTED

Reduction In Geological Survey Hits
Scientists and Experts Only

The reduction of HOOO In the appropria-
tion for topographical work by the Geo-
logical Survey has necessitated a cut in
the salaries of a number of scientists and
experts but the salary of the clerks was
net affected thereby Reductions were
made in the salaries of sixteen men as
follows Four geographers nine topog-
raphers three assistant topograhpers all
reduced in salary and five topographers
and assistant topographers dismissed

Congress at the last session only appro
priated 1860000 instead of the askedfor

350000 and Mr Walcott former Director-
of the Survey at once set to work to

ways and means to apply this sum in
such manner as to reduce the expenses
where the cut is least felt and at the
tame time to render as much work as
possible with th means at hand A com-
mittee of three was appointed to recom-
mend a readjustment of the wage scale
and every one of these three members
recommended to have their own salaries
reduced The reduetien in salary affects
but four classes ranging from 3009 to

The biggest cut JIM is a reduc-
tion of M 28 per cent

It is learned that another reduction In
the force not in salaries will be an-

nounced from the Survey in the near fu-

ture This reduction is necessitated by a
similar reduction of 9003 in the amount
allowed for the work of another branch
of the Survey In this ease as in the
geographical work the pay af the desks

Financier Says Resources for Legit-
imate Daxlnena Purposes Ample
Roads Really Owned by People and

I do not expect to see the President
said Mr Ryan for there is nothing more
that I can do now
confronting the administration I
of course railroad situation The rail-
roads are really owned by the people and
not by Wall street brokers They should
be taken out of Wall street and the stock
quotation tickers should be taken out of
the railroad offices

T e practical railroad men should be
in absolute control of th roads They
should waleome every opportunity to con-
fer with the President him in his
efforts to reach a solution that will be
fair and just to the country and to the
corporations and insure obedience to the
law One of the worst features of the
present situation is that every money
center in the world Is finding use for its
capital in the promotion af home Indus
triesWhile I think have enough money
to take care ef the legitimate business of
the country I do not believe unless we
can draw very heavily upon European
money centers that there Is enough to
carry an an active stock speculation in
Wall street I think It the duty of the
money lenders to frown upon any undue
speculative movement in any direction

They should husband their resources
anti be prepared to furnish legitimate
business with the necessary capital and
the money necessary to move the tre
mendous crops that we are likely to have
this year

Regarding the political situation Mr
Ryan was inclined to be taciturn but
saidI feel that the South holds the power
to dominate Democratic party policies
Mr Roosevelt will name the next Repub-
