DECISION IS NOT ANNOUNCED

Former Manager Claims Agreement
with Him Was Not Kept by Wash-
ington Club Owners~Other Matters
Up for Consideration Before the
Commission—Comiskey Banqueted,

Cincinnati, Ohio, April 6.—President Tom
Noyes and Manager Joe Cantollon, of the
Washington club, appeared before the
national commission here to-day to resist
the attempt of ex-Manager Jake Stahl, of
Washington, to have the commission
foree their club to trade him to Boston,
or name a price at which some other
American League organization might buy
him. No decision was announced, and
the outcome will not be known for sev-
eral days.

Stahl claimed that when he threw up
his job as manager last season he was
told that he would be allowed to go to
any club he might seiect, He picked out
Boston, and announced in the newspapers
that he would play there, Then the
trouble began. He said Boston made
several proposals to Washington for a
trade. One of them was to give Grim-
shaw, the first baseman, and Harris, the
pitcher. The other wag to give Grimshaw
and Unglaub, dut Washington turned
down both offers. Stahl thinks these
trades were reasonable, gnd that by not
making them Washington violated the
agreement with him,

Messrs, Noyes and Cantillon both denied
that the exchanges proposed were what
was worth. They did not con-
siller any of the players Boston was
willing to let go of any especial value,
while Stahl was considered a classy first
baseman when relieved of the burdens of
management. They sald they gave Stahl
the right to choose his ciub privately, but
