Purpose of the Lav-
As to the purpose of the purefood law

Mr Bonaparte gives this opinion
The primary purpose of the purefood

law is to protect against fraud consumers
of foods or drugs as an Incidental or
secondary purpose it seeks to prevent or
a i least discourage the use of deleterious
substances for either purpose but its first
aim is to insure so far as possible that
the purchaser ot an article of food or of
a drug shall obtain nothing different from
what he wishes and Intends to buy

to the recognised commons of
statutory construction the language of
its provisions must be Interpreted with
reference to and in harmony with this
primary general purpose so that in de-

termining the proper nomeciature for arti-
cles of food as defined in the act the
intention of the law will be best observed

by giving to such articles names readily
understood and conveying definite and
familiar ideas to the general public al-

though such names may be inaccurate in
view of a chemist or physicist or an ex-

pert in some particular industrial art as
in the distillation and roSinIng of spirits

Mr Bonaparte then tackles the ques-

tion Wbat Is whiskey saying-
A chemist or a distiller might answer

this question altogether differently from
i he ordinary purchaser of whisky fw his
own consumption but the purchasers
view of the matter is material to ifctah
the primary purpose of the purefood law
and I think it may be safely said what
lie meVns by whisky when buying it as a
distilled spirit fit for use as a beverage
and having the particular flavor which
human experience has classified as that
of whisky

Flavors Arc Different
Undoubtedly the flavors of different

kinds o spirits all known as whisky
differ considerably and it may be that
the general impression of their similarity-
is due in some measure to imagination
or imperfect memory nevertheless a
tinct anti definite idea te suggested to the
mind by the words whisky flavor this
idea is e w nUal in ascertaining

identity of a spirit claimed to IK
whisky and in my opinion It is the de-

cisive factor in determining the relative
weight of the claims of two or more kinds
ef spirli to the same

According to the true intent of the
purefood he says a mixture of
whisky with neutral spirit must be
ileeiued a compound and not a blend
although the spirit may be a distillate
