He met President Cleveland in 1884 and
made so good an impression that when
he asked to be made United States dis-
trict attorney for Neorthern Iillneois the
President appointed him Comptroller of
Currency. He served as Comptroller from
1893 to 1847,

Mr. Eckels made many speeches on the
currency question, and became prominent
as a gold-standard advocate, and in 1856
he became affiilated with the
Democrats. In 183 he was mentioned as
a possibility for Democratic nomination
for President in 1904,

After finishing his term as Comptroller
of the Currency, Mr. Hckels became
president of the Commercial National
Bank of Chicago, which position he held
