The police of Day-
ton, Cinginnati, and Chicago attribute to
him the deaths of a half dozen women,
either by strangulation or poisen, in ad-
dition to the wiping out of his family.

The drug which made a Mr. Hyde of
this Dr. Jekyll was hyocine-hydrobromate.
In the effort to save his life, his mentality
was tested, but the examining physicians
declared him sane, except when he was
drugged.
