MORE LOTTERY INDICTMENTS.

Grand Jury WIill Be Impaneled st
Wilmington to Continue Work,
Mobile, Ala., April 2L—-The investiga-
tion into the operations of the
Lottery has been completed by the Fed-
eral grand jury, whe have been at work
for three weeks on the case. Eight more
indictments have been returned,
names will not be made public until ad-

journment.

In connection with the departure from
the city of Assistant Attorney General J.
B. Nields, who has been in Mabile
eral months in connection with the inves-
tigations, and who left yesterday for
Wilmingten, Del., it was stated to-day
that Mr. Nields would not return to Mo~
bile as at first indicated. The district at-
torney goes to Wilmington to impanel a
grand jury there for probing into the op-
erations of a lottery company.

It appears that tickets of the Honduras
National Lettery Company were printed
in that eity, and that the government
has decided to impanel a special jury
there for the purpose of Indicting all per-
sons engaged in the printing, shipping,
and selling of lottery tickets.
