Secretary of War Tart Will Make
Address at TnlHn June O to Tell
People Vlint the Administration
Thinks of Matter Democrats In
Control of the Convention

The attitude of the Republican party In
Oklahoma toward the constitution recent
ly adopted there by the constitutional con-

vention which was overwhelmingly Dem-

ocratic was discussed yesterday at great
length at a series of conferences In which
the administration the Republican Con-
gressional committee and the two Terri-

tories that wilt comprise the new State
were represented It was decided that
the party in Oklahoma should fight the
constitution at the polls tooth and nail
and tailing to defeat it In that wise that
President Roosevelt should be strongly
urged to refuse to promulgate the instru-
ment It is understood that assurances
hkve been given that the President will
never approve the Oklahoma constitution
In its present form

Doubt was expressed early In the day
that the representatives of the party from
Indian Territory and Oklahoma could be
Induced to act In unison in their attitude
toward the constitution The men from
Indian Territory were at first disposed to
swallow the constitution expressing the
fear that If It failed at this time thus
necessitating the passage of a new en-

abling act that Oklahoma might go It
alone for Statehood and thus leave Indian
Territory out on a limb Out these fears
w r dissipated and the Republicans of
Indian Territory will conduct a vigorous
aggressive campaign In the proposed new
State with a view of defeating the con-

stitution that is so objectionable to them
President In Accord

James S Sherman of New York and
Henry C Londenslager of New Jersey

drafted

The Republicans of Oklahoma have the
upper hand In the fight with their Demo-
cratic brethren If the people there

the constitution in August the Re-
publicans may take an appeal to the
President In which they are red be-

forehand that they will be successful
Then It will be necessary for the twin
Territories to once again apply for

Both Houses of Congress being Re-
publican an enabling act can be passed
that would Ue the hands of the Demo
crats should they again control the sec-

ond constitutional convention that would
have to be held

Taft to Defeat Constitution
In his speech at Tulsa la June Secre-

tary Taft wilt probably tell the people of
Oklahoma just what the administration
thinks of their proposed constitution
TIde is expected to have the effect of

the constitution In that event
Congress will be asked to pass another
enabling act next winter If the consti-
tution Is adopted by the people then the
President will doubtless refuse to pro-
