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Mitigating Our Icnnl System
Our penal system comes in for a goodly

share of wholesome criticism nowadays
particularly when It deals with first of-

fenders or with that large clue of
who find themselves in police

courts for minor breaches of conduct
Judge McKenzie Cleland of the Chicago
Municipal Court goes so far as to
that the whole penal system Is wrong
and that the interests of society would be
much hotter served by paroling prisoners
He has put in operation in his court a
parole system under which a man who
promises to do better is given a chance to
live down the error of hIs ways Out of
2M persons put on probation 265 kept
their word with him and are doing well
according to his report a month or more
ago

In an interview Judge Cleland illustrates
his method and his theory of dealing with
crime by the cue of a man who while
intoxicated attacked another inflicting
a serious and possibly fatal wound I
will send that prisoner to jail for thirty
days said the judge He will then call
himself a fool a thousand times over
and thereafter will be as good a citizen-
as any of you He was a good father
until this act and what possible benefit
is to be derived by making this man a
convict instead of letting him resume his
place as a good cltlsenT

Such a method of treatment almost
wholly ignores the punitive idea which
dominates the penal code and has been
severely criticised on that account but
it has the support of Judge Clelands as-

England in India
There has been much seeking among

English statesmen for n reason for the
steady growth of discontent among the
natives of Hindustan It is beyond the
bounds of probability that ever again will
there be an organized uprising against
British rule In India on anything like the
scale of the Sepoy mutiny but there is
much evidence of the existence of a
growing feeling of alienation which Is

being fostered by some of the most In-

fluential native politicians
English rule in India has always been

rather a marvel It has been on the
whole strikingly good rule and the
country has been exploited for Its own
benefit not for the benefit of the ruling
close Public works vastly bettering the
country are carried on employing native
laborers who otherwise would be Idle for
years an admirable system of education
has been in effect native customs and
religious observances have been inter
fered with as little as possible and the
necessary work of government munici-

pal as well as national has progressed for
years with efficiency and economy

And yet there are mutterlngs of revolt
much louder now than for many years
Some students of the situation affect to

find the reason in Lord Kitcheners ad
ministration of the army The Friend
of India one of the oldest newspapers-

in India says that Kitchener has
verted the loyalty of the native
into disaffection and It demands his re-

call on the ground that hit arrogance
and lack of familiarity with the peculiar
conditions of Indian life are endanger-
ing the safety of the Indian Empire

One feels that there must be some ex-

aggeration here for Kitchener has shown
himself able to handle situations which
to other men were impossible His lack
of familiarity with the Egyptian charac
ter did not prevent him from quieting

the Soudan nor did lila lack of knowl
edge of Boer nature prevent his doing
much toward retrieving the mistakes of
his predecessors In South Africa

A native writer in the Hindustan Re-

view attributes the present disaffection-
not to the army but to the attitude to-

ward the natives of the British civil
service servants who seem to feel their
political superiority to the Indians and
do not hesitate to show It They have
Jim crow cars on the Indian railroads

but unlike the system In our South
where the cars are set aside for the ne-

groes to the exclusion of the whites in
India the English are allowed to use the

Indian cars There is little social Inter
course between the natives even of the
best class and the British and the na-

tives are barred from all but the worst
clubs Many little things go to show
how wide is the gulf botween the ruled

and the rulers in India and to us with
growing colonial problems to face It

should be instructive and interesting to
