With the laudable ambition to rate
within own borders every luxury as
well as every staple food her people
might need the United States has teen
busily adapting foreign plants to the
soils and climate of her own dominions
The result in many instances has been
highly satisfactory and optimistic exper-
imenters look forward to the day when
this country will be exporting the same
commodities that she now imports at a
rust of many million of dollars each
5

Rice WM the first adopted plant to prove
its commercial value though It was

In the proving South Carolina had
satisfactory crops of it in the latter part

the seventeenth century her low-

lands being admirably adapted to its
Since it is the staple food of half

the world it I a grain of no inconsider-
able importance and cultivation a
needful in a country using as much
of It as ours For nearly 200 years the
output of rice in the United States was
confined to South Carolina North Caro-
lina and Georgia with a small amount
raised in Louisiana by the Cajans Up

the yield for the first three States
had averaged over lKtMMO pounds of
cleaned rice each year for fifteen years

Then Louisiana began to raise it on a
noticeable scale The very old hand
methods of planting gathering and
threshing obtained generally Then in
1 there came some immigrants from
the wheat countries of the Northwest to
revolutionize things They looked over
the level Louisiana lands and saw that
proper irrigation of the buckshot soil
would not make it impassible for heavy
teams After installing a system of reser-
voirs canals and wells they brought
down the wheat machinery they had
in their Northern fields and with slight
modifications used it for the planting
and harvesting of rice

A field of from 200 to 3W acres can be
seeded to rice by one farmer a helper
and good teams while the use of har-

vesters demonstrated that on of
those can do the work of forty men This
Introduction of ricefarming on a large
scale In Louisiana was followed by a Tex
as venture In 19M A P Borden of
Pierce put in 1M acres of rice on a
prairie in Matagorda County and despite
grepn hands unskilled management and
terrific storms sold his crop for 85 an
acre when had cost him only 15 He
used the seed of the famous Klushiu rice
which withstands storms and which can
be threshed and polished with less break
ing than other varieties

In 1 M there were 230309 acres In that
region In rice the tract extending from
the Mississippi nearly to the Rio Grande
Each year finds 60000 acres added to the
rice lands Last years yield was In the
neighborhood of 48DOM909 pounds valued
at 13000600 which is only about half the
amount the United States uses
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While the United States is known to all
the world as the great coffee drinking
nation the consumption of tea here Is
also a large Item In the year ending
June 30 1MB the imported tea amounted
ti 1129Q6U pounds at a value of 13119-

SJ The same year the tea farms of the
United States yielded only six tone While
the amount was small the flavor and
strength of the American product com
pared most favorably with the foreign
brew It has proved its adaptability to
te climatic conditions of certain sections
and when It can be raised at a moderate

and marketed at the same price as
thp products of Japan China Ceylon
and India it suggests itself as a profit
ahl enterprise for willing to under-
take its culture

Tiie first tea plant in America was set-
out in Middteton Barony near the Ash
Icy River fifteen miles from Charleston

by none other than the famous
French botanist Michaux This has
gr wn into a small tree since its plant
Ing in 1M In 1881 the Department of
Agriculture undertook experiments in
South Carolina though it gave up the
work at many stations before definite
conclusions were reached As early as IMS

T r Junlus Smith had a successful plant-
Ing of tea but the first marketable tea
was from the plantation of Dr Charles
r Shepard of Summerville S C who
sold some In Baltimore in 1893

Experts pronounced the Sumraerville
product equal to any of the English
breakfast teas The Shepard farm Is
known as the Pinehurst estate and has
a large grove of Assam Hybrid bushes
Negroes are employed in the picking of

leaves and have proved more efficient
than Orientals A rather unique solution
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of the question of labor has been made
there In order to insure skilled pickers-
a good school was built good teachers
employed and all the little negroes for
mi 3 around invited to attend free
of charge Besides the lessons they were
taught how to pick tea and then given
regular employment outside school hours
making enough to buy clothes and food

A private corporation known as the
American Tea Growing Company has a
successful farm in Colleton County South
Carolina while at South Fraser and the
Rose Tea Garden stations various teas
are proving their worth Among the va-

rieties that have thrived in the South
Carolina climate are Dragons Pool As
sam Hybrid Darjeellng Kangra Japa
rp Formosa and Ceylon At the exper-
iment station near Wharton Tex and in
California tea has been found to grow
well In China the tea yield is rarely
over 200 pounds to the acre The Pine
hurt plantation frequently produces as
high as 256 pounds from small trees The
best Chinese tea cornea from old trees
some of which are 209 years old

The good old padres of Father Junipero
Serras mission band brought the olive
with them into California and in the
San Fernando Valley where there Is now
the largest olive ranch in the world there
still remains the great stone basin and
stone press in which the fathers made
oil for their own use European olive
trws bear little until fifteen years old
and are not fully productive until they
are thirty In California two gallons of
berries have been picked from twoyear
old trees and thirty gallons from six
yearolds The San Fernando Valley
ranch has 1100 acres and sends out over
50000 gallons a year One gallon of the
bitter green berries will make from n
pint to a quart of oil Fifty varieties of
the olive will grow in this country though-
it chooses only the southern and middle
California valleys and parts of Mexico
and Arizona for its habitat It requires
greet care the first few years of its life
but after that sets on with only moder-
ate attention and yields about 250 worth
of oil to the acre

The duty Oft lemons is about 85 cents n
box but as the coat of picking in this
country is from LX to 2 a day and in
SI iy from C cents to 45 cents the
American product enters the market on
about equal with the foreign Cal-
ifornia Americas lemon district began
sending out the fruit in noticeable quan-
tities in 1902 shipping east about 2000
carloads that year Her effect on tho
market had been felt somewhat before
for in the value of Imported lemons
was W54F3B and in ten years it dropped
to J30009W of Californias profit
from her toman Industry comes through
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her byproducts such as lemon oils and
extracts

The citron and the lime have found a
home In California and Florida anti pay
well for their raising The date palm
from Egypt hits also found a comfortable
footing on the sandhills of California and
the Southwest white grape ba fol-

lowed fast on the heels of the settler
over nearly the whole country The
grape fruit has chosen all Southern Flor-
ida and a small part of Louisiana as per
manent abiding places The accidental
discovery of a gripe fruit tree in an
orange orchard in California provod its
affinity for the soil and climate of that
region also Pizarro and his hardy Span-
ish explorers on their way to Peru
tasted of the pineapple and found it good
Royalty alone had been able to eat of It
beforo It haying only been cultivated in
Holland and England to a small extent
as early as the seventeenth century The
opening of trade with South America
made Its use more general and it was
finally Introduced into Florida in 1S90

where It has been a remunerative and
productive outdoor plant ever since

The banana was first introduced into
the United States by n German waiter
on a steamer plying between Panama and
New York His name was Charles Frank
and he brought over several bunches
which he sold for a fabulous sum Later
he engaged in banana culture In Central
America and the trade he founded about
forty years ago has grown into one of
the largest In the world While the ba-

nana plant is adaptable to small sections
of Florida It can never be cultivated
there for profit But experiments with
the mango the mangosteen the guava
and the plumquot have proved all these
finely adapted to tho condition there and
possible sources of satisfactory revenue
The Department of Agriculture has been
untiring In its efforts to discover the
fruits vegetables and grains that can
bo safely adopted by an ambitious coun-
try and through its efforts the subtropi
cal regions especially will enjoy a rapid
development In the next decade
