In war Tennessee has always taken the
lead She sent her troops from their
pioneer shacks to fight the battle of
Kings Mountain which was the turning
point of the Revolution Her sharpshoot-
ers under Jackson helped to win the glori-

ous victory at New Orleans In 1S15 When
the war with Mexico came on Tennessee
was called on to furnish 2J80 troops She
sent 30000 and thereby gained the sobri-
quet of The Volunteer State In the
civil war she gave 1150CO men to the
Southern army and over 6000 to the
Northern army although some of these
were In negro regiments credited to other
States

Nathan Bedford Forrest one of the
greatest commanders produced by the
civil war entering as a private soldier and
reaching the rank of lieutenant general is
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acknowledged to have been a cavalry
leader without a peer His chief of artil
lery John W Morton to now secretary
of State of Tennessee and his Junior nrtll
lery commander Tully Brown IB now ad-
jutant general of the State Temtesfleeans
reached positions of high responsibility-
and honor on both skies among thorn
Farragut of the Federal navy Carter
Glllen and Cooper of the Union army
Stewart Cheatham Drown Donelson
and SushrcKl Johnson of the Confederate
army and the famous Commodore MftUry
of the Confederate navy Before those
days she had sent Davy Crockett to ilk
In the Alamo for Texan Independence and
Sam Houston to be the successful lead
er of the Texan revolution In the Span-
ish war as In all the others she Offered
more troops than her quota and more
than were accepted

Tennessee is rich In agricultural lands
and farming is the chief Industry The
wealth of iron and coal In her mountain
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Is just beginning to be appreciated al-

though mining has been carried on for n
century The phosphate mines In the mid-

dle portion of the State are the richest In

the world Great attention Is paid to ed-

ucation Nashville the capital has more
institutions of learning than any other
American city excepting New York and
Washington Churches wield wide Inllu
once and the general headquarters of
many Southern denominations are In
Nashville The tendency of the people of
the State is toward a stricter moral gov
ernment and to that end the sale of In-

toxicating liquors is prohibited in all but
four cities of StateNavtll Mem-
phis Chattanooga and L Follette Al
though a famous thoroughbred breeding
State Tennessee now prohibits gambling-
on horse races

Ten years ago the State celebrated the

Bishop Satterlee has Just been visiting
parishes in St Mary County a county
which contains at once the oldest of the
Maryland churches and some of the most
beautiful scenery to be found in the
State Yesterday the bishop was at
Leonardtown so called after Leonard
Calvert who led the first adventurers te
Maryland and at St Mary City the
site of the first town of the settlers
History tells us that th travelers had
soiled up the Potomac as tar as Ptecata-
vay almost opposite Mount Vernon when
a trader named Fleet came off to them
from the shore and learning that they
were strangers looking for a place
whereon to build themselves a city turned
them back and led tbem up the beautiful-
St Mary River across the mouth of
which they had sailed on their way up the
Potomac On a bluff overlooking the
river and commanding a view of the Po
tomac beyond they settled down and
built St Mary City which for sixty
years remained the capital of Maryland
Exquisitely lovely was the place that they
had chosen A few years ago the State
of Margined erected a monument on the
site of the vanished city to commemorate-
the memory of Leonard Calvert who soon
after the landing died there and was
burled there the first of the long line of
Mary land governors That monument to
all the pilgrim to the shrine of Marylands
birthplace will find to remind him of those
early days of colonial history
