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Two Speeches Two Reviews and
Many Receptions at Jamestown

Him Very II nay Depart on the
31nyfloivcr Tomorrow

With two speeches two reviews and a
number of receptions President Roose-
velt will be kept OR the move at the
Jamestown Exposition Monday when
Georgia Day is to be celebrated Expo-
sition managers have completed arrange
meats for his entertainment while at the
grounds

By leaving Washington tomorrow aft-
ernoon on the yacht Mayflower the
President Mrs Roosevelt and their
party of personal friends will arrive In
Hampton Roads early Monday morning
Gov Terrell of Georgia with his staff
and President W N Mitchell of the
Georgia State commission will board
the Mayflower to pay their respects and
invite the President to board the battle-
ship Georgia Should he not do this the
Mayflower will review the assembled
fleets

At 11 oclock the President and his party
are expected to land He will be met by
a military escort under the command of
Gen Grant It will be composed of the
Georgia troops encamped at the exposi-
tion cadets from the Virginia Military
Institute at Lexington cadets from the
Virginia Polytechnic Institute at Blacks
burg cadets from West Point and An-
napolis and United regulars

After arriving at the stand in Lees
parade ground the President will deliver
his Georgia Day address This will be
followed by a review of the military
forces

Immediately following the review the
President will receive on behalf of the
officers of the battle ship Georgia a di-
ver service donated by the Georgia peo-
ple This ceremony will take place in
Bulloch Hall the Georgia State Building

Another reception will be held in the
Georgia Building after the presentation
cerenionies only Georgians being

Late In the afternoon the President will

visit the National Editorial Association
convention and deliver an address after
which he will return to Washington-

having to stop them I am sure that
Secretary Root does not countenance the
violation of Glen Echo laws by diplomats
and will help us as much as possible

There has never been any attempt
made by CollinK to arrest a diplomat and
none will be made but he will have to
stop any fast driving cars unless he
recognises diplomats in them In which
caseM he will get the numbers and re-
port them to me I will communicate
with the State Department and ten them
about It It does seem to me that

should not be allowed to scorch
any more than ordinary automobiles
but we are not going to attempt to vio-
late any Federal statute In enforcing our
