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That quotation which in view of the
efforts of nations toward freedom
equality and brotherhood M evidenced
by the conference at The Hague Is from
Charles Klagsleys Alton Locke The
12th of thta month wee the anniversary
of bis birthday and many men who owe
a debt to hie writings liave been tak-

ing stock of what Klngsley has
meant to the world since hie death In
1875 Canon Klngsiey was of the vital
forces of his generation The son of a
hunting parser he wag early addicted

to sport and although at times he as-

sumed the position of a leader of Eng-

lish thought he wee always a big boy
hearted jovial man Courage was one
of his most prominent qualities and
though he spent more time while at
Cambridge in hunting and fishing than
h did over his classics when
to realize that he was in danger of fall-
ing his examinations he buckled to work
with such hearty goodwill that he came
out firstclass in classics apd senior
opt in mathematics

He was born at Ilolne Devonshire
June 12 1811 He studied at Kings Col-

lege London and at Magdalene Cam-
bridge He Was appointed curate and
afterward became rector of Eversley
Hampshire and wee made canon of MM
dieham in 1815 He was appointed pro-

fessor of literature in Queens College
London only gave up this poet to
take the chair of modern history at Cam
bridge In WO he wee canon of
Chester and m 1ST canon of Westmin-
ster

His first published novel wee Yeast
In 1848 and Alton Locke followed in
1850 Both of these novels in our day
would be called Christian Socialist books
in 1831 came Hypatla followed by

Westward Ho in 1K5 The Water
Babies in 18C Hereward the Wake
in 1866 Prose Idylls in 1S73 and Plays
and Puritans in the same year o one
has summed up more justly the result of
Canon Kingsleys activities than Max
Mullcr who on his death wrote

great sportsman and one of the most
interesting books of two years ago was
