Reporters Synopsis Gnvc False
Impression of Talk at Student
Ofllcern IIoiTvvcr
Pay IN Inadequate and Shortage
of Officers Is Apparent

article quoting him as saying-
to the student officers at their gradua-
tion that there is something wrong in
the army when he replied-

I have sent the Secretary of War a

His telegram to Secretary Taft sent
this evening modifying the statement in

his address and explaining unsatisfactory
conditions in the army says in part

I never sakI there was something
wrong in the army but had reference to
failure of soldiers to reenlist and diff-
iculty In getting efficient recruits Cor the
army also to shortage of officers for duty
with troops Awing to necessity for so
much detached service-

I remarked that the War Depart
aware that there was some discos

tent in the army and a feeling that
was wrong but thought it knew the

causes and would seek to correct them
The onuses I did not mention but had in
mind inadequate pay and insufficient num
ber of officers

A synopsis of ray remarks not pur
porting to be verbatim was very well pre-

pared from long hand notes by a reporter
present and sent to the local papers
which detached one sentence but slightly
varying from what I said about the mid
dle of the reporters synopsis quoted and
printed it as the opening sentence of my
remarks and prefixed It with headlines
which completed the false Impression
I was darkly hinting at some mysterious
trouble in the army I know of nothing
wrong In the army hlch cannot be cor-
rected without legislation or which te not
known to the public

It is notorious that the pay is inade-
quate to attract sufficient recruits under
present prosperous conditions of the coun-
try I believe a greater number of offi
cers is to efuclcntperform
ance of duty required but do not feel
there is any immediate need of a larger
army than the President is authorized to
raise under existing law Larger pay is
unquestionably needed to fill the ranks
which are now thousands of men short
of authorized strength

Antonio VUtaresl the Mexican raveiu-

proceedings some months ago has
again put in an appearance Vlltereal has
been located in Missouri Just where the
officiate refuse to state Vtllareals escape
from the clutches of an immigrant In-

spector early in February caused joy in
government circles

The State Department had Vlllareal on
its hands for a while Mexico longed for
his return to his native heath Officials
representing that government were will-

ing to use almost any means to attain
that end Villareal was reluctant to go
home He fought extradition from the
United States and won out Mexico ar
gued that Villareal belonged to the classes
excluded by the American immigration
laws A change of jurisdiction in Villa
reals case became necessary

One dark night the United States mar-

shal who had been keeping Villareal In

tow on instructions from the State De-

partment placed him in the custody of a
Federal immigrant inspector All this
happened away down In Texas The in-

spector got Vlltereal all right but for
some reason or other did not hang on to
him The officer turned his back and
Viltereal flew

When Villareal was in charge of his
captors he used to tell them stories about
what would happen to him if he was
taken beck to Mexico He talked about
being boiled in oil and strung up by the
thumbs One of the Mexican authorities-
in a burst of confidence also told that It
would be all up with him if he went
back home Villareals troubles got on
the nerves of the immigration officials

When the Federal authorities heard of
Villareals escape they felt good Then
orders wero Issued that he must be cap
tured at all hazards But there was a
suspicion that the government did not
mean exactly that

Antonio Villareal was the biggest thing
in the shape of a white elephant that
ever fell into the hands of the govern-
ment officials They believed that to give
him up to Mexico meant his demise They
were convinced that he was a political
refugee
