Textile Iiuport TM Crltlclxc
l Agreement with Cirimmy

York July 5Tbe Textile Im-
porters Association have sent to Presi-
dent Roosevelt a petition against the
commercial agreement with Germany
This agreement the importers say Is
fraught with danger to the Interests of
American manufacturers
and also to American workingmen In
part the complaint says

Breaches In the tariff system which
will lie the result of operations of this
commercial agreement will undermine the
tariff system Itself They cannot be con-

structed as a legitimate answer to the de-

mand for tariff revision If as has been
said on behalf of this agreement the
United States under It gains a remission
In duties of KWltto while tho remission
in favor of Germany after giving her all
the advantages possible under section 3

of the Dngiey act is only S3W1O It must
be palpable that Germany has secured
some advantage or concession that would
balance these apparently unfair and di-

verse conditions or why should she enter
Into the agreement at all

It is reasonable to suppose that after
making her pretentious demand for new
tariff arrangements she would b satis
fled with a solution of the difficulties
which would leave the financial advan-
tages entirely on the side of this coun
try
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
