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About Zoological Gardens

The question of whit shaM be done to
stimulate interest to aooKtical gardens In
th United States is being much dicemoed
among zoologists who recognize the edu-
cative value of exhibits of wild animate
The interest of enlightened peoples of tho
Old World in beasts and birds brought
from the Wilderness is as old ac history
More than thirty centuries ago the Chi
nee maintained zoological gardens known
as parks of intelligence for the amuse-
ment and education of the people Baby
Inn and Thebes had their menagerie
The wealthy Greek aristocrats ornamented
their county place with wild annuals
that figured In the chase also with orna
mental songbirds and water fowl As
early as 1552 the imperial menagerie of
Ebersdorf were established and fights be
tween lions were provided for the amuse-
ment of the German princes and their
friends Another use to which animals
were put was that of making sacrifices to
celebrate the birth of royal children

When Cortez invaded Mexico the rajral
zoological gardens maintained by the
Montezumas covered an Immense area and
In the aviary alone 300 keepers were em-
ployed Th aquatic consumed 30
pounds of fuh daily and birds and beasts
of prey were fed upon great quantities of
poultry The Aztecs manifested not only
a keen interest in collecting birds and ani-
mals but also no little ability in attend
ing to them properly In captivity The
Spaniards destroyed the inckMrares kill-
ing many birds and animals and allowing
others to escape and from the first

of the sixteenth century until 187
when Andrew Downs established a aoo
logical garden at Halifax N S ne ex-

hibitions of wild animals existed In North
America

In 190 the only gardens in
the United States were In Baltimore and
Xew York A girt of a down swans
from the city of Hamburg to the city
of New York formed the beginning of
the Central Park Zoo that year but it
was not until several years afterward
that keepers were employed and the col
lection of birds and animate materially
Increased Ten years later New York
made Chicago a present of a pair of
swans and the two birds formed the
nucleus of the Lincoln Park Zoological
Gardens About that time Davenport
Iowa established a aooiogteal garden
und Philadelphia and Cincinnati followed
suit in 174 As late as twenty yean ago
there were but a dosen collections of
wild animals In this country where there
are at present about sixty aggregating
iuGO acres of land and containing be-
tween 11000 and 12009 animals

Many of the soologlcal gardens this
country have been established as the re
Iult of gifts Some fifteen years agO a
publicspirited citUen presented to At-
lanta a fine collection of animals and
two prominent Atlanta newspapers aided
the establishment of the soo by pre-
senting an elephant and a lion The
present zoological gardens at Buffalo re
suited from the donation of three half
bred bison One of the discouraging
misfortunes incident M the growth of the
Buffalo moo was the loss of two fine
Mack elk who fought a duel to the death
A zoological garden originated in Nub

in a peculiar manner A wildwest
show was loading when a buffalo bull
flipped from a chute and broke his leg
He was left to die but the interest of a
physician was enlisted and after the ani-
mal had been given a narcotic and put
in a sling its leg was set So many people
rode out in the street cars to s e the
animal that the company realised the
possibility of attracting business In this
way and began the formation of a me-
nagerie

Although zoologists have done much to
promote interest wild animals in this
country the United States is still much
behind Europe In the matter of weH
equipped and widely distributed exhibits
of animals It is asserted in this ootm
try thjtf the fault lies somewhat with
the socalled upper claosec In the
larger cities of Europe zoological gar-
dens are the chief center of attraction
The aristocracies of birth wealth ami
Intelligence are interested in their main-
tenance The zoological societies of Am-
sterdam and Rotterdam each number no
less than MBO members It is considered-
an honor to be upon membership
rolls and It welltodo citizen decline
to become a member he is not admitted-
to the gardens even upon the payment of
a fee In London the king is patron of
the Zoological Society and the Prince of
Wales is vice patron

Many of the zoological gardens In this
country are free to the public In Eu-
rope none are free save the Jardin des
Plantes in Parts Some of our zoological
gardens are maintained by amusement
parks or street railways but a majority
of them are kept up by cities The Bronx
Park Zoo in New York and the Philadel-
phia Zoological Gardens are kept up by
zoological societies while the National
Zoological Park in Washington is main
tained in part by the Federal government
under a special act of Congress passed in
asSO These gardens are the mostimportant In this country from a selen
tific standpoint

Aside from the Jardin des Plantes theEuropean gardens make no ooneaasiona to
the public except a reduction of admission
fees on holidays and Saturdays The

Is that the poor are practically ex-
cluded while in America they enjoy the
benefits of the exhibitions So great is
the crush of people in the Jardin des
Plantea that there is often danger to the
barriers which protect the cages Gen-
erally speaking European zoological gar-
dens pay dividends while those in Amer
ica are an expensa An exception to therule In this country is the Cincinnati Zoo
which has made money recently although
it has had hard times in its career In most
of the gardens of Europe the restaurant
concession pays handsomely In Berlin
the restaurant privileges are leased fora year and the restaurant is im-
mensely as a dining place

William T Hornaday director of theNew York Zoological Society and an authority upon natural history says theAmerican gardens should have both highpriced and lowpriced restaurants concert hulls plenty of shade and lowersImmunity from political interference andthe moral support of wealthy and intellectual classes every city Whereit is possible lnck sures should be largeenough to admit of animals being kept in something approaching their natural state In the average
park the inclosures too small toadmit the animals being healthy
and contented and in the great gamepreserves they are hidden in the forestsOne of the chief reasons for need of
commodious quarters is that of economy
Where spaces are too small the deathrate is In all of the larger institu
tions the intonate are not only given ex-pert attention and dieted scientifically
hut wellequipped hospitals are provided
for their treatment when they become illor are injured Such advantages are notenjayed by animals in smaller zoological
gardens and many of them die from in-
attention

Students of the habits and peculiarities-
of the various birds and beasts have
learned how to combat In a great meas
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ure the ovil effects of confinement upon
creatures used to unlimited spaces sad
plenty of extreme Medical
what measures should be taken to pre-
vent tigers from Indigestion and
elephants from having sore feet are upon
the shelves of the libraries in the larger
zoological gardens One of the larger
animals that fare worst in small spaces
is the American buffalo Although no
scientist has been able to explain it ex-
perience shows that when a herd of these
animals is inclosed in a space which does
not give them the freedom to which they
have been accustomed there results a
high percentage of male calves Another
peculiarity is that the young buffaloes
are frequently not hardy Upon a large
range the buffaloes breed as readily a
cattle and as they are not particularly
wild or shy zoologists can find no theory
by which to account for the peculiar re-
sults experienced in breeding them

The only zoological garden in which wile
animals are now presented to sightseers
in their natural state Is recently os-

By clever landscape gardening be has re-

produced the jungle mountains plains
Del woodlands in which the wild animals
are found Between the spaces allotted to
the different varieties of animals there
are no visible inctosuree Each space te
bounded by a deep ditch so concealed by
shrubs that it is not visible to the visitor
The sides of the ditches are concave and
it is impossible for the animate to escape
from one space to another or to molest
persons inspecting them The annuals of
kindred species are confined together

the names which leaped high In the air
While it was being devoured by the Ore
a mighty chest arose Revolvers were
drawn and bullet after bullet was
into the carcass

Three other negroes barely escaped the
fate as that of the murderer Near-

ly the entire population witnessed the
lynching morning service at the churches
being almost without worshipers
