London Aug 3 Grouse shooting opens
on the Uth and long before that date
there will begin an exodus of the London j

aristocracy to the moorlands of Scotland
Of course men will predominate but

of late years women have participated In
what to called the biggest sport and
some of the biggest bags of a day on
the heather are credited to them Un
fortunately also they too often partici
pate in the cruel and degrading pastime
of trap shooting when the slaughter of
Innocent and helpless birds becomes with
them an apparent delight

This form of sport is discouraged by the
Queen but that it is extensively indulged
in by the sporting clubs of the country
there oan bo no doubt

Shooting nt Clay Birds
It goes without saying that a woman

no more than a man can become a first
class shot without an infinite amount of
practice and experience anti moreover
unless she bas a natural genius for the
gun a great markswoman cannot be
made no matter how excellent l r

be or how frequent her practice
and wide her experience But with proper
instruction it is quite possible for the
average woman to become a very passa-
ble shot and there is no doubt that the
increasing number of retelble markswom
en to be seen at all big shoots Is due to
the tact that far more attention is pall
to the education of the modern sports
woman than was the case ten or twelve
years ago

The West London Shooting School is
crowded at tills time of the year with
women learning the elements of sport
with the gun or practicing for the 12th
at the imitation birds which afford ex-

cellent sport rOt practice So excellent
Indeed hi this mimic sport that such
notable sportsmen as Lord Balfour of
Burleigh the Duke of Roxbnrghe and
many others come here to get their
in before the shooting season opens and
the real warfare begirt

Training of Women
The first thine an aspiring sportswoman

lies to learn is to acquire a ready and
graceful style A bad style when once ac
quired can never be Sot rid of it always
spoils the accuracy of aim sad what is
perhaps worse from a womans point of
view is that it makes her look anything
but graceful

The correct methods of holding the gun
bringing it to flit shoulder and taking aim
gave all to be studied carefully and

before the embryo sportswoman
advances any further in her sporting ed
ucation

After these initiatory lessons have been
thoroughly mastered the aspiring sports
woman can try her hand at knocking over
driven grouse which is shooting of an ex-
ceptionally difficult character The pupil
is posted in a grouse butt precisely as she
would be on the moors and the mimic
birds come flying toward her at a terrific
speed the flight being rather low as is
usually the case with driven game

In this position she learns how to take
approaching Shots and by wheeling
quickly round she can practice at the
birds as they go whirring past the butts
By the time a sportswoman is able to
knock over three birds with any degree
of certainty she has made coturfdemMe
headway to becoming quite a passable
markswoman tor they are very tricky
shooting sad put her skill to a severe
test

Lilac Pheasant Shooting Best
Of all classes of sport with the gun

pheasant shorting appeals perhaps more
to the average woman than any other as
it Involves so little walking exercise com
pared at all events to partridge or
rouse shooting

The method of Sung instruction in this
sort of sport is to place the pupil some
i tw yards from a high tower representing
n hilMde down which the pheasants
would come flying in real sport

The clay birds are dispatched from thetp of the tower on their flight through
the air and pus over the heads of the
gunners below at a tremendous speed
affording the most realistic sport am
splendid practice

Shooting at these clay birds is really
exciting and if aristocratic women
stopped at this there would be no harm
done But live bird shooting from traps is
another thing and the sooner it is
frowned down by public opinion the

Shooting on the moors should also
be shunned by every woman of dignity
and refinement But it is the fashion antI

BLERIOTS AEROPLANE FLIES

Goes Up Thirtyfive Feet hut J
Damaged Coming Dotvn

Paris Aug 1 In the presence of M
Archdeacon president of the aviation
committee of the Aero Club of France
and other interested spectators M Ble
riot ascended yesterday in his aeroplane
the Llbellule Bleriot to a height of thir
tyseven feet and flew a distance of
eightysix yards The experiment proved
the stability of the machine though It
was slightly damaged in the descent

M Bleriot himself drove the machine
which weighs 38 pounds and is driven by
a 24horsepower Antoinette motor causing
the propeller to revolve at 1509
revolutions a minute This light but
powerful motor totally lifted the aero
plane which together with M Bleriot
weighed 51 pounds to the height of
thirtyseven feet

After the slight damage has been re-
paired and certain details improved M
Bleriot win recommence his experiments
and hopes to compete successfully for the
airship prizes

England She Insists however on her an
imals being ted sumptuously whereas
says Guidl recounting his
visit in the Florentine paper Fteramoeea
she herself economizes to the starvation
point

Her sole nourishment te consomme with
Dread once a day sad fish thrice weekly
Her wardrobe of a single change
of raiment

The pathos of the situation Is intensified
when one recalls that the little outofthe
way village in which she Is now residing
is that which under the name of Santa
Rosalie Ouida made famous In what is
perhaps her finest romance A Rural
Commune

company medical and nursing attend-
ance warmth fresh air and contentment
The way that old people pick on cum
Ing into the workhouse is quite remark
ableOld soldier of fifty or sixty come In
almost at the point of collapse They arr
often broken down owing to want of food
and excess of alcoholic liquor But after a
few months of workhouse Mfe they gen-
erally recover and some of them live on
for twenty years or more

The latest returns for the metropolis
show that there were last year nearly
MC30 men and women over seventy years
of age in the London workhouses Of
these 120M were between sixtyfive and
seventy years of age 1X211 were between
seventy and seventyore years of age
SJW were between seventylive and
years of aye sad CIW were over eighty
years of age

The returns omit the most picturesque
figures those of inmates between ninth
and one hundred or over one hundr i
