$10,000,000. These States, with the value|

As compared with the census of 190 a
very noteworthy increase in the value of
product is shown for the Btate of New
Jersey, in which the production Increased
from $2,647,585 for 1900 to $3,331.611 in 1905
This Incerase was due chiefly to the es-
tablishment of a number of large cigar
factories, most of which were owned by
one corporation,

Exports and Imports,

It would appear from the figures pre-
sented in this bulletin that the manufac-
tures of tobacco in this country are prin-
cipally for domestic consumption. This is
particularly true as regards cigars.

The value of the annual product of ci-
gars in the United States as reported at
the census of 195 was $198,186,372, while
the total value of cigars exported during
the fiscal year 195 was only $5,6583. The
exports of cigarettes assumed somewhat
greater importance. The total value of
the cigarettes produced in the United
States was $16,354,803, and the value of the
exports was $2,934,376,

The value of cigars, cigarettes, and
cheroots fmported in 1305 was $4,028,107.
