Paris Aug 3L Mme Bayex of Paris
whose husband Is noted tor his mountain
climbInG exploits his just arrived in
Paris having equaled the best of his ac
complishments in a daring ascent of one
of the most difficult and dangerous of
Alpine peaks Mont Cervin The feat in
fact is regarded as among most re
markable accomplished by men In this
line and much more so for women

In her narrative of the performance
while she confesses to no feeling of lack
of courage she tested her nerve in the
most strenuous manner As prepara-
tion she reed Whymperg book on the
Matterhorn which vividly describes the
fearful gulfs the precipices and other
terrors of that famous mount Further
more she went to the museum and in
spected among other relics rich and sad
associations of disastrous climbs the
broken cord that told the tale of the fear
ful catastrophe of Lord Douglass and his
companions in 16

As these reminders of a possible fate did
not affect her determination she made
the needed arrangements of outfit and
guides two of whom accompanied her
It was hard serious work but she fal-

tered at nothing her enthusiasm growing
with every step of the ascent Finally
the top was reached after five hours
labor The brave woman felt a double
pride in her achievement First she had
succeeded In her task and also In show-
ing that the ability to perform great feats
in this line was not the exclusive privilege-
of the men

For his anniversary the king of bog
gars caused invitations to be sentbroad
cast to tilt beggars and tramps of St
Petersburg The banquet hall was th
cemetery the home of his exploits

The police raised no objection to the
Jubilee in the graveyard and allowed the
caterers wagon to unload huge piles of
eatables sad meat baskets fried to the
brim with bottles of areas vodka

Oft each gravestone was laid a sumptu-

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Marseilles People Horriiied
by Murder

STRANGE ACCUSED

Marseilles Aug 31 The terrible murder
of Mmo Emma Levin and the finding of
her dismembered body in a trunk at the
railway station here continues to be the
subject of almost universal discussion
here and at Monte Carlo where the trag
edy occurred

The grewsome confession made by the
man Goold now in custody for the crime
borne out as It was by the confession of
his wife who Is also In custody is not
believed by the magistrate who examined
him and the theory of Insanity finds a
good deal of acceptance

Goold a man of fiftyfour is described
as amiable and clever excellent company
with a hobby for amateur photography-
He comes of a good Irish family being
the youngest brother of Sir James Goold
who succeeded his uncle In the title in
1303 On the death of an intermediate
brother Frederick Goold in 1000 he laid
claim to the tile and has used It is
sold that he even went so far as to offer
his elder brother the reel baronet who
Is in Australia 00 if he would waive his
claim

GooIdH Career
Mrs Goold is the daughter of an

called Girodin at La Stone mere
and was born in 1SH She was brought Uf

ae a dressmaker As she is recog
nized as a woman of great energy with
completo authority over her husband

Marie Girodla who lived with her father
and mother married to a young
man of St Mareellin contrary to hr
parents wishes A week after the wed
ding the young woman left her new home
with a little money She took refuge in
Geneva where she worked for some time
as a dressmaker and then proceeded to
London where she met Goold

It Is sixteen years since she married
Goold at St Nary of the Angels Pad
dington Soon afterward the business
is believed to have decreased and they
went to Montreal in Canada and es-
tablished a large dressmaking business
catering for the best society Three years
ago they retired and went to IS Adelaide
terrace Waterloo Liverpool where they
adopted the tHtle of Sir Vero and Lady
Goold There they lived In apparent af-
flnence and appeared to have been ac-
cepted by one section of society as thor
ough gentlefolk of high degree

Makes Good Impression
Mrs Goold Is described by one who

knew her then as an accomplished am
table and generous woman a French
lady to her finger tips of their time
was spent in travel During the last
three years they have occupied a charm
in suite on the first floor of the Villa
MenesinI in the Boulevard des Moullns
Monte Carlo where they were accom
panied by their niece Mile Glrodte

Mme Smrea Levis was the widows of
a great Stockholm merchant who died
about eight years ago She moved in
good society and was welltodo She
was always smartly dressed and was
very intelligent

Her mother still flues During the last
two months the victim of the tragedy
staying at the Hotel Bristol Monte Carlo
where she made the acquaintance of the
GooWs

Mme Levin had no children of her own
She adopted some years ago a little girl
of poor parents who lived in Switzerland
She kept the child for several years and
became very much attached to her but
the parents ultimately insisted upon their
daughter being restored to them

Mme Castellazi a Swedish lady who
knew Mme Levin at Monte Carlo spoke
very highly of her to a representative of
the Petit Parisien Mme Casteiinsi said
that the only fault to find with her was
that she was too fond of jewelry and
took an ostentatious delight in wearin-
git She possessed tine diamonds her
jewelry being estimated to be worth more
than 516MO and on Sunday evening she
left the Hotel Bristol at Monte Carlo
where she was staying wearing the
greater part of them

at the Villa
On Sunday August 4 at 5 oclock Mme

Levin entered the Villa Meneelnl and
was not again alive At the time It
Is said that she was wearing most of her
valuable collection of jewels

Whatever happened at the villa on Sun
day night it is certain that Mme Levin
was murdered there A servant girl
states that she hoard sounds of a strug
gle and a voice cried out Let me
alone But the next step in the drama

the arrest of Mr and Mrs Goold at
Marseilles on Tuesday They had ar
rived with luggage from Monte Carlo
that morning and had left a large trunk
at the station with instructions to dis
patch It to London They themselves
drove to a hotel where they used the
name of Mr and Mrs Javanach A porter
named Louis Pons noticed that blood was
oozing from the trunk and In spite of
Mr Goolds assertion that it only con-
tained poultry informed the police Mr

Mrs Goold were then brought back
to the station and the trunk was opened-
in their presence It contained the butch
ered body of Mme Levin

The bead and parts of the legs were
missing They were found In a small
portmanteau which Gooid was holding
The woman had several wounds on
bead and she had been stabbed several
times in the chest Mr ana Mrs Goold
were then arrested

First Blame Another
The Goolds first account of the trag-

edy admits the mutilations but denies
all responsibility for the murder Mrs
Goold declares that when Mme Levin
visited her home a man rushed in wIth
a knife in his hand and killed her He
shouted You wretch You have ruined
me Now I am going to kill you Mr
Goold stated that tho woman was killed
by a man during the absence of himself
and wife and that they decided to
cut the body in pieces and put them in a
trunk in order to avoid scandal An ex-
amination of the villa revealed that the
walls of tho diningroom were splashed
with blood Two saws a chopper a
knife and a dagger were discovered
