FEVER EPIDEMIC IN HOSPITAL.

Nine Women Employes of Gotham
Infirmary Stricken,
Special to The Washington Herald.

New York, Sept. 16.—Eight nurses and
one woman clerk are victims of an epi-
demie of typhoid fever which has broken
out in Gouverneur Hospital, where there
are some 19 patlents. Seven of the cases
are progressing satisfactorily, but the re-
covery of cne of the victims is doubtful,
and another is in a.seriousg condition.

The utmoest secrecy has been maintained
to prevent the rews from being made pub-
lic, and even after the officials of Gouver-
neur Hospital were informed that the
facts were known, they refused absolutely
to give any information, referring all in-
qrtirers to Dr. 8. T. Armstreng, superin-
tendent of Bellevue and allied hospitals,
